14,885,000 BALES /
: COTTON ESTIMATE

Federal Figures on Total Production
in United States For Season
of 1911-12.

Washiogton, Dee. 11.—The to-
tal production of cotton in the
United States for the season of
1911-12 will amoant to 7,121,718,-
000 pounds (not including linters),
or 14,885,000 bales of 500 pounds,
gross weight, according to the
first official estimate of the size of
the erop, issued at 2 p. m. today
by the crop reporting board of the
United States department of ag-
riculture, and made up of reports
of the correspondents and agents
of the bureau of statistics through-
out the cotton belt.

13,480,012 IN 1904.

- Heretofore the record cotton
crop was that of the year 1904,
when 18,480,012 bales, 'exclusive
of linters, were grown. Other
large crops were those of 1906,
which was 13,278,809 bales, and
1908, when 13,241,799 bales were
grown, In point of value, how-
ever, the crop of 1910, which was
11,608,616 bales, exclusive of lin-
ters, was the record one, the fiber
being valued at $820,320,000, and
the cotton seed at $142 860,000, a
total of $9386,180,000 as the aggre-
gate of the cotton crop of that
year.

Conditions early 1n the growing
season this year led tb the belief
that the erop would be one of rec-
ord proportions. First estimates
of the yield, based on the condi-
tion figures, placed the probable
production well toward the figures
of the biggest crops heretofore
grown, '

ACREAGE ESTIMATED AT 35,004,000,
v I'l'ho acreage on which cotton
- was planted this season was esti-

mated by the department of agri-

culture to be 35,004,000, a greater
area than ever before planted to
cotton in this country. This vast
area exceeded the previous record
of acreage by more than 2,500,000
acres, there having been planted
39,444,000 acres in 1908 and 32,
403,000 acres last. year. In the
record production year of 1904
only 80,053,739 acres were planted.

An an-
tagonist in court worthy of front-
ing the best in the land, his con-
duct was always equared by the
rale of righc as he saw it, and no
one can truthfully say that be
ever swerved from the line dic-
tated by his conscience and ap-
proved by his judgment.

STRINGENT CAMPAIGN LAW.

Texan Would Prevent Gifts of Any
Kind—Includes Banks in List.
Introduces Bill in Senate.

Washington, Dec. 5.—Senator
Culberson today ntroduced a bill
to prohibit banks and other cor
porations from making contribu.
tions for campaign purposes.
Senator Culberson, in explaining
the measure, which he intends to
push aggressively as one of the
needed reforms of the day, points
out that under existing law na-
tional banks and other corpora.
tions are prohibited from making
any ‘‘money contribution” in con-
nection with any election to any
political office.

It 18 also contrary to law for
any corporation whatever to make
a ‘‘money cootribution” n con-
nection with any election at which

presidential electors, or a repre- | ==

sentative in congress, or any elec-
tion by any state legislature of a
United States senator are includ
ed. The purpose of this bill is to
extend this prohibition so as to
include anything of value other
than money, the existing law be-
ing, 1t is believed, too narrowly
confined to mere money contribo-
tions, as corporations under it
might make other valuable con-
“tributions besides mere pecuniary
ones. The penalties are also
somewhat‘ increased and made
more certain.

The second section of the bill
proposes entirely new law, con-
fining the contributions of indi-
viduals and persons to $5,000 in
such elections, while as heretofore
they bhave been umlimited and
enormous sums of money
been raised to corrupt elections.

The most famous Philippine volcano |

%and one of the finest volcano cones In
Ohio river has ever achieved such |the world is that of Mayon.

Its height |
is 8,070 feet, and the volcano is visible
at a great distance. Since 1760 records
have been kept of Its eruptions. In |
that year many plantations and vl
lages were buried under a stream of
lJava which flowed down Its eastern
slope. About 1,200 lives were lost in
the eruption of 1814, which buried the
country around a part of the base of |
Mayon under the outpourings of lava |
and dust. A similar calamity in 1825 |
destroyed the lives of about 1,500 per- |
sons. In the ninetéenth century there |
were a number of severe eruptions, in- :
!

cluding one in 1886-7 which continued
pbout nine months. An eruption in |
1897 killed 850 persons and destroyed
much property. Twenty-two violent
eruptions of this volcano are on record. |
Next to Mayon the Taal volcano is
the most remarkable. It is on an is-
land 1a the lake of Bombon, and theis-
land, built up by its outpourings, has |
an area of 220 square miles. The vol- |
cano is Incessantly ejecting dust and
vapor from its crater. Taal as well as
Mayon has been the center of numer- |
ous destructive earthquakes, but no |
very great eruption has occurred since |
1864, when four villages around the |
mountain were completely destroyed.

The
next day he sang the “Miserere” at a
concert, accompanying himself on the
harpsichord, and the performance pro-
duced such a sensation in Rome that
Pope Clement X1V, requested that this
musical prodigy should be presented
to him at once.
