ONE OF NATURE'S MARVELS.

New Zealand’'s Curious Sea Volcano
and Its Sulphur Vapors.

Among the most curious phenom-
ma of New Zealand is its sea vol-
sano. This is a great mountain of
black scoria 830 feet high, from the
top of which, with much force, rise
white clouds of vapor to a height of
fully 2,000 feet. It is not easy trav-
ellﬁ on the island, for in places the
b pebbles of the beach are all
astir with water boiling up through
them, water so hot that a misstep
might scald the foot seriously.

At this point the crater wall has
been broken down almost to the sea
level and one may look into the
great hollow island. The crater is
circular, a full ‘'mile in diameter
and hemmed in by walls many hun-
dred feet high and very precipitous.
The crater floor.is an uneven plain
of volcanic ash and Bcoria, with
many little fumaroles or blow holes,
through which hot sulphur vapors
come - wheezinig out, while every
few minutes there is a smart trem-
bling beneath the feet and a low,
dull, rolling roar.

The vapor begins to thicken as
the traveler proceeds, and he very
soon finds the canse. He is stopped
short by a great lake of steaming
water, quite filling this end of the
crater and being, as can be seen
when the clouds lift, nearly half a
mile from either side. The water is
too” hot comfortably to apply the
hand to it and is insupportable
either to touch or to taste because
of a strong ion of alum and
sulphuric acid. On the farther bor-
der of the lake is a row of violent
salfataras (chimneys). They have
built for themselves little pillar-
like cones from ten to thirty feet
high and a yard or two in diameter
at the base, and through these open
chimneys they trumpet steam and

sulphuric gases with a vio-
lence frightful to contemplate. A
demoniacal screeching and din af-
flict the traveler’s ears, even at a
considerable distance,

ten feet . Lines upon the shore
; show that it daily rises and falls

slightly with the tide of the sea out-
side. In many spots the water boils
furiously vi{h much froth and
foam, while still its heat is much
below the boiling point of 212

places for boats; the abundant air
in the water diminishes materially
ita buoyancy, and a boat sinks
alarmingly low in crossing them.

No Better Crop for Hogs Cam be
Grown in FEast Texas.

——

If hog raisers m Texas, ‘espec-
ially in East Texas, where the
land is sandy, would give the pea-
nut more attention as & bog ration
they would profit by it, for it isa
well established fact that the pea-
nut is & bog feed, hard to beat and
the hogs will barvest the crop
without any expense to the farmer.
The claim has been made up in
Oklahoma that 1,200 pounds of
pork per acre of peanuts bas been
made in that state, but this bas
not been verified. There is one
case, however, where one hog
which was fed peanuts for thirty-
eight days made & gain of 105
~ pounds or two and three-quarter
pounds per day.
There isn’t a bit of doubt that
the peanut will make pork, make
it cheaply, for the bogs will do
th marvesting. Peanuts do best
in a sandy loam, but will do well
. on either vpland or bottom land,
such as is common to Texas. The
~peanut during the last two or
three years has established itself
as a crop adapted to dry farming.
It ic as drouth-rosistent as cotton,
and like cotton has the ability to
stand and wait for rain for weeks
and then go and make good yields.
The editor of Oklahoma Farm
Journal, writing on the peanut as
s hog food crop, says: :
“I have in mind a peanut patch
which I bave watched for three
~~years. The first year of the
drouth 1t made forty bushels per
acre while corn right by the side
of it made a little over thirteen
bushels per acre. The next year
the difference was even greater,
and this year when the corn went
down early in the season, the pea-
nuts stood their ground and when
the rains came in July went on
and made good yields. This field
bas been hogged out each year
but no effort hac been made to de-
termine the amount of pork made

fed on the side. . Plant any time
after the tenth of May.

But since
the hog is known to eat more or
less of the vines, which have about
the samwe nutritive ratio as corn, a
half ration of corn is counsidered
all that is necessary to make eco-
nomical gains and bring your hogs
on the market in perfect condi-
tion, You may pot know that
hogs fattened exclusively on pea-
nuts have a soft flesh and make an
oily lard. 1t 1s necessary to give
them a two week’s finish on corn
if they hbave been fed peannts
alone.”
