In Grain Program

The Bailey County ASC Com«~
mittee reports that a change has
been announced in the 1973
Feed Grain Program, The farm
yperatior still has two potions
or decisions to mike, First,
the program is volupary, Far-
mers may choose to particip-
ate or not and then choose one
of the following:

The first option provides that
an acreage equal to 25 per cent
of the 1972 total feed grainbase
be set-aside, Payment will be
computed at 30 cents per bushel
on half the grain sorghum base,
Corn rate is 32 cents and
barley rate is 26 cents,

For example, a farm with 100
acres base and a 50 bushel
yield - the paym=2nt would be 50
acres times 30 cents times 50
bushels equals $750, This farm
would need 25 acres of average
productive land in set-aside a-
creage, There is no limit in the
acreage of grain one could plant
in this potion, (This is the same

The ASCS office has a reg-
ister for persons interested in
cotton transfers, One register
is for producers interested in
sale of lease toother producers.
Another register is for produc-
ers interested in sale or lease
or other producers allotments
to increase their own al-
lotments, The final date for
cotton transfers is April 2, 1973.

CCC-182's are mailed
directly to producers during the
1st two weeks in Jan:ary, A
seperate CC-182 is prepared for
each county in which a payment
is received and will show
payments made only in that
county, Reports will not include
commodity purchases or
reseal storage payments, Read
the exolantion of the form and
check the total against records
to be sure it is correct, If
it is incorrect contact the county
oifice,

The Agriculture Act of 1970
provides for a payment limita-
tion of $55,000.00 for each “per-
son’ under each of the pro-
grams, These programs are:

Area Cotton Harvest

The South Plains cotton har-
vest was near peak activity un~
til interrupted by rain and snow
on Tuesday and Wednesday, ac-
cording to W.K. Palmer, in
charge of the U,S.D,A. Cotton
Classing Office in Lubbock.

The mid-week adverse wea=-
ther conditions halted harvest-
ing aetivities, but the three South
Plains U,S,D, A, classiag offices
continued receiving cotton sam=-
ples due to the backlog of cot-
ton at gins and warehouses.

Samples from 101,300 bales
were tested and classed at the
South Plains U.S,D, A, cotton
classing offices at Lubbock,
Brownfield and Lamesa during
the week ending Friday, Feb, 9.
This brought the total classed
for the seasontol,564,000 bales.

Grades of cotton classed at
Lubbock remained about the
same as the previous week.
Strict Low Middling Light Spot=
ted (42) and Strict Low Middling
Tinged (44) were the predomin=-
ant grades, making up 34 per-
cent of all cotton classed, Strict
Low Middling (41 made up 12
percent and Strict Low Middling
Spotted (43) 14 percent.

Average staple length was
also about the same as the pre=
vious week, Staples were pre-
dominantly 29 to 32, Thirteen
percent hada staple lengthof 29,
41 percent stapled 30, 23 percent
stapled 31 and 13 percent was 32,

Micronaire readings re=
mained steady. Only 1l percent
of all cotton classed at Lubbock
had micronaire readings in the
premium range of 3,5 through
4.9, 8 percent *“Miked’’ 3.3
through 3.4, 29 percent was 3.0
through 3.2, 35 percent 27

A Home Demonstration Club

“If you like to learn new and
better ways to do thiags, then
try joining a home demonstra=-
tion club,’’ said Mrs. Robin Tay-
lor, Extension county home
demonstration agent in Mule-
shoe.

The agent said that home de~
monstration clubs offer an op=
portunity for the homemaker to

learn the latest informationa-
bout home and family life.

Anyone may join a club, Any
person interested in improving
home and community life is el
igible for membership, accord-
ing to Mrs, Taylor.

‘A home demonstration club
is a group of homemakers who
learn together,” Mrs, Taylor
said. ““Members help determine
and develop ideas for pro-
grams,”’

Members take part in dis-
cussions, participate in club-
sponsored community projects
and even teach lessons at meet=
ings. The club meets monthly.
Elected offices conduct a short
business session.

The agent pointed out that
it’s not necessary to join a
club to learn about homemaking:

““You can participate in short
courses, workshops, special
meetings and tours sponsored
by the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service,’” she said,

A less formal group is the
Extension home economics
study group which meets fewer
times annually. It often has a
series of programs about a sin=-
gle subject matter area. An Ex-
tension home economics study
group may either have elected
officers or only a chairman who

“There are no requireddues
for ‘membership,’’ Mrs. Taylor
explained. ‘““Your major invest-
ment is your time to learn and
share new information.

She said that if there’s no
club in your area, you may form
one, A small group withsimilar
interests may either be a regu-
lar home demonstration club or
an Extension home economics
study group.
