To
leave a surface unpainted for several
years will “save” In palut by a few
cents for every square yard of sur-
face, but it will cost several dollars
in structural materials wasted and
beyond repalr,  Whea buildings are
painted frequently, they are always
well protected, the surface is in bet-
ter condition for repalnting, less paint
is required and the appearance of the
property Is always at its best. The
cost represents the lowest possible
rate of insurance,

Nothing shows more clearly tha
value of good painting and repalrs
than the attitude of bankers In mak-
ing loans on farm property. A care-
ful inquiry of leading bankers shows
that a farmer can borrow all the way
from five to fifty per cent more when
his bulldings are well painted and In
good condition than when they appear
neglected.

Farms with bulldings in
good order lnvariably sell more read-
lly and for a higher price than those
whose appearance Indicates that the
farm was an uoprofitable veature, It
is common knowledge among real es-
tate men that well-painted farm bulld-

“The great results which we seek
can be obtained only by the participa-
tion of young and old In a national
thrift movement, 1 therefore urge
that our people everywhere pledge
themselves, as suggested by the secre-
tary of the treasury, to the practice of
thrift; to serve the government to
their utmost in Increasing production
in all fields necessary to the winning
of the war; to conserve food and fuel
and useful materials of every kind; to
devote their labor only to the most
necessary tasks, and to buy only those
things which are essential to Individ
ual health and efMciency.

“Buy More U, S, Securities.”

“The securities issued by the treas-
ury department are, so many of them,
within the reach of every one that the
door of opportunity in this matter Is
wide open to all of us,

“I appeal to all who now own elther
Liberty bonds or War Savings stamps
to continue to practice economy and
thrift and to appeal to all who do not
own government securities to do lke-
wise and purchase them to the extent
of their means. The man who buys
government securities transfers the
purchasing power of his money to the
United States government until after
this war, and to that same degree does
not buy in competition with the gov-
ernment.

“lI earnestly appeal to every man,
woman and child to pledge themselves
on or before June 28 to save constant-
Iy and to buy as regularly as possible
the securities of the government.

FRANCE URGES POTATO BREAD

Food Dictator Tells How It Will Save
Cereals and Use Up Big Stock of

Paris.—M. Boret, the food dietator,
has written to all local authorities ef-
plaining why the food-card system is
necessary, and urging their full co-
operation. Finally his communication
says:

“1 wish to call your attention to the
importance of using potatoes in bread
making. Recent experiments have
shown that a paste of potatoes can be
used with good results In the propor-
tion of as much as 20 per cent. This
practice, besides being an indispensa-
ble economy of cereals, will help use
up the great stocks of potatoes, so
great that the transportation actually
has become difficult.”
