FOR LACK OF SHIPS

Rates Throttled Basiness.
Galveston News. LR

Exorbitant steamship rates is
driving the price of war horses and
mules downward throughout the
United States and Cenada was a
statement made by George L. Miller
of Bliss, Ok., senior member of the
firm of Miller Brothers, who was in
{Galveston for a few hours attempt-
ing to charter a vessel to transport
several hundred head of war horses
either to Greece or Italy. Mr. Mil-
ler said the rates which other com-
modities command have almost en-
tirely eliminated the horse trans-
portation business so that at the
present time it is well nigh impos-
sible to charter a vessel for live
stock. v

“Horse dealers simply can't get
tonage. Some of them have sev-
eral thousand head on hand; feed is
high and as a result they are willing
to get rid of them for much less
money than they would have con-
sidered six weeks ago,” said Mr.
Miller.

“Every one who knows anything
about the horse business naturally
supposed the price would continue
soaring as the ranks of the suitable
war animals was thinned. The
shortage of vessels has had exactly
the opposite effect. The price is off
from $15 to $20 a head. :

“I came to Galveston to charter a
vessel for either Genoa or a Grecian
port. One ship apparently was
available. At least she has no car-
go in sight at the present time.
What do_you suppose they wanted
for her to deliver 750 head of horses
at Genoa?! Eighty-eight thousand
dollars!

“I offered to pay $75,000 with the
privilege of loading a full cargo.”
The firm of Miller Brothers is
feeding about 3,000 head, concen-
trated at Houston, San Antonio,
Waco and Fort Worth, according to
Mr. Miller. The cost of feeding is
about 40c a day each, he said.

Mr. ‘Miller left Thursday after-
noon for Bliss, Ok., to await notifi-
cation of the arrival of a ship which
is now tied up in the congested
docks at Liverpool.

‘It was Miller Bros. who brought
the 101 Wild West show to Crockett
two years ago.

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Latest War News From the Front.

The American ambassador, James
W. Gerard, conferred Sunday with the
German foreign secretary, Herr von
Jagow, regarding the American note
at the latter's request. Nothing has}
been made public regarding the c¢on-

entertained In certain quarters that
Germany may suggest that the Unit
ed States send an American warship
to convoy American merchantmen
through the danger zoune, thus guaran
teeing the neutrality of the vessels.

The German foreign office, uw
studying the Americamr note respect:

patches publisher in Berlin. It issued
the following statement:

Aerial warfare was waged Friday on
the largest scale In its history, and
under adverse circumstances from the
standpoint of the weather. British
alrmen, buffeting banks of sunow In

the =nir, swept over cities of Northemn,

Belgium held by the Germans and
dropped bombs on Ostend, Brugu and
other places.

Thirty-four urophna and pea-
planes of the British navy took part
in the operations, and all of them later
returned safely to their base without
casualties to thelr drivers, although
two of the machines were damaged.

The raic was made in order to pre-
vent the development of submarine
bases and establishments which might
further endanger British warships and
merchantmen.

The Ostend station s reported to
have been set on fire and that at
Blankenburghe to have been badly
damaged. German mine sweeping ves-
sels at Zeebrugge also came in for a
hatl of bombs, but the damage done
to them huas hot deen stated.
