Texas will pay the largest tax rate for
1915-16 that has ever been fixed in
this state. An ad valorem tax of 2%¢ !
is predicted, which, with a school tax |
of 20c and a constitutional tax of be, |
levied for the purpose of pensioning |
the Confederate veterans, will bring |
the total tax rate assessed for all pur |
poses up to Bde.

From 1871 to 1880 there was hvlod}
for all purposes, on a basis of- taxable
valuations that was about onetenth '
of what it is today, a tax of 50¢c per |
hundred dollars valuation. Then, with
the provision for a special tax for
school purposes, the ad valorem rate |

Then we must take the next best
thing. which is the preserved egg.

Limewater makes ome of the best
€EE preservatives. The Hmewater
treatment, according to M. E. Dickson
of the College of Agriculture, Univer-
sity of Wisconsin, consists in dissolv-

one pound of lime in five gallons
of water which has been previously
boiled andl allowed to cool. The mix-
ture is thorougly stirred and allowed
to settle. Then the clear liquid is
poured into an earthen jar or wooden
tud, which is fSlled within two inches
of the brim with fresh eggs. The con-
tainer is covered with coarse muslin
over which is spread a paste of lime
to prevent evajoration as much as pos-

The eggs should be unwashed, but
clean and, of course, fresh. . Although
freshly gathered fertile eggs are al-
right when put down immediately,
sterile eggs are preferable. Heated
or doubtful eggs should never be pre-
served.

The water glass method of preserv-
ing is possibly even more common
than the limewater method. Water
glass, or sodium silicate, may be ob-
tained from any druggist for from $1.50
to $2 a gallon. This solution of sodium
silicate should be diluted with nine
(9) parts of water, which has been
previously boiled and allowed to cool.
One quart of water glass thus diluted
is sufficient to preserve twelve dozen
eggs. An earthen jar or wooden tub
is preferable for storing, and the same
precautions to prevent evaporation

British Navy Has Boats That Are
Wonderfully Equipped for the
Work—tow They Operated
While “in Action.”

A Dbattleship need not necessarily
g0 home—into dock, that is to say—
to have anything dane to her, Within
reason she can be repaired at sea,
thanks to the various “repair ships"
which are generally in attendance on
& modern fleet, says Pearson's Week-
1y. - Of course, every big warship now-
adays has on board a blacksmith's
forge and small repair shop, but pat-
urally such a forge cannot handle
everything. But unless a breakdown
is very serious the damage is repalred
by the ship's electricians and artifi-
cers. They call them “tiffles” in the
navy for short, There are a number
of famous repalr ships, ships whose
sole duty it is to patch up, on the
high seas, any damage done to one
of the units of the fleet.

The most famous of the ships are
the Ark Royal, the Vulcan, the Cyclops
and the Assistance, The Ark Royal
is the only repair ship of its kind
in the whole world. It {s nothing more
or less than a floating aeroplane fac-
tory, having on' board appliances and
materials for mending and building
seaplanes, spare aeroplane engines
and parts, as well as spare seaplanes
all ready to be flown.

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AGUE 1S FORMED T0
PROMOTE WORLD PEACE
Object Is to Unite All Nations With

View to Prevent Armed Conflicts.
‘Taft Chosen President.

 Philadelphia, Pa.—Within historie
Independence Hall Thursday—the an-
niversary of the battle of Bunker HIl
~there was formed an organization
whose object it will be to promote
the creation of a league of nations
with a view to preventing wars, or at
Jeast to lessen the possibllities ot
armed conflicts. The name adopted
by the fon was “League to
Enforce Peace, American Branch.”

Former President Taft was elected
permanent president, ‘and In addition
a long list of representative Ameri.
can citizens was named as permanent
vice presidents.

The conference was not an assem-
blage of what one participant termed
“pure peace” men, but a gathering of
those who for the most part believed
in trying to bring about peace even
though they had to use force to do it

The report of the commitiee was
adopted, as follows:

Throughout 5,000 years of recorded
history peace here and there estab-
lished has been kept and its area has
been widened in one way only—by the
superior power of superior numbers
acting in unity for the common good.

Mindful of this teaching of experi-
ence, we believe and solemnly urge
that the time has come to devise and
ereate a working union of sovereign
nations to establish peace among
themselves. ‘

We then believe it to be desirable
for the United States to join a league
of nations binding the signatories to
the following:

1. AN justifiable questions arising
between the signatory powers not set
tled by negotiation shall, subject to
the limitations of treaties, be submit.
ted to a judicial tribunal for hearing
snd judgment both upon the merits
and upon any lssue as to the justice
of the question.

PROBLEM UP TO THE FARMER

Must Solve to His Satisfaction Time
of Year to Hatch His Birds—

For the first three months
he will need a night feeding, but after
four months he sheuld sleep through
the night without nursing. When the
baby Is six months old the mother
should begin to lengthen the interval
between' feedings a quarter of an hour
each week until the length of time be-
tween nursings is four hours. The
baby needs no other food than breast
milk, except plenty of good drinking
water (which has first been bolled and
cooled) for the first eight or nine
months.

What is impor
tant is that it should please the moth-
er's ‘taste, tempt her appetite and
cause her no headache, coated tongue
or gas on the stomach or bowels.
