cheap goods. The farmer, tired and
worn out trying to sell his goods,
sits down to rest, and while resting
picks up a copy of the Courier, and
the first column his eyes fall upon
is that Grapeland is paying $1.75
per bushel for black-éyed peas.

Now, gentlemen, you all know
the farmers of this country are
compelled to have a little money
during the year to pay taxes, doc-
tors’ bills, etc., and if you refuse
to cooperate with them by fur-
nishing them a market for their
products, they will be forced to go
back to cotton -altogether in order
to get what little money they. must
have. It seems the merchants of
Houston county are just as hard in
the cotton ruts as the farmers have
been.

FOERAL 00 STATE
QUARANTINE LAWS

Opinion Bdare on Respective Rights
of the Federal and State Quar
antine Officlals, Ete.

-

Austin, Tex.—The attorney general
gave Friday a written opinion to Dr.
W. B. Collins, state health officer,
bearing on the respective rights of the
federal and state quaranting officlals
at Galveston. The direct question
passed upon was whether or not the
federal government had the aut
to promuigate a regulation prohibit-
ing state quarantine officers from
boarding incoming vessels at the port
of Galveston engaged In foreign com-
merce untll after the inspection by the
federal quarantine officials had been
completed. It appears that the sec
retary of the treasury of the United
States under authority of the federal
laws promuigated some years ago a
regulation to“this effect, and thegs-
ficials at the federal quarantine sta-
tion recently established at Galveston
have Insisted on its enforcement. The
opinion gquotes extensively from deci-
sions by the supreme court of the
United States showing that that court
has held from an early ‘date that un-
der the commerce clause of the fed-
eral constitution valid laws may be

by congrees, such as the fed-
eral pure food law, hours of labor law,
safety appliance act, ete.

The opinion also points out that the
states have the inherent power and
right to protect the health and safety
of their citizens, and that the supreme
court of the United States has repeat-
edly recognized the validity of state
laws for this purpose, although affect-
ing In a measure interstate and for-
eign commerce, such laws being held
valid unless they impose upon such
commerce burdens beyond what is
protect the health, safety, etc., of the
citizens, and provided they do not con-
flict with some valid federal law. It
is shown also that the federal quaran:

Cures for lvy Polsoning.

The American Botanist publishes a
letter from a Brookline (Mass.) cor
respondent stating thet fishergen
along parts o° the Massachusetts
coast find a ppompt cure for the ef
fects of poison ivy and polson sumach
in the fireweed (Erechtites hierac)
folia). The poisoned parts are rubbed
with the leaves of this plant, which
wust be fresh each time, bruised and
crushed so that the sap molistens the
skin freely. An editorial note men-
tions the fact that a large number of
other plants have been recommended
for ivy poisoning—notably touch-me-
not and burdock-—but that “it seems
doubtful whether any of these herbs
can do more than take the attention
of the patient from his troubles and
cure him by mental suggestion.”

Mail Swindlers.

The record of the mall swindlers is
positively appalling. In five years
the federal courts have prosecuted
2,861 persons who have been con-
cerned in fliching from the poor (for
the rich are never their victims) the
enormous sum of $351,000,000. Great
as this sum Is, It represents, accord-
ing to the testimony of the postal au-
thorities, only a comparatively small
part of the money fraudulently ob-
tained in that period by the abuse of
the mails. Some of the swindlers
take warning in time to escape the
secret service men on their trail;
against many others conclusive evi-
dence is not obtainable, while others
manage for a time to conduct their
enormously profitable business so clev-
erly as to elude the vigilance of the
department.—New York Times.

May Be Easily Confused With the Alfaifa Weevil by the Farmer.

The alfalfa weevil, introduced into
this country at a single spot near Salt
Lake City over ten years ago, has
slowly spread throughout the north-

ern half of Utah, including three of |

the most productivé counties, and
taken a foothold In the adjacent parts
of ldabo and Wyoming. It destroys
about one-half of the annual yleld, un-
less measures are taken to prevent it.

The weevils, after spending the win-
ter in the flelds about the roots of the
plants, deposit large numbers of pale
yellow eggs in cavities' made In the
stems with their beaks The little

Adult Alfalfa Weevils,

green “worms,” which hatch from
these during spring and early sum-
mer, cluster upon the fresh shoots of
alfalfa plants and feed, becoming
most numerous about June 1. They
destroy much of the first crop, injure
the quality of what remains, and com-
pel early cutting to prevent total loss.
The actual damage to the first crop Is
not far from 50 per cent of its value.
Upon the cutting of the first crop the
larvae gather u the bit of food
which s by the new shoots
and destroy them as fast ag they ap-
pear. This condition lasts until the
normal harvest time of the second
crop, so that it is a total loss. The
damage to the first two crops usually
amiounts to about one-half the annual
yleld. :

A valuable method for preventing

~the injury to the second crop consists

in brush dragging the stubble after
removal of the first cutting. This was
devised by the Utah experiment sta-
tion in cooperation with farmers. It
was. improved later, however, in ac
tual practice by the adoption of &
weighted spike-tooth harrow with sev-
eral layers of woven wire stock fene-
ing underneath, instead of the old-
fashioned brush drag. This treatment
was widely adopted as a means of
crushing the insects, and also as &
means of exposing them to the rays
of the sun and to the choking action
of the dust. The bureau of entomol-
Ogy has proved that neither the me-
chanieal erushing nor the direct rays
of the sun contribute much to the el-

.locuvmu of the dust-mulch treat-
ment, and that most of the insects ia
all stages dle long before thay are
smothered by the dust. The easential
factor in kilMing the weevils is the
heat absorbed by the soil from the '
sun's rays.

To Rill the weevil the surface of
the fleld to be ted must be dry,
free from clods, cracks and vegeta-
tion. To get best results, however,
the sky must be clear and the weather
wWArm.
the soll reaches the necessary temper-
t ature of 120 degrees all stages of the
insect are killed in les® than two mia-
utes. The second crop of alfalfa is,
then free to grow. The effectivencss
of this treatment, however, is directly
proportional to the thoroughness with
which the above conditions are com-
plied with. 1If the sofl is not in good
condition it must be cultivated before
dragging. . The great obhjections to
this method of fighting the weevil 1s
that it requires much cultivation of
the alfalfa at the busy haying season.

Poison for Alfalfa Weevils.

Several tirmers have adopted the
method of spraying the alfalfa stubble
with arsenate of lead instead of creat
ing a dust muich. Apply the poison
at the rate of 12 pounds in foy bar
rels of water per acre. Where a large
area is to be covered a gasoline ea-
gine for power is necessary. | Two
lines of hose are operated by twg mea
and bordeaux nozzies held at a dis-
tance of about 1% feet from the
ground. Equally good work could
$vobably be done with a small quan-
tity of arsenate of lead by a better
method of distribution. This spray
method, owever, is better adapted to
large flelds than the dust-mulch meth-

Apalyses and feeding tests show
thet there is not the slightest danger
of poisoning animals which eat the
hay.

It is a deep-root-
ed plant, having an abundance of vine
and leaf. The flowers are purple,
abundant and sweet. Bees extract
much sweetness from the blossoms.
