This is clearly contrary to the
established law of supply and demand.

“In an area which covers more than
half of our state the cotton crop has
gone from bad to worse. Many coun-
ties will hardly make sufficient seed
for next year's planting. Travis coun-
Lty was expected to raise 60,000 bales—
it will do well to market 25,000 bales.
Willlamson county's normal cotton
crop is over one hundred thousand
bales, and that county will market
not over 30,000 bales, and more than
one hundred counties in the drouth-
stricken district that should produce
over a million and a half bales with a
good season, this year will not produce
650 per cent of that estimate.”

This makes about 8,000,000 people con-
stantly lying on sick beds in the United
States, of which on the most conserva-
tive estimate at least half need not
have been there. If we translate these
preventable losses into commercial
terms we find that even by the most
conservative reckoning this country is
losing over $1,600,000,000 worth of
wealth producing power every year,

“Personally,” says Professor Flsher,
“I believe it can be shown that the
chief cause of this degeneration is the
neglect of individual hygiene, partly
from ignorance, partly from indiffer-
ence, partly from sheer helplessness.
The degeneration of our bodies follows
a degeneration of our habits. The cure
for the degenerative disease is more
personal hygiene—more scientific habits
of dafly JMving.”

The Bicyocle.

From the best accounts it appears
that the first bicycle—meaning by the
term a two wheeled machine for hu-
man Jlocomotion—was made in France
about the year 1815. This ploneer ma-
chine was a very awkward affalr, con-
gisting of a couple of heavy wooden
wheels of equal diameter, one behind
the other and joinad together by a lon-
gitudinal wooden bar on which the rid-
er's seat was fixed, the mode of pro-
pulsion being the pushing of the feet
agninst the ground. Not for fifty years
was any real progress made. In 1869
the machine with the big driving wheel
with the Ilittle hind wheel was invent-
ed by Michaux of Paris, and a few
years later came the “safety,” which,
with many improyements, is the ma-
chine we have today.
