SPRECKELS BEFORE
SENATE COMMITTEE

President of Federal Sugar Re-
fining Company Discusses
i Prices.

Washington, Dec. 14.—Blame
for the sugar shortage in the]
East was charged to the food
administration’s fixed import
price by Claus A. Spreckels,
ypresident of the Federal Sugar
Refining Company, testifying
today before the senate investi-
gating committee. He testified
that raw sugar from Cuba was
passing through New York for
Canada, where refiners are per-
mitted to pay higher prices.

Mr. Spreckels, who said his re-
finery was closed because of lack
of supplies, also charged that
Earl A. Babst, president of the
American Sugar Refining Com-
pany, and George M. Rolph, gen-
eral manager of the California-
Hawaiian Sugar Refining Com-
pany, in their positions as agents
of the food administration, had
been unduly active in getting
raw supplies for the American
Company. Mr. Babst is chair-
man of the international sugar
committee created by the admin-
istration which fixed the price
to be paid for raw sugar.

men be sent to Camp Travis on
January 2 and that 4000 be sent
in 10 days, or January 12, com-
pleting the list of white men for

the division under the first

draft.

The remaining 4500 colored
men to be called he has recom-
mended be divided into 2000 to
be sent to Camp Travis January
22 and 2500 on February 5.

If these recommendations are
approved and carried out they
will complete the call for the di-
vision under the first draft.

Whether or not the addition
of these men will bring the divi-
sion up to full strength will de-
pend upon the number of men
transferred to other organiza-
tions. Many men who have
been at Camp Travis already
have been transferred as they
were needed elsewhere. Unless
further transfers are made the
11,500 will complete the division.

RECRUITING SYSTEM
WAS OVERWHELMED

Volunteers Will be Accepted If
They Made Application Be-
fore Saturday Noon.

Washington, Dec. 15.—Inabil-
ity of many recruiting offices to
care for the rush of men to join
the regular army before the new

draft regulations became effec-
tive Saturday was reflected in
recruiting figures for Friday.
The day’s total was only 9104
as compared with 14,291 Thurs-
day, when the recruiting system
broke down.

Friday’s figures, with thr
Statese—Arizona, New Ham
shire and South Carolina—miss-
ing, swelled the December enlist-
ments to 70,466 men, not taking
into account those accepted Sat-
urday up to noon when enlist-
ment in the regular army was
prohibited to men of draft age
under the new rules.

Volunteers to the regular army
since the declaration of war in
April now number 337,247, ex-
ceeding by 153,349 the number
called for by President Wilson,
bringing the regulars to war
strength. Ten States failed to
supply their quotas. They were
Alabama, Arkansas, Leuisiana,
Mississippi, New Mexico, North
Carolina, South Carolina, Ver-
mont and Wisconsin.

The thousands of men who vol-
unteered in the past few days
and were rejected because of the
breaking @own of the recruiting
system will be accepted, Secre-
tary Baker Saturday having or-
dered that all qualified appli-
cants who presented themselves
before noon Saturday be accept-
ed even though their examina-
tion and other details could not
be completed until later.

With the putting into effect
of the new draft regulations the
first five per cent of the ques-
tionaires was mailed to draft
men. At the same time Provost
Marshal General Crowder an-
nounced that the huge task of
classifying the 9,000,000 men of
draft age unquestlonably would
be finished within 60 days.

There will be no further call
for the draft men until the
classifications are completed.

Judge Advocate Has Taken Steps | opinion of the judge advocate he

To Have Commission
Restored.

One of the most unique cases
in the brief history of the
Prairie division was brought to
light Friday involving an es-
pecially trained man who was
drafted as a private despite the
fact .that he had previously re-
ceived a commission in the med-
ical corps. When the case was
brought to the attention of Ma-
jor Chiperfield, judge advocate
of the 33rd division, he was as-
tounded and immediately took
steps to right the wrong by sub-
mitting his recommendations to
General Bell that the full report
of the investigation be submit-
ted to the proper authorities and
the man’s commission restored.

The victim of this “injustice”
is Thaddeus Stanley Pierzynski,
who has tolerated it without a
grumble ‘since—and is willing to
serve his country as a private or
a commissioned officer. Accord-
ing to the facts as disclosed by
Major Chiperfield, he received
the commission of lieutenant in
the medical reserve corps Au-
gust 23 and had taken the oath
of office. Despite the fact that
he had shown his commission he
was ordered before examption
board 67, in Chicago, and was
certified for military duty as a
private. Again in September he
was obliged to appear though
he had again exhibited his com-
missicon, and this time was sent
to Camp Grant. After a short
illness, on September 22 he was
ordered to Camp Benjamin Har-
rison for active service and
training.

At this time he first attempt-
ed to bring his grievance to the

attention of a commanding of-'

ficer, Captain S. C. Jump, com-
pany C, 311 engineers, at Camp
Grant, who, it is alleged, paid no
attention to the matter. He is
supposed to have later been ad-
vised that the order from the
adjutant general had been lost.
On October 23 he was shown a
wire from the latter revoking
his commission. He was then
transferred to Camp Logan.

In passing upon Pierzynski’s
case, Major Chiperfield assert-
ed, “the investigation and ex-
amination of the papers indi-
cates that he has been unjustly
aqd unfairly treated in that he
has been denled the right to

tion. “He is now a private,”
Major Chiperfield said, and to
my mind it ’is next to impossible
to conceive of anything more
manifestly unjust than this man
has suffered for these months.

The action of Major Chiper-
field is in accord with the policy
of General Bell, who desires to
d6 the right thing by every man
in his command. Though the
result of thg investigation at a
late hdur Thursday had not been
submitted to General Bell, he as-
serted, however, that if such are
the conditions there is no altern-
ative but to do everything pussi-
ble to right the matter. The case
will in all probability be submit-
ted to the proper authorities Sat-
urday recommending that Pier-
zynski have his commission re-
stored and that he be released
from the 33rd division that he
may enter upon the duties of an
officer.—Houston_ Post.
