Total Vote Cast 387,599; Legis-
lature to Canvass Gov-

ernor’s Vote,

Austin, Texas, Dec. 17.—
Election of the state democratic
ticket by a majority of approxi-
mately 130,000 is shown in the
canyass of the returns of the
November general elaction, com-
pleted today by the state elec-
tion board. The total vote cast
was 387,5699. Figures include all
state officers except governor
and lieutenant governor, returns
for which offices are to be can-
vassed by the regular session of
the legislature, which con-
venes Jan. 11 next.

George Terrell, democratic
candidate for commissioner of
agriculture, received the highest
vote, 310,790. Miss Annie Webb

Crockett Post-Office.

Blanton, superintendent of pub-
lic institution, was second with
309,834, and C. M. Cureton, at-

torney general, third with
309,407.

Joe Kingsbury Jr., led the re-
publican ticket with 91,375.

William Blakeslee for controller, |

was the highest American party
candidate, with 56,060. Andrew
McCampbell, candidate for con-
troller, was the black and tan
republican leader with 27,041,
and M. L. Matthews, also candi-
date for controller, was the high-
est socialist candidate, his vote
being 7,723.

The presidential vote of vari-
ous parties in Texas was:
Democratic, 289,688 ; republican,
115,640; black and tan, 27,517;
American 47,669, and socialist
8,149.

High Tariff Bill Takes Form, As

Washington, Dec. 18.—The
senate resolution to revive the
war finance corporation as a
measure of relief for farmers
was adopted by the house late

Saturday in amended form, by a
vote of 212 to.61.
to conference for adjustment
with the senate measure.

The house struck out section
2 of the senate resolution, stat-
ing the opinion of congress that
federal reserve banks should al-
low liberal credits to farmers.
The vote was 132 in favor, to 20
against on the motion to strike
out. .

Washington, Dec. 18.—With
rates of duty higher than those
of the Payne-Aldrich law, an
emergency tariff bill, applying to
agricultural products, was whip-
ped into shape Saturday by the
hous¢ wdys and means commit-
te¢; Hesigned to relieve financial
difficulties of the farmers.
