Before we attribute so great 
a power to Senator Lodge as to 
charge him with the downfall jf 
the League of Nations we should 
pause at least a minute and 
think.

The American 
people at the last election de­
feated the League of Nations by 
a majority of seven millions of 
votes. Did one man, or a grc>up 
of men, or a dozen groups of 
men accomplish this terrible de­
feat? If so we are bound to ad­
mit the incompetency of the 
American electorate, and when 
we do that we have knocked 
down the last prop upon which 
free government rests. The 
truth of the business is the 
American people are the most 
free, the most untrammelled, the 
least shackled, and the most in­
dependent in thought and action, 
and over a period of nearly a cen­
tury and a half they have estab­
lished and maintained the great­
est and best government that 
the sun ever shone upon. This 
is not a one-man government. 
A few of us may become so 
keenly a rch ed  to a man or a 
party as To blind our reason, and 
prevent us from seeing any vir­
tue in the other man or the 
other party, but the affairs of 
the Nation move along some­
how just the same, and the 
grandeur about it all is that the 
majority of the people are not 
so befogged by prejudice, pas­
sion and party rule that they 
cannot change from one party 
to another in time to save the 
old ship of State.

The hab­
its of the boll weevil are very 
simple. It comes out of the cot­
ton boll a full grown, weevil. 
And when the time arrives to 
go into winter quarters it seeks 
shelter in the nianner of any 
other winged insect, never bor­
ing into any substance. They 
are well protected in dry hol­
low logs, hollow trees, deep 
drifts of vegetation, etc. But 
in order to destroy them by fire 
all the hollow trees and old 
stumps, all drifts of vegetation, 
all pastures, all forests, and all 
places in and out of the fields 
that will Keep a weevil fairly 
comfortable dupng  ̂ wet, cold

And the good 
men who opposed it and defeat­
ed it at those elections were the 
richest men in town. But net 
all the well-to-do men opposed 
it. If all the facts and truths, 
deep down in the hearts of men 
were all known, we believe that 
Col. Jones had safe grounds for 
his assertions. The old idea 
that came down through all the 
ages that learning was a thing 
solely for the “ well-bora,” and 
that it was easier to control the 
“ common herd” by keeping them 
in ignorance and darkness, still 
lingers in the minds of some 
men. It is a well known fact 
that the largest religious sect in 
the world today is now and al­
ways has been opposed to edu­
cation for the masses. Lord 
Berkley who was sent to lord it 
over the people of the Colony of 
Virginia wrote back to England 
a letter in which he said:

“ I thahke God there is no 
ffree schooles nor printing in 
Virginia and I hope wee .shall 
not have these— hundred yeares 
for learning has brought dis­
obedience and heresaye, (heresy) 
and sects into Ithe woî ld and 
printing has divulged them, and 
libells against the best govern­
ment ; God keepe us from both.”

Again Quarantined.

Notice from the state live­
stock sanitary convmission is 
given through the Courier that 
Houston county cattle are to be 
again quarantined on April 1, 
1922. After that date, accord­
ing to the order of the state 
livestock sanitary commission, 
no cattle can be shipped from 
Houston county. Cattle are 
shipped from the county now on­
ly under certain rules and condi­
tions of inspection. Removing 
in any manner, whether shipped 
or driven, is prohibited.

'The Porter well on the Austin 
farm, just outside of the city 
limits, is still having water trou­
ble, Bailing was in progress in 
this well all of last week, but at 
the end of the‘ week the cable 
broke and let the bailing stem 
drop to the bottom of the hole. 
Special machinery had to be pro­
cured from Houston to get the 
bailer out of the weU and bail­
ing was resumed this week, but 
another delay was encountered 
by some of the machinery break­
ing. It was announced Wednes­
day evening that the machinery 
was again in operation and bail­
ing in progress. It is hoped to 
complete the bailing of the well 
this week and it is expected that 
an oil well of some capacity will 
be brought in next week, provid­
ed of course no further b ^  Tuck 
is met with. The operators are 
confident they are going to bring 
in an oil well of some kind, but 
are uncertain as to the amount 
of oil they‘ will be able to dâ  
velop. They say that if oil in 
paying quantity is not. found in 
this sand, they will again set the 
drill in motion for a great 
depth. •

The Porter Oil Company, oj 
erating the Porter weU, is ere<% 
ing the derrick for the second 
well on the Austin land. The- 
new derrick is located in the 
northwest corner of the same 
field in which the first well is 
located, in the flat land instead 
of on the hillside and nearer the 
railroad track. The Ck>urier’s in­
formation is that drilling will be . 
started in the second well a  ̂jjf 
soon as a rig can be procured re­
gardless of whether oil in pasring 
quantity is found in the first ̂  
well. Mr. Porter is confident,' 
however, that both projects will 
develop into paying oil wells. :

The drill in the DriskiU com-  ̂
munity, eight miles northeast of 
Crockett, was set in motion this 
week. This is the well of the 
Pennsylvania-Latex Oil Compa­
ny and something big is expect­
ed.

The well on the Moore farm 
has been entirely abandoned^ ̂  
with several hundred feet of ^  
drill stem lost in it. It is not 
known when the Aurora Com­
pany will make another test or 
where the location will be.

Atlanta, Georgia.— (Special).—The 
cotton farmer got his “bumps” 
again In 1921 between boll weevil, un 
favorable seasons, food and grain buy­
ing on credit, combined with a price 
on cotton Insufficient to ‘pay him out.' 
Same old story, the same thing that 
has happened three or four times In 
the last dosen years,’’ said H. Q. 
Hastings, President of the Georgia 
Association, an organization for state 
wide development.

“We might Just as well face the 
fact that with the world wide flnan 
cial and political mix-up In Europe 
following the world war, there is no 
possible chance for using normal 
quantities of cotton at profitable prices 
to us If we continue to grow cotton 
on the high cost basis that we have 
been doing.

“ Cotton la the one best money crop 
for the South, and probably always 
will be. The time of war prices Is 
over and the problem from now on la 
to lower cost of production and at the 
same time afford the cotton grower a 
fair profit.

“Coat of making cotton Is primailly 
the coat of food, grain and forage 
f(^ the fanner, bis family, his labor­
ers or tenants, and bis work stock. 
Catting .food, grain and forage costs 
by home production will reduce cot- 
Um costs from one-third to one-ball.

“Plant for an abundance of food, 
grain and forage, thus cutting down 
■tore bills, and the lower prices for 
cotton will not hurt so much. We can­
not, with European countries so thm*- 
oughly disorganised, reasonably expect 
high prices for cotton (or several years 
and we must make cotton at lower 
coet, or rtse quit cotton growing.

“ Most of us cannot quit cotton, 
hence the absolute necessity ot food, 
grain and forage planting In 1922 — 
the making on home acres of every 
pound of food and grain needed to see 
os through.

“ In this food production program, 
take the home vegetable garden seri­
ously. Give the home garden a square 
deal, and It will surprise you In the 
amount of healthful food producad. It 
takes the least ground, can be plant­
ed the earliest, brings quick returns 
and if kept replanted and worked wU] 
stay by you all the season through.”

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AGED INMATE OF 
CONFEDERATE HOME 
IS GIVEN REPRIMAND

Chairman of Board of Control 
Administers Penalty to Veteran 
for Violating Rules of Home.

Official reprimand in the pres­
ence of several hundred fellow 
comrades was the penalty ad­
ministered by S. B. Cowell, 
chairman of the State Board of 
Control, on R. P. Calhoun, 84- 
year old inmate of the Confed­
erate Home, Wednesday after­
noon for alleged infractions of 
several rules of the home.

The reprimand also carries 
with it a provision that Calhoun 
must secure written permission 
from Superintendent E. Winfree 
each time he desires to leave »he 
grounds to make visits el-;a- 
where, this restriction beginning 
Wednesday afternoon and con­
tinuing for a period of three 
months.

The penalty assessment is the 
result of several investigations 
made at the home regarding dif­
ficulties betw’een inmates and 
administrative officers which 
were characterized as inharmon­
ious to the peace of the inmates. 
Last September a special com­
mittee was appointed by G js- 
ernor Neff to investigate alleged 
irregularities which several vet­
erans alleged existetl at the 
home. This committee compris­
ed W. H.^Richardson, chairman; 
Ben S. Pillow and John S. Pan­
ned. This committee heard tes­
timony on charges preferred 
intendent Winfree brought by 
Calhoun and a number of others. 
The committee reported its find­
ings to the governor.

About three weeks ago the 
Board of Control comprising 
Chairman Cowell, L. H. Title and 
Dr. H. H. Harrington heard tes­
timony on charges preferred 
against R. P. Calhoun on four 
different violations of the rules. 
These were carrying deadly 
weapons on the premises of the 
home, encouraging insubordina­
tion, aggravated assault on a fel­
low inmate and persistent trou­
ble making in the home and con­
duct unbecoming a Confederate 
soldier during the past five 
years.

In administering the repri­
mand, Mr. Cowell called atten­
tion to the assault charge and 
that evivlen: 2* presented on ̂ the 
charge of carrying deadly weap­
ons sustained the charge. The 
chairman of the boan' said he 
was reluctant to believe the

charges against Calhoun knd 
that it was painfully erfibar- 
lassing to him “ to reprimand a 
man many years my senior.”

Senator Cowell spoke for near­
ly thirty minutes, but during 
that time impressed those who 
heard him with his eloquence of 
language as he reviewed the 
deeds of the Confederate vet­
erans in upholding state sover­
eignty.

“ Home is the most sacred 
word in the English language 
and the passing years cannot re­
move from the memory of man 
the lurid scenes transpiring 
within it. Texas holds a sacred 
trust in this home for 400 men 
who have come here from the 
best citizenship of the state, men 
who were the pick and flower of 
the south, men who have written 
their names high on the banner 
of democracy and men who be­
lieved in states’ rights. Our̂  
state laws today would probably 
be a mere travesty on legislation ‘ 
had not these gallant defenders' 
of righteousness cried out' 
against the encroachments o f  
the federal government. !

“ I earnestly hope this will be 
the last time that the Board of 
Control will be forced to ad­
judicate differences in this home. I 
You men are going down the' 
western slope and your shadows 
are gradually lengthening, to-' 
ward the east and you have now’ I 
reached the period where you* 
should enjoy the esteem and 
consolation of your fellow man.”

Turning to Mr. Calhoun, Mr.! 
Cowell declared the Board of 
Control wished him every hap-' 
piness in the home during thej 
remainder of his days on earth! 
and “ when the worms of the! 
dust shall be your only compan­
ions, the narrow confines of the 
grave your resting place and the 
winding sheet your only vesture, 
you will enter the golden portals 
of everlasting happiness and en­
joy peace and serenity for all 
time.”

In one section of his talk, Mr. 
Cowell paid a tribute to Super­
intendent Winfree in saying 
that the inmates of the home 
“are beneficiaries of a well ana 
efficiently directed home.” Mr. 
Cowell reminded the veterans 
that rules necessary for the gov­
ernment of the home had been 
drawn up and these should be 
respected by every inmate.

Before hearing the reprimand 
intended for him, R. P. H. Cal­
houn thanked the Board of Con­
trol for its impartial hearing in 
his case and said he had always 
attempted to live honestly. “ As 
long as I live, I shall ever uphold 
the right and denounce the 
wrong,” he declared. “ I shall do 
this until the silver cord is 
drawn and I shall meet my God 
face to face.”

A spirit of reverence w'as 
given this occasion when Rev. 
A; A. Rowland, chaplain of the 
home, prayed that “God should 
bless the inmates for the remain­
der of their years and *̂ hat 
peace and serenity should for­
ever dwell within the walls of 
this sacred institution.”— Aus­
tin Statesman.

The Monitor feels there is 
something wrong with the local 
situation. It feels that Mineola 
merchants are not getting thdr 
share of the business done in 
this locality. It bases this be­
lief upon the fact that the Satur-. 
day crowds are not what they* 
should be. j

For instance a few Saturdays 
ago we had occasion to be in 
Grand Saline, Edgewood and. 
Wills Point. The streets ofj 
those towns, the business streets, * 
were packed and jammed with’ 
farmers and the merchants 
seemed to be busy. 'The Mon­
itor does not believe Wood coun-' 
ty is any worse off financially 
than these. The government 
report shows Wood county rais­
ed as much cotton this year as 
compared with last year as did 
Van Zandt county. While we 
have no figures on the potato 
production, the Monitor ventures 
to assert that it was greater here 
than there. Then if this be true 
there must be something wrong.

The Monitor believes it lies in! 
the one fact alone that Mineola 
merchants have not been adver­
tising. It takes community ad­
vertising to build a town. One 
or two merchants in a town like 
Mineola can not do it. Records 
show for the past few years that 
Mineola merchants as a whole 
have done very little newspaper

advertising, the kind of adver­
tising that does more to make a 
town than any other kind or 
class. The Monitor wants to 
suggest, not from a selfish or 
pecuniary standpoint, but for the 
good it will do Mineola, that the □ 
local merchants do more adver­
tising for the next few months. 
The Monitor would say if ti 
doesn’t pay, stop it. If it does 
pay, keep it up, even on a bigger 
scale.

Grand Saline, Edgewood and 
Wills Point merchants have ad­
vertised, not one, but nearly all, 
and they are getting their pro­
portionate share of the trade of 
their country.— Mineola Monitor.

More roughage is the slogan 
that many municipal and state 
health boards would adopt to in- 

I crease the efficiency of workers 
I in their domains. Recent inves- 
jtigation on the relation of food 
jto human efficiency have been 
made the subject of careful 
study both by dietitians working 

I independently and also by boards 
of health and other health or- 

! ganizations.
 ̂ Out of it all has come a mass 
of information to show certain 
defects in the diet habits of the 

1 average person. Aside from the 
value of any specific list of 

{foods, indisputable evidence has 
been secured to show that tne 

I roughage portion of the average 
diet has received too little atten­
tion in the past. In this class is 
a long list of foods such as spin­
ach, leafy vegetables, fruits, 
bran, and others, all of which, by 
their bulk and fibre content, 
have marked beneficial qualities. 
Of these bran is declared to be 
particularly acceptable because 
of its cheapness and ease r f  
preparation. It contains a>x)ut 
8 percent of mineral salts and 
is known to have favorable ac­
tion on brain and nerve cells. It 
also contains phosphorus and 
oilcium, and, physicians say, 
there is no danger from a too 
great supply in the diet.

Some state boards of health 
are taking a deflnite stand on 
the matter of a more efficient 
diet particularly as it effects 
general health habits. Speaking 
on the matter of the substitution 
of roughage foods for drug ca­
thartics, Dr. S. J. Crumbine, 
secretary of the Kansas State 
Board of Health, recently said: 
"I think it is very generally 
agreed that producing catharsis 
by drug action, if continued with 
any degree of regularity, is 
harmful.

“Overcoming constipation by 
a proper selection of diet, in­
cluding a liberal use of fruits, 
vegetables, and coarsely ground 
grains,'*including bran, is cer­
tainly more effective and with­
out harmful results. There is 
scarcely any question but what 
the liberal use of bran in.„^c 
diet will beneficially affect the 
most obstinate case of constipa­
tion."

At a recent discussion of the 
question of food and working ef­
ficiency it was stated that most 
persons are eating their way into 
untimely graves without know­
ing it, both by eating too much 
and by the use of foods that are 
not easily digested or that lack 
the requisite amount of cellulose. 
The . summarized opinion was 
that everyone could increase his 
working efficiency by reducing 
the amount of his food and by 

I adding to the ' diet fruits and 
bran. • ^
