The significant thing about
the situation is that lynchings
are even more numerous than in
a period about a decade ago. For
twenty years after 1892, when
as many as 208 iynchings oc-
curred, there was almost steady
decline in the annual number of
outrages. The number fell be-
low one hundred in 1914 and has
not since reached that figure in
any year. In 1913 and again in
1914, lynching of the country
totaled only fifty-two. But in
1919 the lives of eighty-three
persons were taken by mobs; in
1920 the figure was sixty-one,
'and last year sixty-four.
