106 Bodies Removed from Daw­
son Coal Mine.

Dawson, N. M., Feb. 13.— One 
hundred and six bodies had been 
removed today from the wreck­
ed shaft o f the Phelps-Dodge 
mine here where an explosion 
Thursday entombed 122 work­
ers.

Two o f the miners escaped 
alive. They walked out of the 
tunnel after waiting 16 hours 
for fresh air to be pumped into 
the reeking shaft.

EMERGENCY SCHOOL 
AH) BILL IS PASSED

MEASURE APPROPRIATING 
$3,000,000 NOW UP TO 

THE GOVERNOR.
Austin, Tex., Felx 12.— Final 

passage of the bill appropriating 
$3,000,000 for emergency aid for 
the public schools of the state 
was voted by the senate, 28 to 0, 
today. The bill was passed final­
ly under suspension of the rules. 
The $3,000,000 aid is to supple­
ment the school funds for the 
scholastic year beginning Sept. 
1, 1922, and ending Aug. 31, 
1923. The bill was amended to 
provide that no part o f the funds 
shall be used for increasing sal­
aries. The house concurred in 
this amendment, which now puts 
the bill up to the governor.

The senate took final action 
on the house bill by Nelson, this 
L^ing substituted for the senate 
bill by Cousins in accordance 
with senate rules. The Cousins 
bill, as originally drafted, call­
ed for an appropriation o f $4,- 
500,000. Committee amend­
ment reduced this to $3,000,000. 
The original house bill called for 
$4,000,000, but the amount was 
pruned to the lower figure.

Various unsuccessful efforts 
were made on the senate floor 
by the economists to reduce the 
amount o f the appropriation, 
while other efforts, just as un­
successful, were made by school 
enthusiasts to raise the amount.

brapeland Messenger: If you 
will give me space in the columns 
o f the paper I want to say a few 
words for goods roads.

Sixteen years ago the writer 
moved to the place where I am 
living today and at that time it 
took a man with a pair o f mules 
three days to haul one thousand 
feet o f lumber from this part of 
the country to Grapeland at 
$2.50 per thousand, and two 
wagons and teams to carry one 
bale o f  seed 'cotton to market, 
but in ^ e  last few years the 
roada have been improved so 
much that a pony pair o f mules 
can easily pull twelve hundred 
feet o f lumber at a load and can 

jmake two trips a day from the 
saw mill to Grapeland. This 
twenty-four hundred feet per 
day for one small pair o f  mules, 
you can see what better roads 
will do and the writer is in favor 
o f a maintenance tax on the east 
side o f the railroad to keep up 
the roads in this district, which 
would not cost any o f us very 
much, and we would all have a 
good road. Good roads will make 
you love your country, will make 
you ask more for your farm and 
will make it sell for more. Now 
if  we had a maintenance tax we 
could make our tax money back 
and get a good road too. I 
would like to hear from some one 
else who is interested in better 
roads. We have the roads to 
where they can be made good 
roads and keep them good.

London, Feb. 13.— Parliament 
reassembled today with ques­
tions o f gravest import facing it 
for consideration. Premier Bon- 
ar Law touched on two of these, 
the Near East and the Ruhr, the 
first involving relations with 
Turkey and the whole Moslem 
world and the second having a 
close bearing on the existing re -, 
lations between France and 
Great Britain.

There has been much discus­
sion as to whether the British 
troops would be withdrawn 
from the Rhineland. The prime 
minister said today he hoped it 
would be possible to retain the 
troops there but to a large ex­
tent that would depend on 
France and Germany, either of 
whom could make their reten­
tion in German territory impos­
sible.

Withdrawal of the British 
troops from the Rhine, Mr. 
Bonar Law declared, would be a 
great misfortune, for that would 
mean the end of the Entente.

The prime minister expressed 
he belief that there was no 

danger of war in the Near East, 
although the Turks were prob­
ably counting upon “ our suppos­
ed war weariness.”

“ We do not want war,”  he 
added, “ but if it can not be 
avoid^, it must come.”

King's Speech.
The usual ceremonies attend­

ed the opening o f parliament 
and the debate on the address 
n reply to the speech from the 

throne attracted much attention. 
The king's speech emphasized 
that Great Britian w ^  acting in 
the Ruhr so as not tq add to the 
difficulties o f her allies. The 
arrangement for the settlement 
o f the debt to the United States 
was welcomed by the king as re­
flecting the determination o f the 
British people to meet their ob­
ligations, and the hope was ex­
pressed that the Turkish prob­
lem might yet be settled amica­
bly.

Washington, Feb. 11.— Presi­

er; Chairman McCumber of the 
finance committee , managing 
the British* debt biU; Senator 
Smoot, republican, Utah, a mem­
ber o f the allied debt commis­
sion, and other party leaders

have appointments with the 
president for the further discus­
sion o f the immediate program.

Although the president was 
said to have delay^  a ftnal opin­
ion until after further confer­
ences, it was understood that 
he is disposed to advise against 
immediately displacing the ship­
ping bill, now the senate’s un­
finished business. He was said 
to believe that this, the business 
for which congress was called 
into extra session last Novem­
ber, should be held before the 
senate and pressed vigorously at 
least until such a course would 
imperil enactment o f the British 
debt funding bill.

Senate lexers , therefore, are 
preparing a program for this 
week which contemplates consid­
eration o f both bills, but without 
formal displacement o f the sub­
sidy measure.
