A
special venire of 60 men has been
summoned in this case.

The next case on trial on the
criminal docket is against Tom
Davis, indicted by the present
grand jury for killing Jesse Eng-
lish, deputy sheriff, and set for
trial for Friday of this week. A
special venire of 130 men has
been summoned in this case.
Davis is in jail at Crockett, hav-
ing been brought here by Sheriff
Hale since the convening of
court. He is serving a term in
the penitentiary, from which he
was attempting to escape when
he shot and killed Deputy Sheriff
Jesse English near Grapeland
last summer. After killing Eng-
lish he was overtaken and ar-
rested in the Neches river bot-
tom by Sheriff Hale and posse.
Davis was sent to the pentiten-
tiary from an east Texas county.

Rice C. Russell remains in jail
at Crockett while his case is
pending for the third time in the
higher courts. Russell was con-
victed a year ago for killing
Douglass Crow in the court
house at Houston. A decision in
his case is expected to be hand-
ed down any day.

As published last week, the
case of Will Love for murder is
set for trial on Tuesday, Octo-
ber 30, and a venire of 60 men
ordered; also the case of Jesse
B. Allen for murder, which is
set for trial on Thursday, No-
vember 1, and a venire of 60 men
ordered. These defendants are
negroes.

The new automobile tax law
provides a tax on the horse pow-
er to be retained by the county
and another on weight to be
paid into the State Highway
Fund, to be used in maintaining
roads designated as State high-
way. For example, on a Ford
car the tax on horse power will
be $3.85 to be retained by the
county and $6.00 to be paid into
the State Highway.

There is also a tax of one cent
per gallon on gasoline, seventy-
five per cent of which will go in-
to state highway fund.

The amount of money which
Madison county will pay out on
these taxes, based on the num-
ber of cars now in operation and
amount of gasoline consumed,
will run into thousands of dol-
lars, and is rapidly increasing.
The amount which will go out of
the county in this way will soon
