not only given their time to this 
noble cause, but who, also, have 
worked, planned and helped to 
raise funds to meet the numer­
ous needs at the school. As a 
result of their untiring efforts 
and for the benefit of those w’ho 
are anxious to know just “What 
we do with all of our money,’’ w’e 
herewith submit an account of 
our financial standing:

We have a playground fund of 
$230, which we arc trying to in-! 
crease so we can go ahead and 
install a few things for the 
younger children to play on and 
enjoy. Towns, much smaller in 
size^and population than Crock­
ett^ have nice playgrounds, and 
our children have absolutely 
nothing to amuse them. Then, 
we had $65.50 in our general 
fund, out of which we have just 
bought an Encyclopedia for the 
school, which they needed badly 
and which coat $35.00. We also 
paid our dues to the Federation I 
which amounted to $6.00, leav­
ing a balance on hand of $24.50 
with which to meet our daily 
needs at the school. There is 
constantly something to look af­
ter; for instance, a few of the 
members have been appointed 
to clean up the teachers’ rest 
room, make curtains for the_ 
windows and door, a new cover 
for the bed and to buy a few! 
rugs for the floor. Then, when 
we have sufficient funds, it is 
our aim to eliminate the un­
sightly and unsanitary condi-. 
tions in the toilets of the base-! 
ment, which menace and en-' 
danger the health of our chil-; 
dren. j

We repeat again that we must! 
have cooperation, and it is thei 
duty of every mother, especially | 
those who have children in j 
school, not dnly to hersblf but 
to her children to meet us and | 
help us. You owe it to them.

We meet every Friday after-! 
noon at 3:30 at the school.

The idea of making newspaper

A. Lee, State superintendent of 
schools in Missouri, who sees in 
the daily newspaper a great aid 
to the school in providing prac­
tical education.

Granting that much of the 
work of the school should be of 
an academic nature, it is never­
theless an injustice to the stu­

It is this tendency 
iof the schools to absorb the at- 
I tension of the student in studies 
j removed from the practical af- 
ffairs of life, which results in 
young men and women frequent­
ly leaving high schools and even 
universities badly handicapped 
when they are thrown upon 
their own resources.

There is nothing that will keep 
students of all classes of schools 
so thoroughly in touch with the 
practical world, and which will 
do more to help them prepare 
for entrance into that world 
when they leave school, than the 
newspaper of high class, if in­
telligently and systematically 
read.

The average daily newspaper 
of the day is well enough writ­
ten to be of service in giving the 
student a vocabulary and to aid 
in learning to express lymself 
both verbally and written 
form. And the broad range of 
subjects treated in the first- 
class newspaper affords a liberal 
education in itself. The news­

paper presents not only the cur­
rent news but it presents the 
best thought of the world in 
nearly every line of endeavor.

Much of the best literature of 
the day is found in the newspa­
pers.

The reading of the advertise­
ments in the newspapers is also 
to be strongly commended. 
They not only are capable of 
teaching young people much 
about practical business, but 
they are instructive regarding in­
ventions, improvements, and de­
velopments generally in the com­
mercial w o rl^  Advertising has 
come to be highly developed.

TREASURY PLANS IN­
CREASE OF FORCES 

FOR RUM FIGHT
Washington, Nov. 17.—The 

treasury has completed plans 
for halting rum runners under 
which it will request congress 
for appropriations aggregating 
about $28,500,000 with which to 
double the strength of the coast 
guard and establish a chain of 
boats along the Eastern shore 
line to check the smuggling.

With the backing of President 
Coolidge, treasury officials will 
declare to congress that they 
can effectively stop the opera­
tions of rum rjunners if granted 
the money required.

The president, it was said to­
day, probably will urge favor­
able action on the proposals in 
his first message to congress.

The program proposes the pur­
chase of 20 cruising cutters at 
a cost of $10,850,000; 200 cruis­
ing motor boats at about $8,000,- 
000; 100 small motor speed

boats at about $1,000,000 and 
the addition of 144 commission­
ed officers; 330 warrant officers, 
and 3071 enlisted men to the 
force. If the plans are granted 
congressional .sanction, the 
guard will number 351 commis­
sioned officers, 716 warrant of­
ficers and 7122 enlisted men.

Shameless Waste.
“When city, county, state and 

federal Uxes are included, the 
taxpayers of this country carry 
a burden which I doubt can be 
equaled anywhere else. The evil 
effect of this, economically and 
morally, can not well be overes­
timated. We have undoubtedly, 
without exaggeration, reached a 
point where taxes are not only 
discouraging to enterprise, but 
actually destructive in many in­
stances and in many ways.

“Upon what possible theory 
can we say to the taxpayers of 
this country it is possible to take 
$500,000,000 off the load you 
are carrying, but we will not do 
so. It is true th a t’most of the 
most flagrant and fearful in­
creases in taxes are in the 
states, but extravagance in pub­
lic expenditures is both contag­
ious and infectious. Our contin­
ued waste and profligacy at the 
papitoi will discourage economy 
throughout the States.
, “We are just now in Washing­
ton witnessing the uncovering of 
a shameless saturnalia of in­
competency, waste and graft. 
Money appropriated for the 
benefit of wounded and diseased 
of the late war has been thrown 
here and there as if dollars were 
waste paper. I doubt very much, 
when everything is considered, 
jbhe sacredness of the fund and 
the pathetic needs of the dis­
abled, if a more groveling exhi­
bition of unconscionable inde­
cency of disponcey has ever been 
disclosed. The peculiar feature 
of it all is that those responsible 
for this condition seem to think 
siiKe it was public money,-only 
the taxpayers' money, that no 
great culpability is attached to 
its criminal waste. I beg to say 
that that spirit, that view of the 
use of the public money is mar­
velously widespread.

Taxpayer May Tunr.
“There is a strong indication, 

however, that the taxpayer him­
self is about to turn upon his 
torturer. He apparently is be­
ginning to give evidence of the 
fact t l^ t  he is alive and has a 
deep interest, not unacebmpa- 
nied with bitterness, in what's 
going on.1 That is fortunate if it

is so. It may prove a hazardous 
enterprise for a congress to face 
a constituency next year upon 
which it has piled vast sums in 
addition to what that consti­
tuency is already wrestling with.

‘The tax question in this coun­
try is no longer merely an eco­
nomic problem; it also is dis­
tinctly and unmistakably a mor­
al problem. When families all 
over this country toil all the 
year through and at last are able 
to save their homes, even if so 
fortunate, but must deny their 
families and their children the 
ordinary comforts or the educa­
tional facilities justly due them, 
such a life is nothing less than 
economic peonage. A campaign 
against these feafful buniens 
ought to begin here at Washing­
ton this winter, ought to be car­
ried into every State and into

the coming campaign to see if it 
is possible to break the spell of 
spending which is now ener­
vating and corrupting govern­
ment and discouraging and de­
moralizing the people.”

EDUCATION FOR GOD AND 
COUN'TRY.<•

Thinking about education in 
the abstract is rather dreary 
business; something like con­
templating the idea of eternity. 
There are a few enthusiasts who 
glorify education as an end in 
itself. But they are not so many 
as they used to be. Even the 
colleges are coming round to the 
idea that a college education is 
not an essential part of every in­
dividual’s equipment for success 
and appreciation of life.

Miid^ty men were these. They 
wire men of learning. They were

sincere patriots. They were men 
of fine character. The list could 
be extended into the thousands. 
We think of them with everin- 
creasing pride; departing, they 
left behind them footprints on 
the sands of time. ’Their names 
constitute a rich legacy for all 
the generations to come. And 
why the mention of their names 
at this time ? In a sketch of the 
First Baptist church of Galves­
ton, recently printed, appears 
the following:

’’This congregation is one of 
the historic religious bodies of 
the state. It was orsranized Jan­
uary 30, 1840, at the home of 
Thomas H. Bo^en, after a pray­
er service led by Rev. James 
Huckins, destined to become a 
president of the Texas Baptist 
convention. Nine persons be­
came charter members of the 
First Baptist church of Galves­
ton at that prayer service. They 
were: George Fellows, from 
Deerfield, N. H.; DavicJ Wright, 
from Westfield, Mass.; Frances 
Pettygrove, from Palais, Me.; 
Lewis Graves, from Seneca Falls, 
N. Y.; Louise Borden, from 
Seneca Falls, N. Y.; Abigail 
Bartlett, from Westfield, Mass.; 
Baranbas Haskill, from Nor­
wich, Ck>nn., and l^rah Burnett, 
from Clinton, La. Gail Borden 
and his wife, Penelope Borden, 
presented themselves for bap­
tism, and Gail Borden was the 
first man to be baptised in the 
Gulf of Mexico on the Texas 
coast by the first Baptist mis­
sionary ever sent to Texas. Mr. 
Borden was an alderman of 
the city of Galveston, and later 
became famous as the condensed 
milk man.”

If you please, reader, notice 
that of the nine charter members 
of this First Baptist church of 
Galveston, eight of them were 
New Englanders, for those from 
New York were originally from 
New England. And what do we 
get out of this? Why, bless you.

the cosmopolitan character of 
our early Texas. New England­
ers were as plentiful in Texas as 
Virginians or Tennesseans or 
Kentuckians. Men from Ohio 
shook hands with men from Ala­
bama in Texas.

One of the most inspiring 
books in our library is a history 
of the German element in Texas. 
'Those early German settlers 
were men of great learning and 
lofty patriotism; many of them 
had been exiled because they 
sought to establish republican 
principles in the old world. To­
day their descendants are among 
our finest type of citizenship, 
loyal to the American, Republic 
and loving to the State of 'Texas.

We are a wonderful people; 
we are assembled from all parts 
of the earth, and our only test 
of fellowship is common hones­
ty. No Texan is ever provincial. 
Every Texan is proud of the his­
tory of his commonwealth and is 
jealous for her good name. Here 
men are equal. Here men are 
free. Here men trust one an­
other.

The state convention being 
held here by 'Texas Baptists 
marks the seventy-fifth anni­
versary of the denomination’s 
work in Texas. Any organiza­
tion that shows progressive 
growth during seventy-five

pathy. Perhaps the qualifying 
word is misplaced; wholly out of 
sympathy might be ‘the better 
way of expressing it—as to 
methods, that is. Dr. Norris ap­
peared before the convention 
Friday with overtures of peace. 
He was given a hearing. The 
resultant discussion appears to 
have been rather stormy, but 
not acrimonious. 'The upshot of 
it was that Dr. Norris was 
reprimanded for his activities, 
but later was tendered a unani­
mous vote of forgiveness. 
Doubtless the incident is closed. 
—Galveston News.
