demonstrated, beyond question, 
his personal capacitity for busi­
ness. ' ‘more business in govern­
ment and less government in 
business” becomes an empty 
phrase; a shop-worn epigram 
bandied from one office seeker 
to another.

When Mr. Davidson talks 
about business he is on his own 
conversational ground. He has 
been successful in his own busi­
ness affairs and in state railroad 
affairs. If we are to believe that 
business principles move in 
obedience to a more or less fix­
ed formula, we are forced to con­
clude that a successful business 
man who dedicates his talents in 
that direction to the administra­
tion of public office can not go 
far astray. It is readily admit­
ted that a business man who 
tries to play politics may, and 
probably will, find himself a 
bungler at the game. But if 
Texas wants a business man in 
the governor’s mansion, a quali­
fied aspirant will not be obliged 
to play politics, either before or 

! after his election.I  Mr. Davidson’s announcement 
contains other promises of a 
more specific nature. Some of 
these are promises that ought to 
be exacted from any candidate 
before he is given a hearing, 
namely, ‘ ‘reformation of our tax­
ing system by which ™  tax rate 
will be reduced, financial deficits 
overcome, the state live within 
its income and state warrants 
become worth a hundred cents 
on the dollar; elimination of use­
less state bureaus, commissions 
and offices; financing and bet­
terment of our educational sys­
tem, so far as possible extract­
ing it from politics; . . . few­
er laws and better laws, and the 
absolute enforcement of all laws, 
including the prohibition laws.”

It will readily be seen that Mr. 
Davidson has outlined a man’s- 
sized job. Can he make good? 
His two-year term as lieutenant 
governor offers no criterion of 
his real executive ability. 'That, 
he admits, was simply a prelim­

inary to his giibematorial candi­
dacy. He must qualify on his 
record as a private citizen and a 
business man, and on that basis 
he appears to The News as the 
most promising of those who 
have offered, or who have been 
publicly mentioned.—Galveston

All 
“ colds”  are not alike, as most 
everyone can testify, and what 
we have in mind is really a group 
of closely allied maladies of 
varying severity.

Arc Communicable. 
“There is widespread agree­

ment that common colds are in­
fectious and easily communica­
ble.

Like many infections 
there are certain predisposing 
fectious and easily communica- 
able importance in enabling the 
excitant of a cold to establish 
itself as a desease producer.

Some persons 
are very Susceptible and others 
are highly immune t(? common 
colds. Abnormal conditions, 
such as diseased tonsils, may in 
certain instances be important 
predisposing factors.

Not' Insignificant.
“Colds should not be consider­

ed as insignificant ahd harmless 
infections. Some are accompa­
nied by serious disturbance.s, 
such as quinsy, involverrert of 
the bronchi and lung tissue, 
damage to the kidney and other 
serious complications.

“ As colds are highly communi­
cable those afflicted should make 
every effort not to transmit 
them to others. Persons sick 
with colds should take better 
than usual care of themselves.

“ There is no specific cure for 
common colds—not even the old 
and often-tried remedies con­
taining various amounts of alco­
hol. Some substances will give 
a temporary feeling of well-be­
ing and add to .the comfort of 
the patient, but there is nothing 
known in the way o f ^  specific 
which will cure a cold.

AN ORDINANCE.

An ^Qrdinance Regulating the 
Parking of Motor Vehicles in 
the City of Crockett, Texas, 
and Providing for Penalties
for Violation Thereof.
Be it ordained by the City 

(^uncil of Crockett, Texas, that 
it shall be unlaw ^ to park mo­
tor driven vehicles within the 
following prescribed limits, ex­
cept in manner set forth below, 
towit:

On all streets composing the 
Court House Square make left 
turn, park straight in, in the 
middle of street; on leaving, 
drive straight ahead, turning to 
left, and following the direction 
of traffic.

Station (Pearl Street) to a point 
opposite south line of property 
of Mrs. W. A. Norris; vehicles 
shall park to right, head-on, at 
an angle of 45 degrees, against 
curb.

Street) to square, and from west

Oklahoma City, Nov. 23.—J.

A very large crowd attended 

the mass meeting at the court 
house Thursday night for the 
purpose of hearing an address 
by H. L. McKnight of Nacog­
doches on the subject of good 
roads. At this meeting a reso­
lution was adopted endorsing a 
plan prepared by a citizensVcom- 
mittee appointed at a previous 
meeting for improving the roads 
in the Crockett’ road district, 
which plan provides for a bond 
issue of $150,000. The plan pro­
posed is set forth in the follow­
ing paragraphs:

“ The Houston County Road 
District No. 3, which includes 
the city of Crockett and ad­
jacent territory approximately 
fourteen miles square, with an 
assessed value of $2,417,700 and 
an actual value of approximate­
ly five million dollars, contem­
plates at this time voting $150,- 
000 in bonds for the purpose of 
securing approximately $240,- 
000 state and federal aid for 
road improvements and complet­
ing two highways across our 
district, one north and south and

000 of said bond issue to be spent 
on the two highways, and the 
balance, $30,000, to be spent on 
lateral roads in said district.

“The committee is of the 
opinion that these bonds can be 
sold at par, drawing 5V̂  per 
cent interest. This district vot­
ed in 1911 a bond issue of $150,- 
000, and at the end of this year 
will have retired $60,000 of the 
issue and will continue to retire 
each year hereafter these bonds 
at the rate of about $6,000 per 
annum. The total bonded in­
debtedness, including the $150,- 
000 issue we contemplate voting 
at this time, will be $240,000, 
and the interest on the total 
bonded indebtedness can be paid 
and $10,000 to $12,000 of the 
bonds retired annually on a tax 
rate of $1.00 to begin with, and 
tax rate then be reduced four 
cents, each year thereafter until 
bonds are paid, and will take 
about twenty-five years to re­
tire all road bonds of said dis­
trict."

It was explained in order to 
secure state and federal aid to 
the amount of 662  ̂ per cent it 
was necessary to build a. certain 
type of road to cost around $15,- 
000 per mile, and the money 
could only be expended on desig­
nated highways.

It was further explained that, 
after these highways were com­
pleted, same would be maintain­
ed by the state highway depart­
ment out of the statjp g^oline 
tax of one cent per gallon and 
that all money now received for 
maintaining the roads including 
our portion of the automobile 
license tax would be used on the 
lateral roads, and this mainte­
nance fund, with the $30,000 to 
be expended on the lateral roads, 
would put same in good condi­
tion.

Smith, treasurer of the com­
pany, was sentenced to serve 
seven years in prison and was 
fined $12,000. S. E. J. Cox was 
sentenced to serve eight years 
and fined $8,000. Other code­
fendants of Cook who were 
found guilty were given the fol­
lowing:

A. K. Eckman, seven years 
and $12,000 fine; W. L. Brad- 
dish and W. P. Welty, two years 
each and $1,000 fine; J. S.

J. Bowen and R. L. Maxwell, 
each one year and a day and 
fines of $1,000.

■ The Department of Com­
merce, through the Bureau of 
Census, in announcing the pre­
liminary report on cotton gin­

He will vote bonds, yes—he will 
pay his license tax without 
grumbling—if he knows that the 
money is going where it is sup­
posed to, and if he has confi­
dence in the public officials in 
charge of the expenditure of 
this money. If he hasn’t confi­
dence, he can’t be blamed for 
opposing a bond issue or kick­
ing about paying a license fee. 
On the other hand, the citizen 
owes it to a public official and 
to his state to get first hand in­
formation before branding his 
public servants as crooked and 
inefficient.
