 DIES INLONG BEACH

The remains of John Sidney
' Johnson-—better known to many
‘people in Houston county as Sid
Johnson—reached Crockett
Tuesday and were laid to rest in
‘the Crockett cemetery Wednes-
day morning at 10:30 o'clock.

The funeral services were con-

‘ducted by Rev. A. S. Lee, pastor

—of ~the First Baptist ¢hurch of

Crockett, of which church Mr.
Johnson was a long-time, faith-
ful member. The funeral was
from the Baptist church.

Mr. Johnson died at his home _

in Long Beach, Calif., on Friday
night of last week. His death
was due to mastoiditis—an ear
trouble following pneumonia and
producing an abscess on the
brain. His general health had
been bad since September. He
had been a resident of Long
Beach since leaving Crockett a
few years ago to make his home
in California, where a married
daughter lives.

Mr. Johnson was born in St.
Clair county, Alabama, and was
57 years old last August. He
was a resident of Crockett about
30 years, coming here from the
eastern part- of the county,
where his parents were then liv-
ing.
