A division director for the Sal­
vation Army of Texas and Lou­
isiana is in Crockett to institute 
the annual* home-service appeal 
for local and general relief funds. 
You will be asked to contribute 
of your means, and for that rea­
son yott are asked to study the 
following report of Salvation 
Army work:

The annual report of the Sal- 
vatiion Army in the southwest 
reveals that:

More than 35,000 men, women 
and children of Texas, Louisiana 
and southern Arkansas were 
given free Christmas dinners by 
the Salvation Army last year.

The Salvation Army proved to 
more than 12,000 children that, 
after all, there is a Santa Claus.

Free meals were served to 45,- 
000 hungry residents of these 
states.

Tons and tons of ice were dis­
tributed to the heat-stricken 
poor, and, in the winter, as many 
tons of coal were furnished to 
freezing families.

More than 500 destitute trav­
elers in these states were fur­
nished transportaiton by the Sal­
vation Army.

Clothing was given to more 
than 20,000 ragged men, women 
and children.

Shelter from the elements was 
given to no less than 10,000 hap­
less wanderers.

Honest work was found for 
more thaan 20,000 men and 
women.

More than 250 women, girls 
and their infants found refuge 
in the maternity home during 
the past year. Very many of 
these women and girls came 
from the smaller towns and ru- 

. ral communities of Texas and 
Louisiana. Adjutant Ida L. An 
derson, a Salvation Army officer 

’ with years of experience in ma­
ternity home management, is 
superintendent. This institution 
is located at San Antonio, Texas.

No effort is spared to make of 
this Salvation Army p\ace of 
refuge a real home for unfortu­
nate girls who have been be­
trayed, and who, outside, face 
social ostracism and moral dis­
aster. One of the first things 
many of these women and girls 
do upon entering the home is to 
learn to sew garments for the

expected infants. Plain and fan-1 ITTCT A lU A D n  lUTTU 
cy needlework and domestic J U u l  A  f f U lU l  f f  1111 
science are taught and many 
mothers, formerly of this home, 
are now supportfiig themselves 
as a direct result of this train-
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ing.

Just a few of the scores of chil­
dren born in this home last year 
are seen here. One of the rules 
of the home is that the mother 
must agree to keep her babe un­
less she is physically or men­
tally disabled, and if such disa­
bility exists, every effort is made 
to correct this. Records show 
that of the hundreds of girls 
and women who have been cared 
for in this Salvation Army home 
fully 85 per cent have been per­
manently reclaimed and are now 
leading respectable and useful 
lives.

The large cities are attractive 
to hundreds of young women 
who arrive and disapq;)ear, an­
nually into the community life. 
Wages for women do not keep 
pace with wages for men. The! 
matter of car-fare, rent, meals* 
and lauildry is a vital matter to I 
the young woman of today, hence | 
the Salvation Army la rd in g  
home, located at Dallas, Texas. 
There is a point in the life of a 
young woman where the secur­
ing of a comfortable lodging 
place in a decent atmosphere 
may mark the path of ascent or 
descent. The girl who has been 
alone in a big town, seeking 
employment with perhaps only 
a few dollars between her and 
the cold world, will thoroughly 
understand this condition.

RRI^NER CHARGES 
LOSS OF LEG TO PEN 

DOaOR'S NEGLEa
Solons Who Are Physicians Ex* 

amine Limb and Prononuce 
*Bad Job.*

Austin, Texas, Feb. 18.—A 
charge that Dr. L. H. Bush, chief 
medical examiner and surgeon 
f tr  the prison system, first neg­
lected him when he complained 
of an injured ankle, and 30 days 
later was forced to amputate a 
portion of his leg when gan­
grene set in, was made Wednes­
day before the joint prison in­
vestigation committee by N. P. 
Prater of Fort Worth.

Prater, who said he was sent 
to the. penitentiary for one year 
on a liquor charge, was the only 
witness of the day. He said that 
he went to the* prison with the 
Injured ankle and -had trouble 
with it soon after reaching 
there.

Representatives Florence. Bean 
and Shearer and Senator Berke­
ley, all physicians, examined the 
leg. Dr. Florence said it was 
“not the prettiest result.” Sen­
ator Berkeley, when acquainted 
with the circumstances sur­
rounding the operation, said it 
was “ill advised.” Dr. Bean ex­
plained that he did not under­
stand the details, but “thought 
it might be bad,” while Dr. 
Shearer said “it looks like a 
rather sorry job of surgery.” 
Each doctor was reluctant to 
speak openly on the matter.

Prater said he could hardly 
walk when he reached the prison,

but was put to carrying cord 
wood to a sawmill, which he did 
for two weeks. He said he was 
next put to shoveling gravel, but 
was forced to report his condi­
tion to Assistant Warden Speer.

Speer took him to Dr. Bush 
and Prater^ said the physician 
made a* cursory examination, 
told him to put his shoe back on 
and ordered him into solitary 
confinement* for seven days. 
Prater said the cell was dark, 
there was very little fresh air 
and he was fed only com bread 
and water.

He said he was next assigned! 
to cutting cord wood and after 
six days was unable to go fur­
ther. He said Dr. Bush would 
not give permission for him to 
enter the hospital, but in his ab­
sence, Dr. Curtis, a substitute, 
did. I ' '

Houston, Tex., Feb. 16.—Evi­
dence that Former Prison Com­
missioner S. J. Dean a c c ^ e d  a 
bid of 32c a pound for approxi- 
motely 3,093 bales of prison cot­
ton, and a few minutes later an­
nounced he had sold it for 31c a 
pound, was adduced today at the 
hnal session of the joint legisla­
tive investigating committee be­
fore returning to Austin.

The witness was C. 0. Lam- 
berth of Houston, in charge of 
buying for the Anderson Clayton 
Cotton Company. He said the 
state had lost more than $16,200 
by not accepting his company’s 
bid. Mr. Lamberth said his firm 
was high bidder in sealed bids 
for the same cotton, which were 
rejected about ten days before 
the sale was made. He said 
Dean called him once, and that 
it was necessary for him to call 
Mr. Dean twice before he was in­
formed that the cotton had been 
sold to Reid Brothers of Hous­
ton.

' “Wanted to Find Out.**
Mr. Lamberth said his' eont^ 

pany had agreed to advance 
$300,000.

“When Mr. Dean told me the 
cotton was sold I asked him what 
it brought, and he acted like he 
did not understand, and he told 
me Reid Brothers had bought 
it,” Mr. Lamberth said. *T re­
peated again that I wanted to 
know what it sold for, and he 
told me 81c,” Mr. Lamberth 
said.

“I asked him that if the cotton 
was sold why he received my 
bid, and he said he was not a 
cotton man, and wanted to find 
out what 1 would offer. I under­
stand he offered it to Reid 
Brothers at 31c and they snap­
ped it up.”

Mr.̂  Lamberth said Mr. Dean 
referred him to Commissioner J. 
A. Herring who was in Mr. Lam- 
berth’s office a day or two* later 
and remarked that if the cotton 
was sold he did not know it, Mr. 
Lamberth said.

Mr. Lamberth said he had pre­
pared an affidavit describing the 
circumstances and sent it to 
Governor Neff.

Commissioner Walker Sayle 
said that after the sealed bids 
had been refused, the commis­
sion instructed Mr. Dean to sell 
the cotton, and the day after the 
sale Dean had remarked he was 
worried about it. Dean said he 
had received the Anderson-Clay- 
ton bid “just for fun, to see 
what 1 would get,” Sayle testi- 
field.

Says Dean Joked.
“You mean he admitted he had 

joked about such a big thing as 
this?” Representative King 
asked, and Mr. Sayle replied af­
firmatively.

Mr. Sayle also said Commis­
sioners Herring and McKnight; 
Mr. Dean’s successor, had em­
ployed Earl Brown of Madison- 
yille in his absence, after he had 
protested to class prison cotton.

Cashier C. J. Davis, on a later 
transaction, wanted to sell a Mr. 
Evans of Houston a small quan­
tity of cotton, but that Commis­
sioner Sayle had sold it for $250 
more, he testified.
