The definitions must be|
accurate so there can ® be|
no suggestion of fraud or lot-|
tery. i

In order that publishers may
convince skeptical advertisers— |

In reply to the letter of the
25th instant, addressed to the
Third Assistant Postmaster Gen-
eral, 1 have to advise you that
there is no objection to offering
a prize for the gorrect solution
of a cross word punlc provided
it is announced that in the event
two or more persons submit the
correct solution, a prize identical
with that offered will be award-
ed to each of such persons.
\‘/?ny proposition to divide the

prize among tying contestants
or to award it according to the
priority of receipt of the answers
is objectionable.

The puzzle presented to con-
testants, however, must be sus-
ceptible of only one solution, and
if it is possible to use with
equal appropriateness two or
more words in any blank space
of the puzzle, the scheme would

be a guessing contest and in
conflict with the postal
governing prize schemes. Fur-

thermore, the definitions of the
words to be used in solving the
puzzle must be accurate accord-
ing to standard authorities, and
if the definitions given are not
accurate, the scheme would be
both a fraud and a lottery.

JUDGE BLACK SETS
BOND OF BROCKMAN
AT $2500; IN JALL

E. C. Brockman, alias E. C.
Berry, charged with the robbery
of a Pullman car between Hous-
ton and Palestine last week, was
placed under a $2500 bond by
Justice of the Peace W. H. Black
late yesterday afternoon, before
whom the examining trial was
held.

LAWYERS SEEKING
TO REFORM LAWS

San Antonio, Texas, April 29.
—Since the automobile has been
declared by the state supreme
court to be a “buggy” in the
eyes of the exemption laws, thus
taking its place alongside hogs,
oxen and kitchen furniture, law-
yers of the state have started a
campaign to reform these laws.

The leader in the reform move-
ment is Charles M. Dickson of

San Antonio, the young attorney
who brought proceedings last
fall to prevent the name of Mi-
riam A. Ferguson going on the

ballot as a candidate for gover-
~nor on the ground that women
were ineligible for the position.
An attempt to amend the ex-
emption laws, by removing auto-
mobiles from their provisions,
failed in the recent legislature.
An exemption law exempts
certain property from attach-

ment or execution or any other,

species of forced sale, and pro-
hibits the sheriff. from seizing
such property in order to satis-
fy a judgment against the owner
of the property. .

Mr. Dickson characterizes the
present exemption laws as so
“outrageously unjust that they
shock the conscience or every
fair minded citizen.” He claims
there are now in this state thou-
sands of valid judgments repre-
senting many millions of dollars
that can not be collected because
the judgment debtors are pro-
tected by the exemption laws,
which were originally designed
to protect the home builder. *

were adopted in 1870. At that
time almost every one in the
south was “broke” as a result of
the civil war.

Red Light Easily Best

for Signaling Purposes

It is ascertained from the burean
of standards, in the Department of
Commerce, that the red light leads all
the rest for signaling purposes, its
vigibility far outranging lights of any
other color. A grasp of the truth now
scientifically demonstrated of course
accounts for the selectlon of red in the
railroad service, on the highway and
in theaters for the “danger” light. Its
use in theaters®and public halls, where
it might suddenly become necessary
for a crowd of people to seek safety
through emergency exits, has been
criticized on the ground that green,
not red, is the “safety” light. But

| there i1s common understanding of the

meaning of the red light when it
marks a fire-exit, and. the use of it to
gulde a panicky assemblage to safety
is justified, inasmuch as for catching
the eye there is no color so effective
as red.

No departure from long customary
traffic practice is to be expected as a
consequence of the intensive study of
signal lights, which the Dbureau of
standards is making in co-operation
with the national safety council, the
railroads and highway organizations,
although some difference in the
shades of the colors now in use may
be recommended. Green is sclentifi-
cally proved to be a far second to red
in visibility, yellow and blue following
in order; concludes the Providence
Journal.

Old-Time Delicacy

The following is a recipe for old-
fashioned hominy, which was recently
published in a farm paper: In three
quarts of water dissolve one table-
spoonful of lye. Shell a quantity of
good corn, put it in the kettle of lye
and boil until the hulls are removed.
Pour off the lye, wash and rewash, and
boll in clean water.
