The Old aud the New It Has Changed

The original Boston, as founded by
Governor John Winthrop in 1630, was
established on a rocky three-hilled
peninsula, in"whose thickets wolves
and bears were yet harbored, and
which was known variously as Shaw-
mut and Trimountain.- The settle-
mnut itselef was a sort of afterthought,
being taken as a substitute for
Charlestown, where a temporary
abode had been founded by Win-
throp's party. There had been much
illness there, and so Mr. Blackstone
or Blaxtune, who had for seven years
been settled on the peninsuls, urged
the transfer of the little colony, The
whole tongue of land then comprised
but 788 acres—an area a little less
than that originally allotted to the
New York Central Park. Boston now
inoludes 23,66! acres—about thirty
¢imes the original extent of the
peninsula.

It has a population of about 500,000
~the census of 1890 showing 448,477
inhabitants. By that census it was
the sixth in population among Amer-
ican cities, being preceded by New

k, Chieago, Philadelphia, Brook-
i#n"and St. Louis.
