General Robert B. Leo.
In hia hiatory of the United 

States J. F. Rhodes, a northern 
man, aaya:

"'Hie oonfederatea had an ad- 
rantage in that Robert E. Lee ea- 
pouaed their cause; to eoma extent 
apprMiated at the time, this in re­
ality waa an adrantage beyond epm- 
putatinn. Had ba followed the 
example of Soott and Thomaa and 
remained in aerrioe under the old 
fl'g. in actira command' of the ar­
my of tbe Potomac, how differently 
might not erente have turned out I

"I.ce, now 54 yaara old, hia face 
exbfbitiBg the ruddy glow of health 
and bia bead without a gray hair, 
waa phyaically and morally a aplen 
did exampla of manhood. Able to 
trace bia linaage far back into tha 
mother country, tho beat blood of 
Virginia flowed in hia eeina. Tha 
foundar of the Virginia family, who 
ewiigrated in tha lima of Charlea I, 
waaaoaraliarinaentiment. "Light 
Horae Harry" of the revolation 
waa tha father of Robert B. Lee. 
Drawing from a knightly race all 
their virtues, be bad inherited none 
of their vioeo. Honrot, oincera, 
•imple, mognanimous, forbearing, 
refined, oourteouo, diflnilied and 
proud, never lacking aelf-oommand, 
be was in all respects a tnra man. 
Graduating at West Point, his life 
bad been excloaively that of a aol- 
diar, yet he had none of the ool- 
dier'a bad habita. He neither used 
tobacco nor liquor, indulged rarely 
in a oooial glass of wine, and oared 
nothing for tbe pleaaurea of the ta­
ble. He was a good engineer, and 
under General Scott won distinction 
in Mexico. Tbe work that had 
fallen to bia lot be had performed 
in a aysiematic manner antb con- 
oc!'^toua care. 'Duty ia the aub- 
lime>« ' word in tha English lan- 
gua^,'~lMr'wrwto to hir too. Sin­
cerely religious, Providence was a' 
verity to him, and it may be truly 
aaid be walked with God.

"A  aoriooa man, he anxiously 
watched from bia.atatiuo in Texas 
the progreea of events ainee Lin- 
ooln'a eiection, thinking 'alavery aa 
an institution, a moral and political 
evil,’ having a Midiar’a devotion 
to bia flag and a warm attachment 
to General Scott; he loved tbe on­
ion, and it was eepeoially dear to 
him aa the fruit of the mighty la* 
bora of Washington. ’̂ Although be­
lieving that the MOlh had Just 
grievanoea, doe to the aggreaaion of 
the north, be did not Think tbeee 
evils great enough to retort to tbe 
remedy of revolution, and to him 
aaeaaaion was nothing leea. 'Still, 
he wrote In January, 1861, *a union 
that can .only be meintalned by 
■words and bayooete, and in which 
atrifs and dvil war are to take the 
place of brotherly love and kind- 
neaa, baa no charm for me. * * * 
If tbe union ia diarolved and tbe 
government dlarnpted I shell return 
to roy old atete end share the mie- 
eriea of my people, and, save in 
defeaew Will draw roy sword on 
none.' Summoned to Waabiugton 
by his chief, Lee had arrived there 
a few days befora the inauguration 
of Lincoln and be had to make the 
dedsion efter the bombardment of 
Sumpter and the call of the presi­
dent lor troops whether he should 
sMve the national government or 
Virginia. Tbe active command of 
the federal army with the suooee- 
aion to the chief place wee virtually 
offered to him, but, with bia notion 
of stale righta and his allegianoa to 
Virginia, his dadsion, though it 
coat him pain to make it, could 
have been no other than it wae. 
He could -not lead an army of in­
vasion into bis native state, and af­
ter the ordinanoe of seoeaaioo bad 
been paaeed by tba Virginia con­
vention he resigned hia poeition 
and accept^ tbe command of tbs 
Virginia foroee.

"Northern men may regret that 
Lee aid not ace hie duty in the 
came light aa did two other Vir­
ginians, Soott and Thomas, but 
cenenre’e voice upon the action of 
such a noble eoul le hnebed. A 
oarefol survey of bia character and 
life must lead the student of men 
and of affairs to see (bat the course 
be took wae, from hie standpoint 
of view and Judged by bis inexora­
ble and pure oonadenoe, tha path 
of doty to which a h l^  sense of

honor called him. Could we share 
the though to of that high-minded 
man aa be paced the broad pillared 
veranda of his noble Arlington 
boiiHe, his eyes glancing across the 
river at tbe flag of his country wav­
ing above the dome of the capitol 
and then resting on the soil of his 
native Virginia, we should be wil- 
ling now to recognise in him one of 
the finest products of American 
lite. For aurely, aa tbe years go 
on, we should see that auch a life 
can be judged by no partisan meas­
ure, and we aball come to look upon 
him aa tbe English of our day re­
gard WaebingtoD, who little more 
than a century ago they delighted 
to call a rebel. Indeed in all es­
sential cbaracterialioa, Lee resem­
bled Washington, and bad tbe 
great work of his life been crowned 
by eucceee, or bad be chosen the 
winning side, the world would have 
acknowledged that Virginia could 
in a century produce two men who 
were tbe embodiment of public and 
private virtue.

"Conteroplalion of Lee’s course 
at the parting of the ways bee an- 
other lesson tor us at tbe north: it 
should teach us to regard with tbe 
utmost charity other officers in the 
army and in dvil life who either 
did not believe in tbe constitutional 
righto of aeoesaioo or in the expe­
diency of exerdsing it, yet who 
deemed it tbe petb ot duty to follow 
the fortunes of tbeir states, when 
they, in tbe perlanoe of tbe day, 
raaumed their full Mvereign pow-
era,”

The^New Political Map.
'The coming congress when com­

pleted by the admiasion of the re- 
preaentativea of the new stotea will 
mark tbe beginning of a ii«w era in 
American politics, in*which Ma­
son'a and Dixon’a line will be elim­
inated and succeeded, in a general 
■enae, by another at right anglea 
with it. It waa natural and inevjt- 
•hie that the alliancee of tbe alAe 
era abould be perpetuated to V>e 
end of tlie leaderabip that exiated 
during the grant conteat over the 
•lave leaue. The incoming eon- 
greea nuiy accurately be described 
as the first wholly beyond tbe in­
fluences of that contest. It is trow 
that a few ot its leaden still sur­
vive in politics, but they are there 
because they have bad the astnte- 
nees to keep abreast ot the progress 
of political thought.

Recognition of revolution in pol- 
itioel geography comes long after tbs 
fact itaelf. The political changea 
which are well-nigh accomplished 
probably bad tbeir beginning with 
the tragic death**ot Garfield, In 
later yean they have been acceler­
ated by a growing oonaciousneaa of 
tbe anomeliea and inoungruitiea of 
tbe old order of things. With tbe 
development of new ieauea relating 
to material conditions, those rela- 
lively tbe same situation have dis­
covered their identity of iiitereet 
and have been more and more re­
luctant to be pitted sgalnet each 
other by sllies whoee interests were 
at variance with their own.
