There are about one hundred and
fifty species of mosquitoes in the
world, and at least twenty-one are
native to North America, New
Jersey alone has four species, one
succeeding another so thatit is kept
well supplied all summer. The
largest varieties occur in the tropics.
The female does all the biting,
The male never enters the house
unless by accident, its only object
in life being to perpetuate the spe-
cies. The natural food of the fe-
male are the juices of plants. It s
not known why she lhkes human
blood. If she drinks her fill once
she never (roubles mankind again,
Her sting consists of five very sharp
needles, two of them being barbed,
