A significant portion of the
economy of the 13th Congres­
sional District is directly af­
fected by the health of the beef 
producing industry, and nearly 
every consumer is  interested 
in quality beef at reasonable 
prices.

A recent development af­
fecting this industry is the pro­
posed revision of the beef grad­

ing system by the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture. I sug- 
guested earlier that the system 
be revised to include the up­
per one -third of beef now grad­
ed “ good’ in the “ choice” cat­
egory by placing le6s emphas­
is  upon maturity and enabling 
younger cattle with less fat to 
receive the higher grade. 
Technological changes in the 
cattle feeding industry now en­
able high eating quality at a 
younger and leaner age. 
Changes in the grading system 
could benefit consumers and 
producers by enabling an in­
creased volume of tender 
beef to be marketed at r e ­
duced feeding costs.

The Department’s proposal 
would enable slighly leaner 
beef to qualify for the top 
grades and establish a more re ­
strictive “ good”  grade. It 
would also require that beef be 
grade for yield (percentage of 
retail cuts) as well as quality, 
and make the eatine qualitv
within each grade more uni­
form.

Grades are presently based 
primarily upon marbling (the 
flecks of fat within the lean), 
maturity (the age of the anim­
al when slaughtered) and con­
formation (the shape of the ca r­
cass).

The major purposed changes 
may be summarized as follows:

ted as a determining factor 
and all carcasses would be 
graded for yield as well as

quality; and in the "goocr 
grade, the minimum marbling 
requirement will be increased 
for younger carcases, narrow­
ing the range by about one- 
third, while for other grades 
less marbling would be required 
for cattle under 30 months of 
age.

In general, increases in 
marbling improve the eating 
quality of beef, but increases 
in maturity have the opposite 
effect. Conformation does not 
affect eating quality but is used 
to indicate yield.

MEAT IMPORTS into the 
UJS. were down for July, 44% 
below July of last year and the 
lowest point since November, 
1969. Most of this decline 
was due to reduced imports 
from New Zealand and Austra­
lia where USDA negotiators 
worked for voluntary re ­
ductions. The negotiators said 
pressure from myself 
and others in the Congress 
and the industry for a total 
ban on beef imports proved 
an effective tool in the negot­
iations.

that their obligation was only to 
lay the asphalt, and not to 
maintain it. The county com­
m issioners have no asphalt 
handling equipment, so the 
prospects a ren ’t good that 
anything will be done soon, or 
until the State Highway 
Department agrees to take the 
road over for maintenance.

The condition of the 13 miles of 
road in Roosevelt county is 
particularly galling to the 
Commissioners because of the 
excellent asphalt pavement that 
meets this road at the Texas line, 
and carries it nine miles to 
Muleshoe.

‘‘It’s a million-dollar road, built 
to carry trucks with five axles,” 
said L.B. Harrison, in whose 
district the road lies. Possibly 
one problem in maintaining the 
Roosevelt County road is that 
heavy trucks have been using it 
in order to avoid the Port of 
Entry, and the Roosevelt County 
end wasn’t built to handle these 
loads.

The present county com­
missioners calculate they have 
$49,000 invested in manpower, 
equipment, fuel and material to 
put the base course of caliche on 
the 13 miles. This doesn't include 
the greater cost of blading the 
right-of-way through the sandy 
country, which was done during 
the terms of previous com­
missioners.

The road is useful for persons 
commuting to and from Portales 
from Muleshoe for classes at 
ENMU, or for hauling peanuts 
and other farm products. But at 
the rate it is deteriorating, it is 
likely to leave a bad impression 
for everyone. There’s simply no 
way to build a road “cheaply."

vided by Southwestern.

lipines he will continue under 
his present job with the Agri­
culture Department and make 
reports on the different things 
he learned while in the United 
States.

This is pos­
sible in the Phillipines since 
the temperature for a year 
ranges only from 70 to 90 
degrees and they have excellent 
rainfall.

Bueno stated that he has en­
joyed his stay in Muleshoe as the 
people here have made him feel 
at home and have taken the time 
to answer his questions. He was 
particularly interested in the big 
equipment used in farming here 
as in the Phillipines the average 
farm is only five acres and all 
the farming is done with mules.

He stated that, after obser­
ving farming here and over the 
United States, the High Plains 
of Texas has a vast potential 
lor agriculture due to the good, 
fertile soil and irrigation.

COLLEGE STATION-Cheese 
still tops the milk-production 
pyramid, Mrs. Gwendolyne 
Clyatt reported this week.

Cheese, non-fat milk and but­
te r supplies remain above last 
year’s  levels. although milk 
production continues its 
seasonal decline, according to 
the consumer marketing in­
formation specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M Un­
iversity System.

“ Peanuts are in ample sup­
ply, too —even though the 1974 
crop will be slightly smaller 
than last year’s record crop, ’ ’ 
she added.

Fresh fruits in good supply at 
the most economical prices 
this week include oranges, ban­
anas, nectarines, grapes, pru­
nes and plums.

Economical vegetables are 
watermelon, cabbage, carrots 
and squash.

Also dry yellow onions, cel­
ery, cushaw, beets, collards, 
mustard and turnip greens.

At beef counters, Mrs. 
Clyatt said much of the meat 
supply is from grass-fed an­
imals.

“ This is good news for cal­
orie-counting consumers be­
cause it means lean beef has 
less marbling, and there’s less 
outside fat covering.”

Pork values center on hams, 
picnics, shoulder roasts and 
steaks, end-cut loin roasts and 
chops.

“ Fryer chickens are an 
excellent protein choice in most 
markets, and grade A, large- 
size eggs stiU offer the most 
quality and economy.’

CONSUMER WATCHWORDS: 
“ real’’ beef cost is  its cost 
per serving—not cost per 
pound.

Example: ground beef and 
chuck roast are both $1.21 
per pound. Ground beef makes 
four servings, while chuck 
roast makes two.

So, ground beef costs 28 
cents per serving, while chuck 
roast costs 56 cents per se r­
ving --  although both cost the 
same per pound.
