the man who heartfully pursues &
chosen career for the sgke of its re-
wards and for the love of its labors,
All such simulus is lacking in the
teacher who is looking forward to
another vocation. Hence we may
say that 50 per cent of teaching ef-
fort is performed as, drudgery or
without the spirit of congenial cal-
Hog, and just so much of it as is,
of this kind falls short of full effect,
Yet teaching 1s an art that appeals
powerfully to the professional tem-
perament. It is flattering to one’s
selfesteem to lmpart knowledge; it
is agreeable to one's sense of superion
faculty to direct other minds; it
is engaging to watch the development
of intelicet, and later to observe the
results in the manhood efforts of
those who have been taught aright.
Moreover, teachers dwell, or may
dwell and should dwell in the com-
pany of the great thinkers and art-
ists whose philosophies and ideals
they convey to the youth in their

“1911 following the penitentiary in-
vestigation ordered by the thirtyifirst
legisiature, They largely embody the
recommendations of the Investigac-
ing committée, and while probably
needing some amendments, they, in
the maln, carefully safeguard the
interests of the prisoners and of the
gtate, the changes needed being only
such as might naturally be expected
to follow a first serious attempt at
reforming the penal system of a
state. Whatever changes may be
suggested will be treated in another
article, the purpose of this being
merely to acquaint the publfe with
laws that now govern the system,
a8 they affect the personal rights
and privileges of prisoners,

After ‘conviction prisoners must
be taken, without undue delay, by'
the sherriffs of their respective coun |
ties, or by penitentiary agents, di-l
rect to the Huntsville penitentiary.
Each is required to make a state-
mept glving a brief history of his
life, where he has resided, names,
and postofficq addresses of his im-
mediate relatives, and such other
facts as will tend to show his past
habits and character. This state-
ment is verified or disproved by cor-
respondence, and Is filed for future
use.
