Washington.—The long 'deubl^e- 
bated Shantung amendment to the 
peace treaty, presented by Senator 
I.en e  and approved by the foreign 
relstiona committee, finally was . re­
jected in the sanate with a ̂ majority 
of an even bebre againrt It. In the 
vote of 35 to 55, 14 republicans 
swung over to (he pro-treaty forces, 
while three democrats lined up with 
those supporting the propossl. Of 
the six senators absent, two repub­
licans were put on ret'ord as in favor 
of. tbe^aroendment and one republican 
and three democrats as opposed to it.

The roll call, which cah^e st the 
and of another six and a half hours 
of sharp, debate, in reality swept 
away six amendments instead of one. 
each change in the treaty text having 
been numbered * separately by the 
committee in its decision to strike 
out the word "Japan” and substitute 
the word 'Thins” throughout the sec­
tions relating to ’ the >*rovlnce of 
Rhantung By unanimous consent, 
however, the six changes were debat­
ed and voted oh as one.

Opiy three of the lummittoe's 45 
amendments now remain to be’ acted 
on by the senate, 36 previously' liev- 
Ing been rejected Of those remain- 
Ing, one relates to American repre­
sen tat ibn-on..^he reparations commis­
sion and two to equalisation o f voting 
power in the league of'natlona a^ 
sembly.

After- the voge was completed Sen­
ator Lodge annouaced that'later he 
would move to strike,qut entirely the 
sections awarding the Shantung 
rights to Japan. Notice also was 
given by a number of the republlcAB 
senators who opporetl the com ml tee 
that they would present resenratloas 
dissenting from the Shantung award.

An unusually heavy grain and coal 
movement, deferred repairs to and 
constnicMon of public highways in' 
all sections of the country, and the 
concentrated requirements of suddenly 
reviving business combined irith the 
reviving business combbined with the 
at this time of the year threaten a 
aerioui lack of tranaportation facili- 
tiaa unless all * parties interested co­
operate in aecuring the greatest pos- 
sibble utility from the existing limi­
ted transportation facilities

In this connection sttentJen is in­
vited to the following extsret from s 
recent public statement of the Presi­
dent:

"Wa have now got to do nothing 
leas than bring our industries and our 
labor of every kind back to a normal 
basis after the greatest upheaval 
known to history, and the winter Just 
ahead of us may bring suffering in­
finitely greater then the war brought 
upon us if we blunder or fail ‘ in the 
process. An admirable spirit of self- 
eacriAcn, of patriotic devotion, and of 
community action guided and inspired 
us while the. fighting was on. We 
shall need all these now, and need 
them in a heightened degree, if we 
are to accomplish the first tasks of 
peace."

The Railroad Administration will 
do its full part. The Car Service Sec­
tion in Washington and the various 
regional organisations are striving 
eamastly to ascure s fair and Just 
distribution of the existing squipment 
as well as to nteet the requirements of 
individual shippers. Of the 100,000 
new freight cars which the Raiireed 
Administration ordered constructed, 
64,280 had been completed on Septem­
ber 20, and are j>ow in service, sitd 
this aumbsr is bein'iplacraased at the 
rate of naariy 800 each working day. 
Jnstructions hava bean issued to. all 
Regional Directors to bettd every ef­
fort to speed*bp |oad and yard move­
ments, to sacure haavier loading ‘of 
equipment, to establish jind maintain 
romplets and accurate yard checks, to 
reduce the number of bad-order cars, 
to make prompt delivary to conaoo- 
tions. to effect early deliveries at 
frsighthouses at>d teamtracks, to re­
duce the number of freight cars used 
in the transportation of company ma­
terial. and to expedite the movement 
of grain ran  in terminals. The hour* 
of labor of car shop employees havs 
been increased, aitd every effort is 
being msdc both In railroad shops and 
in the shops o f private concenu to 
erhom the wnsk is being let out to re­
duce the number of bed-order rare,

I earnestly urge all shippers and 
receivers o| freight to redouble their 
efforts to promote freight car eifi- 
ciency.

AGREEMENT SHAnEREO
Cmployara Insist on Adding Claueg 

Declaring for 'Thair Right to 
Bergeln Individuelly.

Wezhington.—Solution of the dlffl- 
cuittea seriously threatening the na­
tional Industrial conference aeeme 
more hopeless theif ever after the 
confereace's central committee failed 
to* conciliate the differences between 
the labor and employer wings.

The teatative agreement reached 
Saturday on tha queation of collec­
tive bargaining Was shattered when 
the employer's group insisted on add­
ing to the substitute resolution de­
claring for tba right of “employers 
and smployei to bargain individual­
ly "  This clause was rejected on- 
luallfledly by the labor delegates.

Previous to the Introduction of the 
“Indh'tdual bargaining*' clause an 
apparent solution to the problem had 
been rest bed The original Russell- 
Khidlcott tosolutton. providing for the 
recognition of the right to collecKve 
bargaining and the right of employes 
to cboosp their reprpsentatives at 
wilt, waa revamped, divided into four 
sections and amended to read “the 
right to organise In'o trade and labor 
unions, shop and other industrial as- 
•oriatioBs “ * Tha section granting to 
labor organizations the right to 
ehooae representatives without re­
strictions waa amended to read "by 
representativaa chosen by a majority 
of thair own metnbera.'’

The (Compromise measure as 
■mended met with tba approval ol 
the labor end public'groups and soma 
roembere of the employere' wing 
when brought before the com­
mittee Later, however, tba employ 
fera Instated on the addltkm of a 
Ifth eoctloB, the individual bargato- 
lag clavee which was promptly vetoed 
by the labor group This left tba 
central committee deadlocked Just aa 
it was when tbs contareuce adjourned 
Friday
