They pmved that the ly|»- 
ical magazine of the U. S. not 
only will not “ lend itself as the 
medium to introduce habits other 
than good, but it goes farther, s«> 
far as liquor advertising is con­
cerned; it will not sell itself as 
such a “ medium.”

W’e ought to estimate at its full 
value this fact, that in a majoritv 
of our best magaxinesmoney ca 
not buy advertising space for in 
toxicating liquors, beer included. 
Character, not cash, is the first 
requisite for admission into these 
advertising sections. Of the six-' 
ty editors to whom the inquirv 
was sent, forty, or sixty-six and 
two-thirds per cent, put them­
selves on record as abnolutely ex­
cluding liquor advertisements.
