stored as fat in the body.”

‘““There are several reasons
for this shorter crop, Large
mill inventories and lower
marketing price in raw cotton
have made it less profitable
than other crops, such as wheat
and feed grains,

‘“‘Foreign buyers are can-
celling their orders for U.S,
cotton, which lowers the over-
all demand,”’

The specialist said that this
means the mills are not giv-
ing cotton growers much hope
for the future, The U.S, may
possible be faced with an un-
der supply of cotton,

““‘Consumers may find that
they will have to let their pref-
erences for cotton be known in
order to increase the demand
and drive up the supply,” the
specialist said,

As a member of the Senate
I have
spent many hours working on
a tax cut which should bring
economic relief to millions of

Americans,

Final Congressional approval
of this tax reduction is expected

when that happens, I think we
will have taken the first major
step toward halting this nation’s

by the end of the month,

slide into recession.

It will also be the first tan-
gible evidence that the Presi-
dent and Congress are really
ready to work together to pro-
vide the sort of cooperative
leadership Americans both de-
serve and expect,

The President, the House of
Representatives and the Senate
all agree that a tax cut is need-
ed, both to restore buying pow=-
er to our country’s people and
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to pump new life into our sag-

ging economy again, We agree,
and we will have one, There
remain only a few differences
to be ironed out,

The legislation already
passed by the House would re-
duce taxes by roughly $21 bil-
lion, This seemed an adequate
economic stimulation to pull us
away from economic disaster
just a few short weeks ago,

But when the new unemploy-
ment figures are released each
month they depict a far grim-
mer situation than anybody had
anticipated, Already seven and
a half million Americans are
out of work and the bottom has
not yet been reached, All in-
dications are that this reces-
sion is truly going to be much
deeper than expected,
REDUCTION AIMED AT MOD-
ERATE-INCOME AMERICANS

With this in mind, we have to
plan on a tax reduction big e-
nough and broad enough so that
it provides the sort of econom-
ic stimulation we’re after, It
will probably have to be consid-
erably more than the $21 - bil-
lion bill passed by the House,

And it will probably be more
directed towards moderate~in-
come Americans, Therearethe
people who have borne the brunt
of our chaotic economy, They’ve
watched helplessly astheir pay-
checks have failed to keep pace
with the cost of living, They
have seen their meager dollars
buy fewer goods with each suc-
cessive hike in the inflation
rate,

In Texas, we’ve been fortu-
nate so far in that unemploy-
ment has still not hit us ashard
as it has other states, But al-
ready we can see signs of the
recession spilling over into our
State, affecting our State’s e=
conomy and our people,
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Texans may soon need help
as desperately as the rest of
the nation. And in our State,
as in other States, we would
do well to direct a substantial
part of any tax reduction to
that large group of middle in-
come people,

These are the people that are
most likely to spend additional
dollars on needed consumer j-
tems, And it is this sort of
spending that would provide the
sort of economic stimulation
we’'re seeking through the tax
cut,

PRESIDENT AND CONGRESS
WORKING TOGETHER

With this stimulation should
come renewed health to our e-
conomy and, equally important,
a renewed sense of confidence
among Americans,

According to consumer sur-
veys only five percent of the pop-
ulation believes that govern-
ment is doing a good job in
managing the economy, And,
frankly, I can’t really blame
that other ninety-five percent,

Government reallyhasn’t giv-
en them much cause for con-
fidence lately,

But I am convinced that this
attitude is going to change, And
it's going to change mainly be-
cause this tax cut, along with
other measures now being con-
sidered, are geared specifically
to turning our economy around
and putting people back to work,
And I believe we will be suc-
cessful,

We are beginning to see a
turnaround in governmental pol-
icies to deal with out economic

woes, We are beginning to see
the President and Congress
work together in a cooperative
effort to provide the sort of
leadership our people are en-
titled to,

Along with this turnaround
in policies I am convinced we

LUBBOCK =-- Good soil moi-
sture that producers hope will
get grain sorghum off to a good
start this year may bring dis-
may and frustration as well, if
proper management practices
aren’t carried out, says an ar-
ea agronomist,

Dr, James R, Supak, area
specialist with the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service,
says that an abundant supply of
weeds can be expected when
good soil moisture exists, This,
plus increasing production costs
should cause producers to ex=
ercise careful advanced plan-
ning and timely execution of
all farming operations,

““These two factors -advance
planning and timely execution -
have long been recognized as
the keys to a successful weed
control program in sorghum,’’
Supak emphasizes, ‘‘The first

step in developing a workable
control program dis a careful
field by field analysis of last

year's weed problems, Es-
pecially important is identifi-
cation of those fields infested
with troublesome grassy weeds
such as johnsongrass, water=
grass and volunteer sorghum,”’

The agronomist says that if
at all possible producers should
rotate these fields to other crops
such as cotton, soybeans or sun-
flowers, This permits the use
of herbicides such as Treflan,
Cobex or Tolban which are ef-
fective in. reducing stands of
these grassy weeds, (Only
Treflan is cleared for use on
sunflowers,) Also, rotation with
wheat puts the crop growth in
the winter season when weedy
plants are not growing and per-
mits their control during the
fallow period with tillage or
chemicals,

Supak recommends thorough
seedbed preparation to speed
up crop seed germination for
uniform stands that best com-
pete with early germinating
weeds, Herbicide treatments
are also more effective, he
adds, in well prepared fields,
Shallow working of seedbeds
after prewatering to destroy
early germinating weeds effec-
tively gets rid of the first weed
crop without excessive loss of
soil moisture,

Several herbicides that will
control most annual grasses
and broadleaf weeds in sor-
ghum are available, None of
these are effective on all weed
species at rates safe to sor-
ghum, and some may cause se=
vere crop injury, especially on
sandy soils, the agronomist cau-
tions, Therefore, both weed
species and soil type must be
considered in selecting the her-
bicide to apply.

1975 -- exceeding 120 pounds
per capita,”’

Our supply of beef is well
able to handle such gains, In
fact, Hopkin says, per capita
consumption might have to ex-
ceed 130 pounds per person if
we are to see any material de-
cline in cattle numbers,

Hopkin has ample reason to
know what he’s talking about.
He’s the chairman of the re-
cently appointed Council of E-
conomic Advisors to the Amer-
ican National Cattleman’s As=
sociation, The council, a group
of distinguished college and in-
dustrial economists, will meet
periodically to consider the to-
tal economic problems of the
industry and suggest courses
of action,

The council will focus on
the broad, long range econo-
mic picture, Their work is in-
tended to complement, not dis-
place, present information pro=-
grams of the American Nation-
al Cattleman’s Association,

Hopkin, who is Stile profes-
sor, also has responsibilities
with the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station and the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
He formerly was vice-president
of the Bank of America agri-
cultural program,

‘““At our council’s first reg-
ular meeting in Denver on Feb-
ruary 28,” Hopkin says, ‘‘it
was determined that the issue
emerging as a paramount prob-
lem is adequate financing for the
cattle industry during its cur-
rent crisis,

“Under the director of the
council, a group of experts will
convene on the Texas A&M
Campus, March 21 - April 11
to begin focusing on the di=-
mensions of the problem,They
will attempt to assess the ser-
iousness of the present finan-
cing problem, project the cap-
acity of the industry to gener-
ate cash flows to service ex-
isting and expected debt loads,
and evaluate alternative ap-
proaches,

‘““There is a world surplus
of beef right now brought on
by a combination of interlock-
ing factors: the energy cri-
sis, feed grain prices, eco-
nomic downturn here and a-
broad, government interference
in Europe and to a limited ex-
tent in the U.S,, and too op-
timistic an expansion of breed-
ing herds,

“Fortunately for the cattle
industry, the supply of other
meats will be down this year,
Estimates are that pork sup-
plies will be down for most,
if not all, of 1975 -- possibly
by 12 percent,

“Present indications are that
the supply of poultry will be
down 10 percent during the first
half of the year, However, if
feed grain prices move down
a bit more, as they might well
do, supplies of broilers can be
increased rather quickly,

“Unlike poultry and pork,the
demand for beef is character-
ized by a high income elastic~-
ity, When the ‘real’ incomes
of consumers decrease, their
demand for beef usually drops
off. This may be significant
at the present time when rates

of inflation are reducing the @

real income of many people,

“Yet the upward trent in the
consumption of beef has not
been reversed, In fact, it ap-

ring the fourth quarter of 1974
and is continuing at an equal or

quarter,

““More importantly, this in-
creased consumption has occur=
red at a time when retail prices
for beef were rising relatve to
the prices of pork and poul-
try -- which is a real indica-
tion of the rising preference
for beef.

“Nevertheless, as rapid in=
flation continues, consumers
are becoming more cost con-
scious in shopping, We have
seen this already in the way
housewives have absorbed the
volume of non-fed beef at a
modest price discount when
compared to ‘choice’ beef,

“My impression is that this
strong demand for ungraded,
non-fed beef has surprised ma-
ny people in the retail trade
who had come to believe that
the American housewife want-
ed only ‘U,S, Choice’,

‘““Part of this shift is in re=-
sponse to lower prices of non~-
fed beef, But some of it may
also be the housewife’s re=-
sponse to her first opportun-
ity to express an interest in
buying leaner meat for most
of her weekly menus, I ear-
nestly feel that this matter
needs serious study.

“The experience in West-
ern Europe this past year il-
lustrates the problems that can
arise if prices are not allowed
to decline when supplies in-
crease or when incomes de-
cline, Their loss of real in-
come due to inflation is even
worse than ours, However,
government policies supported
beef prices at relatively high
levels, As a consequence, they
have experienced a rather
sharp reduction in beef con-
sumption,

““The significant correlary in
the U.S, is that, given the drop
in real income, the increased
per capita consumption of beef
was made possible only at re-
duced prices,

‘“When the shock waves now
hitting the cattle industry are
over, I expect fed beef to con-
tinue to be a vital part of this
great industry, But I do not
expect a return to the 1971-73
era when fed cattle comprised
about 80 percent of the tu.al
domestic beef production, Per-
haps 65 percent or less is far
more realistic,

““Thig.aneaps that the price
spread between Choice beef and
grass-fats will have to remain
rather significant; just how
large will depend primarily on
the price of feed grains,

“On balance, the demand for
beef is strong =-- and I think
it will remain that way in the
United States, But for the sake

of all -- consumer and produc-
er alike -- we need to re-
search, discover and supply

~hat the beef buyer wants,

“Only in this was can we in-
sure a steady source of beef,
of desired quality at a price
the consumer can afford, with
a fiar profit that will keep the
producer in business,

““We must research ways to
avoid a boom-bust situation with
it’s attendant shortages and
gluts,”” Hopkin concluded,
