The
hardware department is handled
by John Chisholm as owner, as-
sisted by Millard Holloway and
Louis Ervin. Included with the
shelf hardware and implements, is
a full line of radios, electric re-
frigerators, etc.,, and a man ef-
ficient in repairing is always on
hand. Their filling station in the
rear, and fronting on Fifth street
was opened in 1936, and is at
present owned by G. W. Chisholm,
of Alpine, and operated by his
son, Richard and Ira Hyman. This
department is always busy as they
strive to render real service to
their customers, and is out of the
neavy traffic district.

Quizzed
about their turkey egg luck in
hatching, Joe informed us that
when they got good, fertile turkey
eggs, they had excellent luck, and
no one can have success with in-
fertile eggs of any kind.

We note that they are running
hatchery ads in other papers of
the area, at Tatum, N. M. and
perr.aps Plains.
