One & Three Quarter 
Inches of Rainfall

The Brownfield area has had no 
“gully washers” or “trash nvovers” 
in the way of rainfall the past 
week, but we have received a fine 
season that will guarantee a crop 
nearer the equal of the 1937 crop 
than we have had in years. Then 
too, while there may be hot days, 
the nights are likely to be cool 
and pleasant for the sleeper from 
this on. And cool nights mean a 
lot to growing crops after a hot 
day.

Beginning last Monday night, 
1.10 inches of rain fell last week, 
according to the gauge here, and 
as this is written Tuesday morn­
ing, another €5-100ths has been 
added, making one and 3-quarter 
inches. This is a fair average of 
the entire county, yet some sec­
tions have received more.

We have talked with a number 
of fanners, as well as many bus­
iness men who are over all parts 
of the trade area a great deal, and 
they believe we are in for a great 
cotton, com and f e e d  crop. 
Through the hot and dry July the 
crops were cleaned, and VL’cre rea­
dy for the fine rains that have 
fallen so slow that not a drop has 
run off the field or pastures. The 
rains also mean lots of good grass 
and fat cattle this fall.

Some of the older corn has suf­
fered some, as well as cotton, but 
it is believed that the rains will 
revive the shedding old cotton on 
the hard lands, and it will put on 
a good top crop—■plenty time. And 
all the younger cotton, as well as 
old cotton on the sandier lands, 
are still good, and the young corn 
and other row feed crops are sim­
ply spreading themselves.

Of course, we will not make 57,- 
000 bales of cotton again as in 
1937, we do not have the acreage, 
but we will, if not bothered too 
bad with insects, make around 30,- 
000 or 35,000 bales, which is above 
the average.

State President

Speaking before on audience of 
78 at the Cocanougher Cafe last 
Tuesday n i^ t, Binford Amey, 
Amarillo, state president of the 
Junior Chambers of Commerce, 
delivered a very interesting talk 
on National Defense.

During the national convention 
of the organization w'hich was held 
in W’ashlngton, D. C., Mr. Amey 
was placed on a committee whose 
purpose it was to draw up resolu­
tions on National Defense and 
whose privilege it was to be al­
lowed to call before it and ques­
tion any member of Congress and 
many other key figures of the de­
fense set-up. With this experience, 
Mr. Arney was able to speak very 
authoritatively on this subject.

In the course of his sp>eech, Mr. 
Amey stated that while our weap­
ons were the equal if not superior 
to any on earth, they were woe­
fully'lacking in numbers; that our 
supply of munitions could be ex­
pended in three days; that our 
army is not as big as that of Bel­
gium or the Netherlands; that 
■there are not enough anti-aircraft 
guns in the country to defend 
New York City and that the Pan­
ama Canal is extremely vulner­
able. He stat^  that it w'ould be 
advisable for the country to un­
dertake defending its possessions 
in the w’estem hemisphere only 
until its various branches of de­
fense are adequately strengthened. 
He strongly criticized the legis­
lators Who were delaying the pas­
sage of the compulsoi-y Military 
Training bill.

Near the close of his address, 
Mr. Amey declared that seventy- 
five per cent of the deelgates at 
the convention w’ere in favor of 
the bill.

After Arney’s talk, a motion 
was passed to wire congressman 
Mahon and Senators Sheppard 
and Connally that the local or­
ganization was in favor of the 
measure.

WHY SO NAMED?

Great Britain’s mighty fortress, 
located at the gateway to the Med­
iterranean off Spain, is about 3 
miles long from north to south 
and varies in width from Vi to % 
of a mile. At its highest point, the 
Rock stands 1,408 feet above sea 
level. As a word, Gibraltar is a 
corruption of the Arabian “Jab- 
al-Tariq,” which may be translated 
to read “Rock of Tariq.” Tariq is 
the name of the Moslem general 
who seized the rock in 711 and 
invaded Spain. Gibraltar, which 
was held by the Moslems for some 
600 years, has been Britain’s since 
1704, when a Spanish garrison 
yielded it to a British fleet after 
two days of mediocre resistance. 
Britain’s ownership of the Rock 
was formally confirmed in the 
Peace of Utrecht in 1713.—Path­
finder.

Why Birth Certificates 
Are So Important

AUSTIN, Aug. 12.—“Patience 
should be exercised by those who 
have made application to the State 
Department of health for a certi­
fied copy of their birth certificate, 
and have not yet received them,” 
states Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

“The Bureau of Vital Statistics 
s receiving an average of five hun­
dred applications for birth certifi­
cate copies daily, and the number 
of persons available in the health 
department to handle this flo.xi
of requests is grossly inadequate 
to meet the demands made. The 
files must be searched for each 
individual record and when found 
it is photostated for the applicant.”

“The reason for this great in­
crease in applications for birth 
certificate copies can be found to 
be due, in part, to the gravity of
the international situation. Army 
and Navy recruits must have a 
certified copy of their birth certi­
ficates to be eligible to enter mil­
itary service. All persons connected

tions must have a cc^y of their 
birth certificates. Since a birth cer­
tificate is in reality the first cit­
izenship paper of a baby bom in 
these United States, thousands are 
applying for this personal record 
as legal proof of citizensdiip,” con­
tinues Dr, Cox.

To prove that a child has readi­
ed school age; To prove legal age

Protective Coverage
Bemis W. Carmicheal, Asst. Soil

Hundreds of acres of land in 
Terry County, that are being used 
fur Sudan pasture, have been over 
grazed during the past few weeks 
of drought. Since the rains of the 
past few days these pastures 
should be allowed to make a new 
growth of Sudan to secure a pro­
tective cover against blowing. Jf 
these fields are not allowed to 
rest and product a protective cov­
er, they may suffer severe soil 
Wowing next winter.
Recent dry weather that has visit­

ed the High Plains Region this 
summer, has severely damaged 
most of the xow crops in. many 
areas, and only good rains during 
the late summer and fall can es­
tablish the ground cover that will 
be necessary to protect a lot of 
the land against severe erosion 
next winter.

Dry weather also is ‘ causing 
many ranchers in some areas of 
the Plains, to begin a search for 
additional supply of feed for the 
coming winter, "^ e  decreased 
grass growth may Jesuit in severe 
damage to much of the range land.

During drought periods, farmers 
aixl ranchers must be careful to 
preserve all the plant cover pos­
sible on lands that have been sub­
ject to blowing in the i>ast, if they 
hop>e to prevent severe dust storms 
next winter.

If fanners keep their eyes open 
and realize the seriousness of the 
situation, which might develop, 
most of the damage can probably 
be prevented.

All stubble and other crop res­
idues should be kept on the land 
and grazed pastures should be pro­
tected as far as possible.

Whenever stalk fields are over 
grazed, the damage to the land

Spare the Rind-Enjoy 
All the Watermelon!
By Maretta Holloway

Watermelon-Pineapple Jam—
1 quart ground watermelon rind, 
1 quart sugar, 1 pint water, 2 cups 
grated pineapple.

Remove all Ihe red and green 
from the rind. Soak 5 hours in 
salt water (3 tablespoons salt to 
1 quart water). Drain and soak 2 
hours in clear water, drain, cover 
with clear water and bring to boil-  ̂
ing point. Drain, and run through 
a food chopper using coarse blade. 
Combine sugar, rind, and wat^r 
and cook until mixture is clear 
and syrup is heavy. Add pineapple 
about 10 minutes before product 
is done. Pack in sterilized jars 
and seal. Jam should be amber 
color and the syrup thick. 
W'atermeln Marmalade—

4 cups coarsely ground rind, 4 
apples peeled and chopped, 2 or­
anges quartered and sliced thin, 
juice of 3 lemons, 4 cups sugar, 

cups water.
Remov'e all green and red from 

the watermelon rind. Soak in salt 
water 2 hours (3 tablespoons salt 
to 1 quart water). Drain and soik 
in clear water for 2 houi*s. Drain 
and grind, mix all ingi-edients, 
cook until thick—slow cooking— 
and amber color.
Watermelon Rind Sweet Pickles—

7 lbs. rind, 3 pints vinegar, 4 
lbs. sugar, 24 oz. whole cloves, 2 
sticks cinnamon, 1̂ /i oz, root gin­
ger.

Select thick watermelon rind 
and trim off the outer green skin 
and the pink flesh, leaving only 
the greenish-white part. Cut into 
21^x1 ') or 1x 11/2 inch cubes. Soak 
prepared rind in 4 quarts limewat- 
er (4 tblsp. of lime-calcium oxide 
to 4 quarts w'ater) 2Vz hours to 
crisp. Drain and place in clear 
water for one hour. Drain and 
boil for 1^  hours in fresh watei\ 
Drain again. Make syrup and drop 
rind in. Cook until rind is clear 
and tender.

Th e  National Aeronautics Coun­
cil has just launched a movement 

to teach aviation in its various 
branches to thousands of young 
men and women, under the guid­
ance of recognized experts who are 
officials of civilian flying services 
as well as ranking officers, or ex­
officers. of the Army and Navy. 
The individual cost will be nomi­
nal—only twenty-five cents a week. 
The plan has in mind the many 
youths who are ei.thusiastlc on the 
subject of becoming pilots or seek­
ing careers in airport work or air­
plane manufacturing, but who can­
not afford a flying school course, 
or who are In localities where avia­
tion training schools are not avail­
able. It aims to present by mail 
the numerous preparatory steps In 
"ground school" work and empha­
sizes the point that a flying as­
pirant must learn a great many 
things on the ground before being 
fitted to sit at the controls of a 
plane.

General James E. Fechet, retired, 
formerly Chief of Air Corps, U. S. 

.Army, heads the Editorial Board. 
, Captain Holden C. Richardson, for­

merly with the Bureau of Aeronau­
tics, U. S. Navy, and who piloted 
the famous NC-3 on its trans-Atlan­
tic flight in 1919, is one of the ad­
visory experts for naval aviation. 
Dr. Alexander Klemin, chairman of 
the Engineering Department, Daniel 
Guggenheim School of Aeronautics. 
New York University, is in ad­
visory capacity for civil aviation. 
Coordinating the work of these and 
numerous other experts, as general 
editor, is Don Ryan Mockler, well 
known throughout the aviation in­
dustry for the part he has played 
in Its astounding growth.

More than 1,500 photographs, charts 
and diagrams will have to he 
studied by the students In the 
course of mastering some 1,028 
lectures; likewise air photos and 
working maps of the twenty-four 
principal American airports and 
others. All of these, however, are 
to be clearly and painstakingly ex­
plained in simple phraseology, as 
are more than 3,000 pages of in­
struction text.

Aviation authorities estimate that 
900,000 or more trained men and 
women will be absorbed by civil 
and government air branches with­
in the next twelve months. Par­
ticulars may be obtained from, and 
applications for the course made 
with, the National Aeronautics 
Council, Instruction Department, 
37 West 47th S t, New York.

! Brush the hot acid wash onto the 
I stained area and allow it to remain 
for at least e i^ t  to ten hours. Fol­
low by removing all traces cf the 
acid with several rinses of clear 
water.

When the wood is thoroughly dry, 
sandpaper well before applying the 
desired finish.

Q.—Can paint be applied to gar­
den furniture which has already / 
rusted considerably? /

A.—Rusty metal is readily painted, 
provided all loose rust is removed ] 
by vigorous wire-brushing. This 
treatment assures a solid clean sur­
face for the firm adhesion of paint 

Apply a priming coat of pure red 
lead paint which acts as more than 
a protective coating, being an in­
hibitor of rust as well, preventing 
the possibility of further corrosion.

For a flat finish apply over the 
red lead primer body and finish 
coats of paint composed of equal 
parts by volume soft paste white 
lead and lead mixing or lead reduc­
ing oil. After thoroughly mixing 
these ingredients, tint as desired 
with colors-in-oil.

For a gloss finish substitute high 
quality enamel for flat finish coat 
darnel will not remain sticky on 
benches and chairs under body heat 
like a gloss finish cll paint 

Q .—How thick need a concrete 
garage floor be when laid directly 
on the earth?

A.—^Three inches should suffice. Be 
sure to pack the ground down firmly.

Q. Is there window screening 
small enough to keep out gnats, 
midgets and other varieties of small 
insects?

A. — Yes. Screen manufacturers 
make a screen cloth which general­
ly proves effective. Most haruware 
dealers carry screens up to 16 or 18 
mesh which should provide ample 
protection. Screens smaller than 18 
mesh are inadvisable as they restrict 
ventilation.

STATE FIRE MARSHAL 
CAUTIONS RANCHMEN

AUSTIN, Aug. 5.—Texas farm­
ers and ranchers today were ad­
vised by (Marvin Hall, state fire 
insurance commissioner, to exer­
cise every pirecaution in the pre­
vention of costly forest fires.

AUSTIN, August 5.—Pellagra, 
while not a communicable disease, 
is of concern to the State Health 
Department since the Texas pel­
lagra mortality over the past five 
yeau*s shows an annual rate of 697, 
according to Dr. Geo.

The longer period of time a per­
son has been infected with pell­
agra, the harder it is to cure, so 
one should be on the lookout for 
the early symptoms, such as ner­
vousness, indigestion and burning 
of the feet and hands. In its early 
stages, pellagra may be so severe 
as to affect the mind.

Pellagra is not contagious. If a 
person maintains the right dietary 
and is not otherwise diseased, he 
is in no danger even if he lives 
with a pellagra patient.

The prevention of pellagra is 
easier than is cure. Simplest rule 
of prevention is careful attention i 
to the diet at all times. To make 
sure -that your daily diet includes 
X>ellagra preventive vitamins, it 
should include plenty of milk, 
some fresh meat, and as many 
fresh vegetables as possible. Tcwna- 
toes, whole wheat products, salmon 
and brewer’s yeast are particularly 
valuable for the pellagra preven­
tive qualities.

STRIKING AT NATION’S 
STOMACH

The people lane willing and 
anxious to dig down in their pock­
ets far the billions which are ne­
cessary to defend the United States 
in a boetile world of force. But 
the people should not be expected 
to tolerate unnecessary drains on 
their income. Laws which deter 
enterprise and artificiality boost 
the cost of living must be relegated 
to the scrap heap. ‘Anti-efficiency’ 
laws directed at modem distribu­
tion methods are good examples 
of this kind of legislative nega­
tion.

An army fights on its stomach. 
The dame is true of JMtions. We 
are not at war. But we are fight­
ing against time to gain the power 
to survive in the event that war 
is ultimately forced into our hem­
isphere. By (all odds one o f the 
most essential tasks is the low cost 
distribution of food and other ne­
cessities. This is the stuff on which 
morale is built—and it becom3s 
all the more important at a time 
■when the portion o f national in­
come a'bscxibed by government is 
taking a sudden and drastic rise. 
America has perhaps the modt 
efficient distribution system in the 
world. But piressure groups have 
been attacking this system on the 
ground ■that it is too big and too 
efficient! Many states have passed 
laws which, in effect, make econ­
omy (and efficiency in distribution 
a crime.

Highways Not Built 
For Private Business

AUSTIN, Aug. 12.—The old con­
troversy over the advantages and 
disadvantages, the justices and the 
injustices, the lack of econorro  ̂ in 
by-passing smaller cities with ar­
terial highways has w^axed violent­
ly back and forth over Texas and 
other states. Charles E. Simons 
turns the stpy glass on a by-pass 
route being constructed by the 
Texas Highway Department a- 
round San Marcos. His article, 
“For Comfort, Safety and Con­
venience,” appears in the August 
issue of Texas Parade.

“The contention is held by some” 
he writes, “ that it is of small ad­
vantage to traffic to by-pass a city 
with through traffic, that it is 
rank injustice to the respective 
business houses that draw a por­
tion of their trade from that por­
tion of the trav'eling public that 
trav'els by highway, that it doesn’t 
save anybody anything.

“Others have argued that it is 
an imposition to force through 
traffic to go any place it doesn’t 
want to go, especially through friie 
winding narrow streets of many of 
our smaller towns and villages, 
that it constitutes a distinct traf­
fic hazard both to the motorist and 
to the resident of the village, that 
it costs him more in wear and tear 
and gasoline and oil and that it 
also costs, in the aggregate, much 
time that could be saved.

“The author has listened atten­
tively to both sides of the argu­
ment and has reached some ve.y 
definite conclusions. Speaking sole­
ly for himself and with no intent 
to persuade those whose interests 
dictate and opposing viewpoint, he 
always has gone back to the prin­
ciple that the trav'eling public foots 
the bill for the construction of a 
highway; that is, in a very real 
sense, his highway for which he 
has paid a heaxy toll; that he, as 
the user of the highway who paid 
dearly for it is the main i>erson 
to be considered in arriving at 
any decision concerning the traffic 
facility; that he is, the sole and ex­
clusive reason for the construction 
of the highway in the first place 
and that he has, if anyone does 
have, the exclusive vested interest 
in it.

“This line of reason refutes the 
argument that a person who has 
constructed his business along an 
established artery of travel has a 
vested interest in the road and in 
the traffic that goes over it. This 
line of reasoning holds in vievv 
that the highway traveler was re­
sponsible for the road and the bus­
iness, both, and that both should 
be subservient to his safety, con­
venience and comfort.

FEWER TURKEYS BUT 
MORE TURKEY FARMS

College Station, Aug. 12.—^More 
farmers are going into the turksy 
business, but smaller flocks are 
the rule and 'a 2 per cent decrease 
in number of tuikeys is indicated 
for 1940 as comi>ared with 1939, 
according to a preliminary study 
made by the USDA Agricultural 
Marketing Service.

Generally, the South Cmtral and 
Western states, including Texas, 
show decreases of about 5 per cent; 
the South Atlantic states a de­
crease of 12 per cent; and North 
Atlantic and North Central states 
increases ranging from 5 to 10 
per cent. It all adds up to a 2 
per cent decrease in the turkey 
ppopulation.

An extensive survey of turkey 
flocks will be made in September 
in order to determine the number 
of turkeys in sight for market. 
Shortly thereafter Texas turkey 
growers will get the first indication 
of the market they may expect.

a few weeks.

[ cy to diversify their farming op- 
I erations and maintain a live-at- 
j home program. The result is that 
j not only are most of the families 
I enjoying a higher standard of liv­
ing, but they also are in a position

! Federal Government.!

Miss Whitney attributes much 
of the success of home canning and 
food preservation for winter use 
next winter to the purchase of 
pressure cookers and canning e- 
quipment with funds advanced by 
this agency. Miss Whitney said all 
but about 10 of the Fsa borrowers 
now have pressure cookers.

Both Mr. Lilly and Miss Whitney 
declare that the farm families have 
provided a more adequate diet in 
addition to strengthening their fi­
nancial structure through the use 
of the cow, sow, hen and live-at- 
home practices on their farms.

Thomas Eldison’s deafness was 
not a handicap—it proved to be 
one of the secrets of his success. 
“ It has been a blessing to me,” he 
said “because it has forced me to 
listen from within.’

When you “ listen from within” 
you draw on your subconscious 
mind. You put to work your great 
storehouse of recorded impres­
sions. Emerson recommended that 
every man should have a Quiet 
Room away from noise, distraction 
and confusion where he can be 
silent and think.

The great scientist Von Helm­
holtz divided creative thinking in­
to four steps: Preparation, Incu­
bation, Illumination and Verfica- 
tion.

Then 
come the illumination— t̂he flash 
of inspiration.

Those who work only with their 
conscious minds are shallow think­
ers. To plumb the depths, to soar 
to the heights, we must learn to 
“ listen from within.”
