Progress of F. S. A. 
For 1940

Terry Cknmty farm families who 
are working with the Farm Se­
curity Administration in an effort 
to rehabilitate themselves and be­
come independent have begun 
making their 1940 FSA repay­
ments, Denis Q. Lilly, RR Super­
visor said today.

With most loans due for pay­
ment later on, a large number of 
farm families in Terry county have 
made their 1940 payments before 
ithey 'are due,” he said.

“ In addiitioh to this splendid 
record on the part of these farm­
ers,” he said, “w'e 'have several 
farm families who have paid ad­
vance installments, or part of their 
1941 installmenits and some who 
(have paid itheir accounts in full 
and who will not need further 
loans from this federal agency.”

Farm families who are graduat­
ing from ithis program this year 
are equipped w’ith sufficient farm­
ing equipment, "work stock, hogs, 
chickens, oow'S and other facilities 
which will enable them to operate 
a farm successfully.

“These families.” he continued, 
“also have siifficient fimds, food 
and fec*d with which to make thtir
cix ps during 1941. In addition to 
Ixiving the proper farming equip­
ment, these families have learned

follow 'a live-at-*home program, 
and how to conserve the fertility 
of the soil they till. They have 
also learned how to manage their 
farms and homes and know the 
value of keeping accurate records.”

Mr. Lilly said that because of 
the number of farm families m 
the County who need financial 
assistance and agricultural guid­
ance, that a number o f new fam­
ilies will be able to secure help 
from the Farm Security Adminis­
tration for their 1941 operations.

Farm Security Rehabilitation 
loans, he explamed, are available 
to Farm families who need seed, 
tools, livestock, and other equip­
ment necessary to carry on farm­
ing operations, a'nd who cannot get 
edquate credit elsewhere.

WHEN IS CREAM “FIT”
FOR CONSUMPTION

College Station, Oct. 14.— new 
method o i determining whether 
cream is fit for human consump­
tion is presenting a challenge to 
the dairy irxlustry under a new 
federal food law being enforced 
by the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration.

Enforcement o f the law is a- 
chieved by i>enalizing manufac­
turers for making butter out of 
old, cheesy, decomposed or filthy 
cream, but the responsibility is 
also shared by the producer, since 
his cream wil be returned to him 
if it is below certain standards.

Although the new method of 
deteimining the fitness of cream— 
known ats the mold myoelia count 
on butter—is no job for an ama­
teur there are several things the 
cream producer can do to help 
assure good quality in his cream. 
W. V. Maddox, dairy manufactur­
ing specialist of the Texas A. and 
M. College Extension Service, who 
is cooperating with the Texas 
Dairy Products Association and 
other intetests in improving the 
quality o f dairy products, makes 
these suggestions:

Mattresses Multiply­
ing In District 2

College Station, Oct. 14.— Âs 
many as 3,679 low income farm 
families in West Texas are going 
to sleep better this winter as a re­
sult of the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture’s plan for providing 
surpliw cotton and ticking for mat­
tress making

Of the 3,679 applications for 
mattress materials, 3,479 were filed 
by white families and 200 by Ne­
gro families, according to report 
released by Lida Cooper, dutrict 
agent for the A. and M. College 
Extension Service, who saipervises 
home demonstration activities in 
19 counties o f this area known as 
Extension District No. 2. Under 
the program the Extension Seirvice 
is charged with training rural lead­
ership for supervision o f the com­
munity mattress making centers, 
while the surplus cotton and tick­
ing are provided by the Federal 
Surplus Commodities Corporation. 
Oommunity supervisors do not re­
ceive pay for their services.
