A vast lot of them
have sons or grandsons in our
army, navy, marines, and what
have you, from Australia to North
Africa and India.

Retail Milk Set At
13¢ Quart Here

Accorcing to announcements
made Jast week, retail milk was
set at 13c¢c per quart here, slight-
ly higher in Lubbock and some of
the other larger towns, and slight-
ly lower in other towns in this
!area. The wholesale price here
| was stated at 11%c. A very slind-
er margin of profit with feed ad-
vancing. Also, the retailer gets
just 1l%c¢ Jfor keeping it in his
frigidaire for perhaps a day or
two.

Back during the climbing prices
lof the early twenties, this writer
i kept a cow. There were two
grownups and two children to
(drink milk and eat butter. We had
to buy all the feed at a very hign
price. Accounts for two months
ran, one month $21.00, the other
some over $19.00. We sold the
cow for around $100 and found
we could buv all the milk and
butter we needed for half the
figure, and with none of the trou-
ble.

Since that time we have never
kicked on the price of milk and
butter, if it was good and fresh,
and when feeds were high. Of
course the farmers and dairymen
of the section have part of their
lfeed raised on the farm. But even
|at that they won't get very rich
selling milk at 11l5¢ per quart
and butter at arcund 50c.

Fires Destrictive
To Lives In Texas

AUSTIN, Jan. — Fires in Tex~-
as last year claimed the lives of
at least 328 persons, reports Mar-
vin Hall, State Fire Insurance
Commissioner. In waddition, Hall
stated, there were 345 non-fatal
injuries from fire reported by fire
marshals of Texas cities and
towns.

Among the types of fires caus-
ing a number of deaths, Hall list-
ed the following:

Ninety-seven persons were
trapped in burning buidings; gas-
oline fires resulted in death to
48; clothing ignited by open fires
and open flame heaters killed 38;
gas explosion fires caused the
death of 27; twenty persons burn-
ed to death when trapped in cars
and trucks involved in highway
accidents; kerostmne fires caused
the death of 15, and two of the
fires deaths are listed as suicides.

Eighty-nine deaths were re-
corded as resulting from 30 fires
which claimed the lives of two
Or more persons.

The Fire Insurance Department
records show the heaviest loss
of life from fire was during Jan=-
uary with 60 deaths. Deaths by
months for the rest of the year
were: February, 37; March, 31;

He liked to pick cotton and
he thought it was the duty of all
colored folks to get out and pick
all the cotton they could. He
said that it was the only way the
old folks could help to win this
wWar.

Louis was 77 years old. He
worked for the Rock Island rail-
road for 27 years. He retired a

‘ few years ago on a pension and

had been picking cotton every
day possible.

Tuesday afternoon he and his
wife were working southeast of
the city. Warren had picked near-
ly a hundred pounds in the morn-

ing and said he was going to get
200 before the day was out. His |
wife and he were picking to-
gether. But there were some
short rows to be picked and War-
ren said he would pick them as
he liked to pick short rows. His
wife picked on through the field.
After an hour or so she went to
look for her husband. He had
fallen over his cotton but he had

60 pounds of cotton in his sack.
He had done his day's work.—
