Soldier Writes Egypt 
(s hteresting Pageant

SOMEWHERE IN EGYPT, 38th 
General Hospital, April 17, 1944.
Dear Mr. Strickland—Just a brief 
word from the land of the Phar­
aohs. It has been about 15 months 
since I wrote you. At that time 
we had just arrived from th Stat­
es, having been there about four 
months. Our hospital was not fin­
ished and the sick were taken 
care of in wards, not yet finished.
Our stay seemed to be brief, as 
Rommel was knocking at the door 
of Egypt, being at El Alamein.
The tide turned for the allies 
and the enemy was forced from 
North Africa back across the Med- 
iterranian sea. Our hospital was 
finished and as the old saying 
goes: “ it was hell among the year­
lings’’ .for awhile.

It has been quite some time 
since we have had any casualties 
of war. The last coming during 
the invasion of Italy. We are no­
thing more than an e\'acuation 
hospital of these patients that are 
destined for the zone of the inter- 

‘ icHT (UB.A.) for further hosptial- 
ization. We take care of patients 
from the base here, and our own 
unit. The Persian Gulf Command 
furnishing most of our evacuation 
patients. Some, of course, from 
diffrent parts of Africa

I have worked most of the 
time on an officers’ medical ward, 
but the past six months having 
been spent on a quarantine en­
listed mens’ ward. I have waited 
on most of the common diseass 
known in the States, plus those 
common over here, which have 
long since been stamped out in 
the U. S. Time nor space does 
not permit further enumeration.

Brownfield. The pursuit of out­
side entertainment, such as gam­
es, etc., show a touch of England. 
Soccer, cricket, rugby, and ten­
nis being the predominant. Our 
game of football did not go over 
so hot with people here.

The Nile river is the life-<blood 
of Egypt. On its overflow depends 
the outcome of the year’s crop. 
Evmry available space is utilized 
for agriculture, and the land is 
built up by hauling the soil in. 
Alfalfa, small grains, vegetables, 
citrus fruits, and bananas being 
the chief crops. From the planting 
to the harvest, implements which 
were in common use in the time 
of Cleopatra are used. The land 
is broken with a wooden plow, 
powered by a yoke of oxen. The 
grain is cut by hand with a small 
knife. I ’he camel, burro, and far­
mer himself, is used to carry the 
grain and is threshed by tramping 
the seed out with the oxen.

The farmer’s iiome is shared 
with whatever domesticated ani­
mal he may have. It is beyond me 
to see how he lives in such sur­
roundings. His returns from crops 
only suffice to obtain the baj'est 
ncessities. The laborer of Egypt 
presents the same picture. The 
small pay received just buys those 
things which holds life together.

In the upper classes of Egypt 
the picture is rev'ersed. They have 
all those conveniences that we 
enjoy: good cars, nice homes and 
plenty to eat. It is true that it 
comes high and prices are out­
rageous, but I suppose this is true 
everywhere.

But, in all fairness to Egypt, 
there are Ibts of things to.take

seen, or heard of, in abundance. 
It would take pages to tell of all 
I have seen. A person could use 
days to see those things I have 
not seen here in Egypt. I have 
hopes to be able to go to Luxor 
and Assam, about 400 miles up 
the Nile, “ In the Valley of the 
Kings,’’ before I return.

Through the courtesy of * the 
American Red Cross and a seven 
day furlough, I was permitted 
for 16 pounds ($65 American 
money) to see all of the Holy 
land. It would cost a small for­
tune to do so from the States. 
The actual cost of the tour was 
five pounds (abou $20). I will tell 
you all about it later some time, 
if I am permitted to do so.

I had often heard some one 
speak of the American way of 
life, and had not given it much 
thought. Since coming a c r o s s ,  
it has been brought to me more 
ways than one. You learn to 
appreciate what it means and 
the longer you stay the more it 
is appreciated.

Have kept on the lookout for 
boys from Terry county, but so 
far have failed to see any one. 
Sergeant Edwards, w h o  recenty 
returned to the States for O.C.S. 
being the only one encountered. 
We came across together.

I enjoy the paper, and it comes 
through alright. It js late, but 
that is to be expected. Tell those 
who have boys across that the 
best way to build up their morale 
is through mail. Nothing is ap­
preciated more than a letter from 
home.

“ I will drop you a line to let 
you know that I enjoy your pa­
per more than ever before. It 
brings things around home a little 
more near to me. By just reading 
the Terry County Herald I find 
out where a lot of my old friends 
are, that helps a lot when you 
never see any of the people that 
you have always known.

A state quota o f 464 million dol­
lars for the Fifth War -Loan, June 
12 to July 8, has been announced 
by State Chairman Nathan Adams 
of the War Finance Committee of 
Texas. This is the largest sum 
yet and the drive will be “a big 
and vital effort,’’ Adams said.

Of the total, 236 million dollars 
has been set for individual Texans 
alone, 125 million dollars of this 
to be in Series E bonds.

Counties throughout the state 
are announcing their quotas now.

“ It is going to be big and tough 
—the biggest and the toughest 
drive,’ ’ Adams said in warning 
that all o f the nearly seven million 
people of Texas must face the 
facts.

But “ it can be done,’’ Adams 
insisted. “ It has been proved.’ ’

He pointed out that during the 
Fourth War Loan more was rais­
ed than the total quota for the 
Fifth. The over-all goal for the 
Fourth was 395 million dollars 
and Texans subscribed 480 million 
dollars.

“No one is exempt,’’ Adams 
said. “Our boys are dying for you 
and for me. Think of the invasion 
and you cannot think of not buy­
ing war bonds.

“ Our victory volunteers must, 
of course, do a large part in cut­
ting out the great Texas market,”  
he said in praising the past efforts 
of the victory voluteers.

“ It will be a severe home-front 
test for every person in the state,”  
he said.

County War Bond Chairman 
Virgil Burnett is getting his com­
mittees selected to make the drive 
to raise the $475,000, quota set 
for Terry county in the 5th War 
Loan drive, starting June 12th, 
and ending July 8th. $205,000 o f 
this amount must be Series E 
bonds. Series £ , F, and G bonds 
and tan otsxe etaoinetaoinetaoi 
and txanesot etaoinetaoinetaoina 
and tax notes C, sold anytime be­
tween Junelst and July 31st, will 
count on our quota.

The county will be worked ac­
cording to the four school dis­
tricts and each district quota set 
accordingly, says Burnett, who 
will have his list of chairman 
and their helpers ready for pub­
lication next week.

But there will he many weeks in 
reality, to plant and harvest a 
crop. Old King Cotton, stiU reigns 
in the South. Although there are 
many other crops, usefu and nec­
essary, to our living and com­
forts, cotton is still the money 
crop of the South. In recent years, 
for its oil and protein by-products, 
the seed has become about as 
v'aluable as the lint. Some phro- 
phey that with increased machin­
ery, we may soon be raising cot­
ton for the seed, and the lint as 
the sideine. The recent good pric­
es for maize and row crops is 
causing some concern, as many 
are considering planting only grain 
though it is believed the acreage, 
generally will be normal. T h e  
market prices for it all is yet un­
stabilized, but ej^perience has 
shown that if you Will pull your 
cotton through—the cotton will 
pull you through.

But few of us know the many 
and varied uses of * cotton and 
its seed, and new uses^being de­
veloped. The governm e^ is now 
taking over cottonseed huw in the 
manufacture of S3mthetic nibber. 
Cotton and its seed are very es­
sential for war purposes, as well 
as domestic uses.
