Low Farm Prices, High Costs Baker...
Put Pressure On Agriculture

The combination of low farm
prices, high energy costs, and
decreasing water supplies in
some areas could substantially
reduce Texas agricultural pro-
duction, contends an economist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Servige.

Sixty percent of Texas crop
production comes from irrigated
land, notes Dr. Ron Knutson.
Studies indicate that unit costs
of production from irrigated
land for major Texas crops such
as cotton, wheat, milo and corn
arc substantially higher than
lower yielding dryland costs and
above current market as well as

farm program target prices.

For example, the economist
indicates that total irrigated
cotton costs on the High Plains
average 63 cents per pound and
dryland cotton cotton costs an
average 46 cents per pound
while the target price for cotton
is 52 cents per pound. Irrigated
wheat costs average of $4.72 per
bushel; dryland, $3.39, and the
target price is $3. Milo costs in
the Rio Grande Valley on irri-
gated land are estimated at
$5.26 per hundred-weight; dry-
land costs are $4.04. The target
price for milo has not yet been
announced but is expected to
be about $4.

K nutson explains that under
the 1977 Food and Agriculture
Act, the government pays pro-
ducers the difference between
the target price and the average
market prices whenever the
average market price falls below
the target price. Market prices
are currently substantially be-
low target prices for all major
Texas crops except rice. Target
prices are based on the U.S.
average cost of production.
These costs consider out-of-
pocket costs, machinery costs,
overhead costs, a return to
management and family labor,
and a 3.5 percent return to land.

‘These cost figures indicate
there is trouble ahead for many

Texas producers,”’ says Knut-
son. "‘While Texas production
costs estimates cited here are
not  strictly comparable--and
substantial cost variation exists
among producers--a comparison
of target prices and average
costs clearly indicates serious
pressures exist on many pro-
ducers to make ends meet
financially.”

A continuation of producer
prices in the neighborhood of
U.S. target rices over a period of
years could result in a realign-
ment of land values, increased
risk of financial failure, increas-
ed consolidation of farm opera-
tions, conversion from irrigated
to dryland production, and even
a reversion from crop to ranch-
ing and cattle production in
somc areas of the state. The
result could be an absolute
reduction in Texas crop output,
contends the economist. The
magnitude of these effects is not
know and must wait further
study. What is known is that a
further increase in energy costs,

wasteful use of water supplies,
and continued low prices will
increcase the severity of the
problem

Rescarch has shown that
through the use of new crop
production systems, it is often
possible to produce crops at
lower costs using less energy,
water, fertilizer and chemicals.
Some drought and disease re-
sistant varieties are also avail-
able. However, this research is
just beginning and has not yet
been applied on an extensive
basis

Are there any current solutions
to the farmers’ dliemma?
Knutson suggests that poten-
tial policy solutions to the
problems might lie in higher
target prices for higher costs
production areas, subsidies on
input prices used in agriculture,
or substantially increased
research and extension support
for discovery and implementa-
tion of cost-reducing production
techniques.

2 Ib. ground beef

Ya 1b. ground veal

Y4 1b. ground pork

12 ¢ soft bread crumbs

Y4 ¢ tomato sauce

I medium sized onion
chopped
12 T butter
12 t salt
pinch of black pepper
3 T butter

Mix together ground beef,
ground veal and ground pork.
Add soft bread crumbs to
tomato sauce. Saute onion in
1'42 tablespoons butter until
golden brown.

Hart-- An increase in the
number of pheasant hen viola-
tions were recorded in the
Panhandle by Texas Parks and
Wildlife game wardens during
the recent December season
which ended on Christmas day.

A group of five hunters near
Hart issued citations for posse-
ssion of phesant hens and fines
totalling $600 were paid to the
local judge
“We recieved a tip from
another pheasant hunter who
had noticed several dead hens at
a farm house near Hart,”" said
Charles Cosper, Hereford game
warden.

‘A search warrant was obtain-
ed and after a search of the
premises was completed, 15
hens were found in the posses-
sion of the hunters,”” Cosper
continued.

Several more cases of pheasant
hen violations have been filed
by both Warden Cosper and
other officers working the Pan-
handle hunt
Shooting pheasant hens and
possession of pheasant hens are
Texas game violations. A few
states allow hunters to bag
pheasant hens, but the Texas
regulation protects the hen as

TEXAS AGRICULTURE
FACED PROBLEMS in
1977, not all of them the
fault of the producers. But,
as we enter the New Year,
let’s not look back too long,
we must look ahead.

Production-wise, 1977
was a year of great
achievement. But it was that
production which caused
surpluses in many cases, and
low prices for the second
year in a row. By early fall
the parity ratio had fallen to
its lowest point since the

Great Depression.

As I've said in hundreds
of speeches throughout the
state, | believe that one of
the most significant solutions
to the current farm situation
is expanded markets and
improved marketing
techniques for agricultural
products.

And I'm not talking about
giving our farm products
away to foreign countries,
either. The farmers and
ranchers of Texas and this
nation deserve -- must have --
adequate profits to stay
afloat, and these profits must
come from fair prices gained
on the open market.

It seems senseless to me
that such large grain
surpluses and dairy surpluses
can exist while babies are
crying for food in
impoverished countries.

In an attempt to expand
overseas markets for Texas
agricultural  products, the
Texas Department of
Agriculture is gearing up to
bring in specialists in foreign
markets. These people will
be knowledgable about
supply and demand in the
world market, and can
represent Texas in major
trade centers throughout the
globe. This is just one of the
ways the TDA is trying to
get food in the mouths of
hungry people and dollars in
the pockets of Texas farmers
and ranchers.

Whether or not Texas
producers participate in the
farm strike movement, 1978
will be a time to plan and
proceed cautiously. We must
produce, but with a wariness
brought on by past
experience.

Arbor Day Encourage Tree Planting

Texas Arbor Day on Jan. 20 is
designed to inspire Texans to
plant trees

Arbor day was once a special
event in the lives of many
Texans, notes Everett Janné.
horticulturist with the Texas
Agricluture Extension Service.
In many communities, the trees
that are so admired today are
the direct result of the labor and
attention given so readily by the
¢hildren and interested adults of
by-gone generations.

“There is no better way we can
aid in preserving our enviro-,
ment than by planting a tree
adapted to our area of this
great state,”” contends Janne
In recent years much has been

written about the value of trees
for other purposes than to
provide lumer and shade
Research reports indicate that
tree barriers can reduce noise
levels as much as S0 percent
They also serve as giant air

cleaners, filtering out dust as
well as using carbon dioxide in
the air to produce the lumber
and shade we need

“Too often we take the
majestic beauty of our trees for
granted, and we forget the
benefits they give us,”' points
out the horticulturist. **As a gift
to future generations, we should
initiate
munity to plant trees in our
home parks, public
grounds and many of the so-

programs in our com
vards,

called waste lands.”

Give some thought in selecting
varieties and species suited to
the arca. Too frequently people
are lmpalu'nl and want imme-
diate so weak, fast-
growing varieties are used. All
too often the silver maple,
