Cont. from Page 1 
both tells and shows them how 
to give assistance, points out 
Spencer Tanksley, county Ex­
tension agent.
If a cow does not successfully 

give birth to a live calf, the total 
management and feed cost in­
vested in her is lost. Research 
indicates that 80 per cent of all 
calf deaths occur at or near birth 
and that calving difficulty ac­
counts for 75 per cent of these. 
Further more, calving problems 
are most common in heifers 
giving birth to their first calves-- 
more than half usually have 
calving problems.

Since the reproductive capabi­
lity of a cow. that of conception, 
gestation and parturition, is by 
far the most important economic 
factor in cow-calf production, 
good management of the cow 
herd is of vital importance, 
emphasizes Tanksley. And, if 
calving problems develop, 
cattlemen should be able to 
recognize these and provide 
assistance.
The new publication on calving 

problems should be of value to 
all cattle producers in Bailey 
County. And, with the fall 
calving season approaching, the 
information it provides might be 
put to firsthand use. The county 
agent invites all cattlemen to 
stop by the county Extension 
office for a copy of "Recogniz­
ing and Handling Calving Pro­
blems.”

7.2 million youth between the 
ages of 9 and 19 are currently 
enrolledSn 4-H. with more than
215.000 of these in Texas.

The required training became 

effective June 1 and is a part of 
the Occupational Safety and 
Health Act (OSHA), which also 
requires all agricultural tractors 
(except the "low profile types") 
to be manufactured with roll­
over protective structures 
(ROPS) and seat belts after Oct. 
25. 1976.

"Low profile” tractors may be 
operated without ROPS while 
being used in orchards or vine- 
vaids where vertical clearance 
•equipments of the protective 
itructures would interfere with 
normal operations. However,

;ven exempted tractors must 
have ROPS attached when 
aperating under conditions not 
covered by the exemption.
The required tractor safety 

training includes the following 
operating instructions:

1. Securely fasten the seat belt 
if the tractor has a ROPS.
2. Where possible, avoid op­

erating the tractor near ditches, 
embankments, and holes.
3. Reduce speed when turning, 

crossing slopes, and on rough, 
slick or muddy surfaces.
4. Stay off slopes too steep for 

safe operation.
5. Watch the direction, espe­

cially at row ends, on roads and 
around trees.
6. Do not permit others to ride.
7. Operate the tractor smoothly 

no jerky turns, starts or stops.
8. Hitch only to the drawbar 

and hitch points recommended 
by the tractor manufacturer.
9. When the tractor is stopped, 

set the brakes securely and use 
the park lock if available.
Operators of tractors equipped 

with ROPS are required to wear 
scat belts to keep them inside 
the protective structure in case 
of a turnover. Operators of 
tractors without ROPS should 
not wear seat belts.

Governor Dolph Briscoe’s Job 

Creation Campaign has ex­
ceeded its goals a second time 
by identifying 18,000 jobs in 
only four months, according to 
Reagan Brown, chairman of the 
Campaign.
The TEXAS FIRST goals set at 

4,000 when the program was 
announced in May were revised 
uparvfd to 15,000 one month 
later. I
The Lfl.OOO jobs were identified 

through response l^om top 
Texas industrialists to letters 
sent out by Governor P r ­
offering the state's resourcesfltg 
helping them with economic 
expansion.

"There seems to be no limit to 
the number of vacant jobs in 
Texas,” Brown said. "Rather 
than constantly revising our 
goals, we're going to see just 
how far we can go matching 
Texans with these jobs."
On the drawing boards now are 

114 Industrial Start-Up Training 
programs being designed to 
meet the employers' specific 
requirements for workers. The 
Texas Industrial Commission, 
Texas Education Agency and 
local learning institutions are 
cooperating on this project.

"This training will refine the

skills of trained workers and 
guarantee employment for the 
many unskilled and unemployed 
Texans sincerely searching for a 
way to support themselves and 
their families,” Brown said.

Positions and training pro­
grams not immediately filled 
from existing job banks main­
tained by local prime sponsors 
of manpower programs and the 
Texas Employment Commission 
are posted in local TEC offices 
across the state,

LUBBOCK* TX -Weed con­
trol in sorghum was the topic 
discussed by Dr. A.F. Wiese. 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station weed scientist from 
Bushland. at a Pest Manage­
ment Conference held for scien­
tists from the USSR and United 
States on September 29 and 30 
at the Hilton Inn. Twelve Rus­
sian scientists exchanged infor­
mation with 25 weed scientists, 
entomologists, and plant path­
ologists from Southern United 
States and California at the 
conference.

“ Twenty-five years ago. weeds 
plagued American sorghum 
farmers because herbicides 
were not available". Wiese told 
the visitors, “ and if weather 
pre­
prevented cultivation of small 
sorghum, replanting was fre­
quently necessary".
Johnsongrass and field bind­

weed are the two worst peren­
nial weeds that plague sorghum 
farmers. "It is impossible to 
grow a profitable sorghum crop 
on land infested with Johnson­
grass", Wiese told the visiting 
scientists. Common milkweed is 
another perennial weed that 
means trouble for farmers in the 
northern part of the sorghum 
belt. "Perennial weeds cost 50 
to 100 percent of the crop” , 
Wiese continued.
Wild sorghum or shatter cane 

is the worst annual weed in the 
crop. Herbicides that kill this 
pest also kill sorghum. Barn- 
yardgrass and foxtails are hard 
to control annual grass weeds in 
the central and northern part of 
the sorghum belt. Broadleaf 
signal grass, crabgrass, brown- 
top panicum, and Texas pani- 
cum trouble sorghum growers in 
central and south Texas. Several 
species of pigweed grow wher­
ever sorghum is planted. These 
weeds are easily controlled with 
herbicides.

“ Weeds are expensive to have 
around", Wiese stated. Studies 
at the USDA Research Center at 
Bushland show that one pig­
weed in 32 feet of 40-inch row 
will cut irrigated sorghum yield 
10 percent. This amounts to 500 
pounds of grain, worth about 15 
dollars per acre, in an average 
sorghum crop. In the same 
study, one pigweed per foot of

row cut yields 50 percent.
The phenoxy herbicides. 2,4-D 

and MCPA. were proven safe 
and effective in the early 1950's. 
Each year several million acres 
of the crop are sprayed over for 
broadleaved weed control with 
these herbicides.

Propazine or Milogard was the 
second major advance in chem- 
mical weed control for sorghum. 
"I received my first sample in 
1957 and after five years of 
testing, propazine was ready for 
farmers” , Wiese said. It was 
the first herbicide that would 
control both broadleaved and 
grass weeds in sorghum.

Shortly after propazine was 
labeled, atrazine was evaluated 
as a postemergent herbicide for 
sorghum. Atrazine applied in a 
non-phytotoxic oil-water emul­
sion spray carrier would usually 
control both grass and broad- 
leaved weeds.

In 1968, studies were started to 
determine the feasibility of ap­
plying atrazine and propazine 
by air. “ Our results were almost 
unbelicveable.” Wiese stated. 
"Excellent weed control was 
obtained when as little as one 
quart per acre was used to apply 
one pound of herbicide” .

Russian visitors were shown 
how research can whip a weed 
problem when studies were 
described that lead to control 
methods for barnyardgrass in 
sorghum. In the three year 
experiment three pounds per 
acre of propazine. applied prior 
to planting and incorporated, 
usually controlled the weed and 
increased grain yields threefold. 
If it rained within two weeks 
after planting, preemergence 
treatments with high rates of 
Milogard. Igran and Milogard 
mixed with either Lorox or 
Ramrod also controlled barn- 
yarugrass. unfortunately, 
many farmers have used low 
rates of these herbicides and 
have had bad luck", Wiese 
continued.
Limited tillage reseach is im­

proving sorghum production 
efficiency, the visitors were 
told. Double cropping sorghum 
after wheat harvest is feasible 
when no-tillage planting is 
used. Sorghum can be planted 
in wheat stubble the day of 
harvest and watered up the 
next. AAtrex controls weeds

and volunteer wheat after sor­
ghum emerges. The system is 
faster than regular tillage and 
sorghum is seldom hurt by frost. 
Sorghum plants protected by 
stubble grows off faster than 
those on bare soil. In a five year 
study, by Ron Allen, USDA 
engineer at Bushland. no-till 
planted sorghum yielded 500 
pounds per acre more than 
conventionally planted double

Pest Management 
Meet Held

LUBBOCK--A six-member 
Soviet Union delegation of 
agricultural scientists met in 
Lubbock this week with 32 U.S. 
scientists to exchange scienti­
fic information about pest man­
agement in crops.
The high level international 

conference was sponsored by 
the Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station. Texas A&M 
University; Agricultural Rese­
arch Servicc-USDA; U.S. En­
vironmental Protection Agency; 
and Cooperative States Re­
search Scrvice-USDA.
Coordinator of the three-day 

event at Lubbock's Hilton Inn 
was Dr. P.L. Adkisson of the 
Department of Entomology, 
Texas A&M University, College 
Station. Billy C. Gunter, district 
Extension agent and Dr. Don 
Rummel, Experiment Station 
entomologist, both of Lubbock, 
served as hosts.

Rummel said that the confer­
ence was called as part of the 
U.S.- U.S.S.R. scientific ex­
change program.

Lubbock was selected as a 
meeting site because of its 
importance as the center of the 
most important cotton and grain 
sorghum production areas in the 
U.S. and because of the impor­
tance of research being con­
ducted on cotton and grain sor­
ghum at the Lubbock Experi­
ment Station.

Rummel said the conference is 
being used as a way for U.S. and 
Russian crop production scien­
tists to exchange ideas and

cropped sorghum.
Dr. Paul Unger and Jack 

Musick, USDA scientists from 
Bushland. have worked with 
Wiese to perfect a limited tillage 
system in a wheat-sorghum- 
fallow cropping sequence. 
Wheat stubble is maintained 
intact and weed-free during the 
II-month fallow prior to sor­
ghum planting with 2. 4-D and 
AAtrex. "Soil moisture storage

during that fallow has doubled 
in most of our experiments 
compared to regular tillage", 
Wiese stated, "and sorghum 
grain yields have been in­
creased about 1500 pounds per 
acre by the extra soil moisture” .
The weed scientist stated, 

"We have good cultural prac­
tices and excellent herbicides 
for controlling weeds in sor­
ghum". Milogard can be used

preemergence.
Farmers can select postemer­

gent herbicides to suit their 
locality and weed species. 
Banvel, MCPA and 2,4-D will 
control broadleaf weeds. MCPA 
and Banvel are safer to use near 
cotton that 2.4-D. Karmex and 
AAtrex are postemergent herbi­
cides that are safe to use near 
cotton and both have soil resi­
dual to control weeds that 
emerge after treatment” , Wiese 
concluded.*

The six Russian scientists. Drs. 
Y. Fadeev. V. Lebedev, K. 
Novozhilov. V. Shapa. G. Susid- 
ko and V. Vasiljan represent 
universities and agricultural 
experiment stations at Moscow. 
Leningrad. Kishinev and out­
lying areas of the Soviet Union. 
The U.S. scientists are from 

Auburn University. University 
of California. Michigan State 
University, Washington State 
University, Cornell. Texas A&M 
and USDA and EPA.

Formal lectures were pre­
sented at a conference in the 
Lubbock Hilton Inn Monday and 
Tuesday. The meeting term­
inated Wednesday with a tour of 
experimental plots at the Texas 
A&M University Agricultural 
Research and Extension Center.
The soviet delegation was 

scheduled to go from Lubbock to 
Weslaco and Mission. Texas to 
view citrus, vegetable and 
screwworm fly research. From 
there they will visit the Uni­
versity of California at Berkeley 
then return to Washington. 
D.C. to visit Federal agricultural 
and environmental laboratories.
“ This was a very important 

meeting for specialists and 
sc ien tis ts ,"  said Rummel. 
“ Discussions included topics of 
importance to the High Plains 
such as the greenbug on sor­
ghum and the bollworm in 
cotton."

And many persons may be 
depending on getting some 
professional assistance with 
the job of finding a suitable 
spot that fits their pocketbook 
from a rental listing agency 

Our Attorney General's 
Consumer Protection Division 
suggests that the selection of a 
rental listing agency be made 
with care, since reports from 
other states indicate that some 
consumers have had problems 
involving misleading or decep­
tive trade practices in dealing 
with a few such firms.

Rental listing agencies oper­
ate by charging a fee to per­
sons who want to gain access 
to their special listings of ren­
tal property, since most such 
agencies obtain exclusive con­
tracts with owners to advertise 
and rent their property

Some rental listing services 
specialize in property in cer­
tain areas of town Others 
specialize in certain types of 
rental units, such as efficiency 
apartm ents, luxury town- 
houses. or duplex units.

Thus, persons interested 
only in certain types of rent 
property or property only in a 
certain location, may save a 
great deal of time and effort

they might otherwise have 
spent in looking at property 
that doesn't meet their needs 
or wants by dealing with a list­
ing agency

Real estate advertisements 
placed in the newspapers by 
such rental listing agencies 
may sound like ads placed by 
owners or real estate brokers, 
except that the agency name, 
and sometimes the stipulation
“fee," may appear in the ad.

Problems for some con­
sumers have involved rental 
listing agencies that operate in 
such a way that consumers 
sometimes pay a fee to get in­
formation they could have ob­
tained free.

Our Consumer Protection 
attorneys have learned that 
some rental listing agencies 
charge customers from $20 to 
$30 to check their “exclusive 
listings," when those listings 
amount to nothing more than 
a duplicate of newspaper ad 
clippings

Other persons have been at­
tracted by a listing agency's ad­
vertisement for a particularly 
appealing property, visited the 
agency, and agreed to pay the 
required fee in order to get 
more information about the 
listing

It’s only then that they have 
discovered the property 
they're interested in is “no 
longer available," or that the 
ad misrepresented the quality 
or size of the apartment, 
duplex, or house.

Consumers who have such 
problems with a rental listing 
agency should contact the At­
torney General’s Consumer 
Protection Division, the coun­
ty or district attorney, or the 
local Better Business Bureau.

And our Consumer Protec­
tion attorneys remind con­
sumers that many resources 
are available for shopping for 
rent property. Friends, rela­
tives, and classified ads can 
supply inform ation about 
possible apartments or houses 
And some landlords pay the 
fee themselves to list their 
rent property with a real estate 
broker who then advertises it 
in the paper.

A U S T I N - - O n 
S e p t e mb e r  8,  the 
G o v e r n o r ’s Energy 
A d v i s o r y  C o u n c i l  
graduated to a new level 
of responsibility and 
brought the State of 
Texas closer to a 
comprehens i ve  state  
energy policy. On that 
date the first meeting of 
the new Governor’s 
Energy Advisory Council 
was held in accordance 
with new legislation 
passed last spring.

The passage of the bill 
introduced by Senator 
Max Sherman of Amarillo 
was the Legislature’s 
diploma to the Council 
for successful comoletion

of its initial two-year 
responsibility.

Created by executive 
order by Governor Dolph 
Briscoe on May 10, 1973, 
the Governor’s Energy 
A d v i s o r y  C o u n c i l  
completed this year an 
assessment program that 
is acclaimed throughout 
the nation as the best 
documented and most 
thought out program 
anywhere in the country.

The council, consisting 
o f  representatives of 
c o n s u m e r s ,  l a b o r ,  
industry, and numerous 
state officials produced 
approximately 50 reports 
on different aspects of 
the energy picture in

Texas. Each report is 
widely hailed as the 
authoritative source in the 
field and has been 
distributed throughout 
business and government 
circles for use in planning 
for the future.

The new Council 
consists o f the governor 
as c h a i r m a n ,  the  
lieutenant governor as 
vice-chairman, the speaker 
of the House, the
attorney general, the
chairman of the Railroad 
C o m m i s s i o n ,  t h e  
c o m m i s s i o n e r  o f  
A g r i c u l t u r e ,  t he  
commissioner of the
General Land Office, the 
comptroller, a member o f

the Senate, and a member 
o f  the House of 
Representatives as voting 
members.

The bill also calls for

situations, to assess

this by making certain all new 
owners are aware of what can 
happen and by speeding up 
the information they need.

We first find out that a 
business is changing hands 
when the new owner conics 
to one ol our district offices 
for a sales tax permit in the 
new name. It is at this point 
that we want to emphasize to 
the new owner that the tax 
liability goes along with the 
business.

For immediate protection 
this should stop any closing 
of any deal in which there are 
questions. Previously the 
possibility of a tax liability 
wasn’t brought to the new 
owner’s attention until the 
sales tax permit application 
went through some 
time-consuming channels, and 
by that time it was often too 
late.

Once the possibility of 
situation lias been identified 
we can act quickly through 
our computers to get the new 
owner the necessary 
information.

Most new business owners 
have a hard enough time 
starting out without facing an 
unpleasant surprise of a 
delinquent tax notice.

I would strongly warn all 
such frauds that this doesn't 
work The law is on the side 
of the state.

Serious crime in the United 

States rose 13 percent during 
the first six months of 1975 over 
the same period a year ago, 
Attorney General Edward H. 
Levi announced today.
This compares with a 16 per­

cent increase recorded in the 
first six months of 1974 over a 
similar period in 1973.
Mr. Levi noted that the rate of 
ncrease showed a slight drop 
o r the first half of this year 
when compared with other 
•ecent increases. Serious crime 
or all 1974, for example, was 17 
Dercent higher than in 1973 and, 
luring the first quarter of 1975, 
ose 18 percent over the same 
period a year ago.
“ But we can claim no great 

solace in the fact that the rate in 
the rise of serious crime has 
essened somewhat,” Mr. Levi 
said.
"Crime remains an enormous 

national problem and current 
levels are-and must be--seen as 
unacceptable.”
Today’s figures are contained 

in the FBI's Uniform Crime 
Reports released by FBI Direc­
tor Clarence M. Kelley.

Burglary and larceny- 
theft rose 14 percent each, while 
motor vehicle theft was up 4 
percent.
