‘‘Hidden” Sugar, Fats Add Many Calories
Did you consume 102 

pounds of sugar last year? 
and not know it? Or 15 
pounds of salt?

Probably you did, says 
Mary K. Sweeten, foods 
and nutrition specialist 
with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, 
The Texas A&M Univer­
sity System.

Most American did -- and 
unknowingly gained
weight.

In fact, researchers say 
we're eating and drinking 
more sugar,  salt, fats and 
meat each year.

We get much more sugar 
and salt from processed 
foods and beverages,  Mrs. 
Sweeten says.

We don’t realize how 
much we’re getting, 
because we don' t  stop to 
read labels, she adds.

For example,  studies 
show that each of us 
consumed about 102 
pounds of sugar last year.

That equals about eight 
or nine pounds of Sugar 
each month -- per person.

Most of that sugar was 
syrups and sugars in 
processed foods and 
beverages.

Our dietary fat increased 
because we ate more salad 
oils and cooking oils.

What 's  the verdict on all 
this?

Not too bright, Mrs. 
Sweeten cautions.

This trend is linked to 
nutrition-related problems 
such as obesity.

Too much of any food will 
make you gain weight, the 
specialist says.

How can we fight the 
problem ?

Read labels, she says. 
Read the ingredient list­

ings and the nutrition 
information on each label, 
especialy if you're on a 
special diet or trying to 
lose weight.

ImmuDization 
Is Required 
For Students

Neal B. Dillman, super in­
tendent of the Muleshoe 
schools, announces that 
school will be starting 
soon, on Wednesday,  
August  29, and many 
children will have to be 
immunized against certain 
diseases,  particularly
those children entering 
school for the first time.

According the the Texas 
School Immunization Law, 
the following immuniza­
tions must be given before 
a child may enter public 
shcool:
(1) Diptheria-Tetanus — 
three doses required with 
the last dose since the 
fourth birthday.

(2) Oral Polio — three 
doses required, with the 
last dose since the fourth 
birthday.

(3) Red measles -• one 
dose since the first birth­
day, or a doctor's s tate­
ment of disease.

(4) German measles -• 
one dose of vaccine.

(5) Mumps -- one dose of 
vaccine or a doctor's s tate­
ment of disease,  required 
for first graders or below.

The superintendent
reminded that your family 
doctor can immunize your 
child, or you may go to the 
health depar tment  at 306 
W est Second Street.

The sheriff said he 
accepts responsibility for 
the loss of the money. He 
already has paid $6,000 
from his own funds to Gary 
Hahn,  and he plans to 
reimburse an additional 
$4,000 if the cashier ’s 
check is ever cashed.

The cash bond had been 
made by Hahn on April 18, 
1978. Hahn was arrested 
and jailed as part of an 
alleged Texas-New Mexico 
methamphetamine  con­
spiracy that brought 
indictments against  30 
people.

The bond was made to 
Chief Deputy Bud Street. 
Sheriff Clements had 
entered the hospital earlier 
that April for a series of 
operations that would 
sideline him for work for 
most of the next year.

Depar tment  procedure 
calls for bonds of under 
$1,000 to be kept in the 
vault, and for bonds of 
more thatn $1,000 to be 
deposited in the sheriff 's 
department  bank account.

The Hahn bond, how­
ever, was accepted by the 
chief deputy,  placed in the 
vault, but never
transferred to the bank, 
the sheriff said.

And sometime between 
the time the bond was 
made and when Hahn 
asked for his money back, 
if disappeared from the 
vault.

Clements said he believes 
the money has been 
‘‘misplaced” or accident­
ally deposited in another 
county bank account.

"Almost  anything in the 
world could have
happened to i t ,” he said. 
"I t  might  have been lost or 
thrown away.”

The sheriff said only two 
persons have access to the 
vault-himself and the chief 
deputy.  Bud Street, who is 
now the county probation 
officer, was succeeded as 
chief deputy last year by

Bob Henderson.
Street,  Henderson and 

the sheriff’s other two 
deputies have passed lie 
detector tests concerning 
the missing money, the 
sheriff said.

The sheriff is conducting 
his own in-house invest­
igation of the incident. A 
spokesman in District 
Attorney Jack Young's 
office said the district 
attorney does not plan to 
investigate the missing 
cash bond.
We' re  not looking at this 
as a criminal case ,”  the 
spokesman said, " w e ’re 

thinking that the money 
has only been misplaced.” 

County Judge  Glen 
Williams said th sheriff 
has not asked for any help 
from the commissioners.

"This  is a loss the sheriff 
will have to suf fer ,"  
Williams said. " I t ’s his 
mistake. He hasn' t  asked 
us to replace the.phoney, 
and I'm sure n„we- 
wouldn’t . ”

The loss of the money 
may result in a change in 
the county's bond hand ­
ling procedure.In Lubbock 
County, for instance, 
bonds are paid directly to 
the district clerk.

Since the $10,000 was 
reported missing, two 
attorneys have delivered 
large cash bonds directly 
to the Bailey County 
district clerk instead of to

the sheriff 's office.
Sheriff Clements recalled 

an episode several years 
ago when $360 belonged 
to a captured illegal alien 
disappeared from the jail.

“ I decided I was going to 
find out who took that 
money,”  Clements said.

A few days after the 
sheriff began his investi­
gation, he said he received 
the stolen money through

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Navy Parachute Team To Perform At Reese Open House
Have you ever tried play­

ing ' ‘leapfrog”  12,500 feet 
above the ground? The 
skies above the Reese Air 
Force Base, Texas Open 
House will be filled with 
the U.S. Navy's Parachute 
West Demonstration Team 
"Leapf rogs” as they per ­
form a skyborne display of 
freefall parachuting.

The Reese Open House is 
scheduled for Saturday 
and Sunday, August  4 and 
5, 1979. The Leapfrogs will 
perform once each day. 
Their Saturday show is 
scheduled for 3 p.m. Their 
Sunday show for 1 p.m. 

The Leapfrogs are 
assigned to the U.S. 
Navy’s Special Warfare 
Group One based at the 
naval Amphibious Base 
Coronado, in San Diego, 
California.

All team members are 
selected from the Navy’s 
world famous underwater 
demolition “ frogman” 
teams((JDT)or  the Navy’s 
elite SEAL team. SEAL'S 
are the Navy's counter • 
guerrialla warfare experts 
who are trained to conduct 
small unit operations in 
hostile areas while opera t­
ing in and from the sea, 
air. and land.

During their Reese show, 
the Leapfrogs will perform 
the aerial acrobatics and 
precision free-fall para­
chute techniques used by 
members  of the UDT and 
SEAL teams during com­
bat airborne inflitration 
operations.

For the convenience of 
their viewing audience, 
the Leapfrogs attach 
colored smoke canisters to

their boots and d u m b  to an 
altitude of 12.500 feet (two 
mile) above the demon­
stration landing area. 
Their show emphasizes 
split-second aerial maneu­
vers and landing accuracy.

A jumper can control his 
freefall rate of descent 
from a relatively slow 
speed of 120 MPH to a 
breathtaking head down 
speed of 220 MPH by 
changing his body configu­
ration with his arms and 
legs. After free-falling for 
approximately 60 seconds, 
the Leapfrogs open their 
parachutes and three 
seconds, later their 
descent slows to a speed of 
approximately 5 MPH.

USDA'S August 1st 
announcement  that there 
will be no set-aside on 
1980-crop wheat and 
concurrent  boast of
increased export grain
sales to the USSR is in 
essence “ a direct
economic policy to impose 
a price ceiling,”  says the 
Texas Farmers Union.

According to the farm 
group,  the combined 
actions of encouraging 
excessive production of 
wheat  by announcing no 
planting restrictions, the 
resulting lower target  
price support required by 
law, and the
announcement  that Russia 
would be allowed to 
purchase a maximum of 10 
million metric tons of 
wheat  in the 1980
marketing year will
together result________ in

maintaining price
suppressing surpluses on 
domestic markets.
A fter strong lobby efforts 
by farmers the past two 
years,  Congress several 
months ago amended the 
1977 Farm Act to allow for 
a higher wheat  target  price 
at the discretion of the 
Secretary whenever a 
set-aside requirement  is in 
effect. Consequently,  the 
1979 target  price was 
raised to S3.40. Due to no 
set-aside in 1980,
however,  the target will 
fall at least 20 cents a 
bushel  and possibly be 
lowered by as much as 45 
cents a bushel.  The final 
target  price for 1980 will 
not be announced until 
March 15, 1980, and must 
be in the range of S2.95 to 
$3.20 a bushel.

Beyond the lower

support,  the most serious 
price suppressing policy, 
according to TFU, is the 
restriction on the amount 
of wheat  to be exported to 
the USSR.

Under  a five-year agree­
ment with Russia, the U.S. 
agreed to supply a
minimum of 8 million 
metric tons of grain each 
year. Any sale of grain 
above that amount  is 
prohibited unless specific­
ally ordered by USDA.

USDA Economist Howard 
Hjort has stated publically 
that the shortfall in grain 
production in the Eastern 
Hemisphere could mean 
Russia may want to buy as 
much as 20 million tons of 
grain in 1980, the fourth 
year of the agreement .  But 
the announced limit of 10 
million tons of wheat  sales 
casts doubt as to whether

that predicted total will be 
realized in aggregate sales 
of other grains.

Simplifying the entire 
situation from the Te ia s  
Farmers Union
perspective,  state presid­
ent  Jay Naman called the 
U.S. -  U.S.S.R. trade 
agreement  “ nothing more 
than a complex set of rules 
that amounts to a game of 
trade restricitions” .

“ With grain prices now 
s tronger,”  he continued, 
“ the Administration is 
lifting planting restrictions 
and creating optomistic 
press reports of increased 
foreign sales. They are 
suckering farmers into 

more fence-row-to-fence- 
row planting to create 
another .domestic grain 
surplus and then plugging 
up international trade 
channels to keep the prices

cheap at home.
“ It doesn ' t  mat ter  how 

good foreign demand is 
when a Secretary of 
Agriculture has the
arbitrary power of trade 
restrictions. Our trade 
negotiators decry all forms 
of trade restrictions and 
barriers in OTHER
countries. But as soon as 
domestic commodity
prices begin to rise, as 
they have with wheat,  
those same ‘free t rade’ 
advocates suddenly
become market  manipul- 
tors to restrict export  and 
create domestic surpluses 
through one economic trick 
or another.

There should be vivid 
memories among wheat 
farmers of early seventies 
reign of Earl Butz when 
grain prices strengthened 
and they were to to go for

all-out production since 
the government  promised 
to sell it abroad.  Then 
came an embargo;  then 
came bumper crops; then 
came years of bankrupt  
grain prices that we are 
just now working out of.

Weve seen the ‘Boom 
and Bust ’ script too many 
t imes now in agriculture 
and have memorized it by 
heart .  The combination of 
no set-aside,  low supports 
and trade restrictions 
always ends sadly with 
cheap farm prices and 
additional thousands '  of 
farmers going out of 
bus iness ,”  Naman
concluded.
