We will have to keep
depending on our bootlegger. — 1exas
Mesquiter.

That is a piece of grim humcr,
Brother John. Jack would like to
get some revenue out of the home
brew which the bootlegger sells to
help out with his taxes. Jack knows
very well that gasoline is a legalized
product, and being so, Jack must
pay five cents a gallon on eyery gal-
lon he buys.

Jack knows that there is an enor-
mous quautity of bootleg beer sold
and drank. He figures that if they
are going to make, sell and drnk i,
the government might just as wel
make it legal and get something out
of it in the way of taxes, seziag that
there is no hope of keeping it out of
the bootleggers hands. But the
powers that be (which are the boot-
legger and his sidekicks) cannot
see it in the same light. If no tax
is placed on beer, the bootlegger will
have more money when he sells it.

Then, too, the depre<sion has de-
pressed the price of beer until it is
now sold cheaper (so we are told)
than it was in the days before pro-
hibition. This being the case, the
drinking people and bootlegger are
more and more contented with exist-
ing conditions. The beer drinker
wants cheap beer, and to le. alize it
and tax it, would raise the price.
This, they will never consent to do.

Jack forgets that moonshining and
bootlegging has become a big indus
try that has been built up since the
passage of the 18th Amendmeant.
He forgets that those boys in the en-
forcement army would lose their
jobs as well as the bootlegger, and

this is no time for putting folks out
of ajob. At present prices, the poor

bootlegger can haidly get by. For|

awhile at least, let us have tax-free
beer and depend on the bootlegger
to sell it to us. It may sound fun-
ny, but that is just what we are do-
ing.
