| Several months ago, the local
' school board made application to the
i P.W.A. Adnloistration for money
| with which to build a gymuoasium in
connection with the Sterling City
i public school building.

At the time the application was
made, the Board was inforined that
there were no funds available st
that time, but the application would
be considered.

Last Saturday the Board ef Trus-
tees received a telegram from Julian
Montgomery, State P. W. A. directcr
inquiring if plans were complete
and money on hand to begin the
project. If not, how long before
funds would be available,

Now comes the rub. The govern-
ment is to put up a 45 per cent of
the money and the people 55 per
cent. A bond issue will have to be
made to get Sterling's part of the
money. We haye reason to say
that an election will be called at an
early date to determine if we shall
raise our part of the money, If we
fail, that government mouney will go
to build a gy mnasium at some other
point and we will be forced to pay
our part of it,

The architects plans for the gym-
pasium have been submitted to the
Board. The building will have an
84 's foot front. Spaces for kitchen
gewing room, and other accessories
for domestic science are provided.
A large hall for meetings, sports
and athletic exercises is provided in
the building. It would te a hanc-
gsome structure and a great help to
the school as well as to the town
and county. The total cost will be
a little over $24,000. The county
is to provide 55 per cent and the
government 45 per cent of this sum.

Wheu the kiddies of the Sterling
City Schools hear about the pros-
pects of a gymnasium being built
on the school grounds, they will go
wild with joy. After visiting other
schools equipped with gyms, they
would come home realizing how
badly they are hampered in their
work.

ITALY’S ACTS
ARE WATCHED

Much ioterest is now being taken
iin Italy's recent “"annexation” of all
'of Ethiopia, iocluding Lsake Tana.
Thie unique body of water has long
heen the center of the British sphere
of iuterest in Northeastern Africa
which was established by several
treaties, and has been recognized by
the Great Powers for many years
back. Aside from this fset, inter-
national commentators point out
that Lake Tana is indispensable to
the very life and existence of Egypt
it being the only water source.
For this lake to become Italian aud
be diverted to the selfish uses of the
New Roman Empire, they say, is as
unthinkable as it is unnatural.

All through the Italo-Ethiopian
War much was said even in Italian
news accounts that Itely would re-
spect not only the British sphere
but the riparian and natural rights
of the peoples to the water of this
lake. These statements were made
by Mussolini and his Italian Govera-
ment categorically and were con-
stantly reiterated. However it is
interesting to note light of events
that on April 3, 1936, Italian troops
occupied Lake Tana and the name
Of “Mussolini Peak” was given to
the highest point of the Gorahei
Peninsula, which juts out into the
lake. Then suddenly there appear-
ed statements emanating from
[talian quarters, it is shown, which
tended to modify previous state-
ments and suggested that a small,
independent Abyssinian state cen-
tering around the lake be established -
Finally, the news from Italy on the
subject changed to mere mention of
“adjusting water rights.’ why?
What is in the minds of the Italian
expoiters? is being seriously ques-
tioned.

To understand fully the problems
inyolved, experts point out that it is
necessary to recognize the tremen-
dous importance of Lake Tana. A
aatural reservoir, covering 1,100
square miles, at the surprising alti-
tude of 5690 feet above the sea,
Lake Tana, with its mystical action
unexplained by modern science of
discharging water in the late sum-
mer when the lower Nile tends to
go dry without any apparent raisiog
or lowering of the surface of the
lake, is a vital and essential part to
the irrigation system of Egypt. Its
tremendous discharge of water from
the Ethioplan plateau into the Biue
Nilé and then into the Nile proper
would represent 8 value of many
millions of dollars annually of dol-
lars annually if the flow were
properly harnessed for irrigation of
[talian Eritrea. Has Italy this
actually in mind—this cutting off
Egypt?

It is claimed by students of the
question that Lake Tana is not only
an iotegral part of Egypt's water
system, but that its history goes
with that of Egypt. Around the
lake and east and south of it, with
the capitals of Gondar and Aksum,
lies the old original section of Abys-
sinia with a population of several
million Christian people, members
of the old Egyptian Coptic Christian
Church which has its headquarters
at Alexandria, Egypt. During the
whole course of the war Italy never
hoped to annex this section or to
control this lake, it is pointed out
by these commentators. Italy's
geizure of the lake is a new and uo-
expected problem which is believed
will be met with tenacious resist-
ance by the League of Nations,

| through January, or don't count on
making any money on this year's poul-
try project!
This timely admonition Is now be
Ing volced to poultry ralsers by lead.
Ing authoritles on egg production and
prices. One conspicuous source of thls
advice, G. 8. Vickers, Manager of the
Ohlo Poultry Improvement Association,
cltes some very Impressive facts to
point out how and where money Is
made or lost each season in poultry
operations,

“The records from 301 farms Ia
Ohlo,” says Vickers, “show that the
poultrymen who made the highest prof-
its had the highest fall and winter egg
production when egg prices were high-
est. Every poultryman who got less
than 26 eggs per bird during October,
November, December, and January
lost money.”

This statement appears to be thory
oughly substantiated by the nutlional
ten-year average of egg prices at the
farm as prepared by the United States
Department of Agriculture and Iillus-
trated in the accompanying chart. The
upturn In egg prices which every year
for the past 10 has reached its peak
in December, graphically supports the
contention of all expert opinlon and
experience that money Is either made
or lost by the way the birds produce
the eggs In the declding four months’
verlod from October 1st to February

st.

All folks whose chances of making
money out of their chickens come prin-
cipally through egg production, should
face the foregolng facts squarely, ae-
¢ording to poultry adviser J. H. Me
Adams, and make sure right now that
they are following a program of han-
dling and growing thelr chicks and
pullets so that they will be ready te
come into profitable production by Oe
tober 1st. Now is the time to do some
thing about It, he says; next fall will
be too late.

“To begin with,” says McAdams, “it
is not natural for a hen to lay heavily
during the fall and winter months. But
If poultry raising Is to continue profit
able, It 18 absolutely necessary that
the management of this year's flock,
starting with the selection of chicks
and continuing right on through to the
laying house, should be so planned and
gulded to get that heavy fall egg pro-
duction even though nature is not
working directly with the feeder. Such
& management program must include
certaln definite steps which must be
followed through,

Careful Chick Selection

“First, there 18 the selecting of the
chicks. Since they are to be the foun-
dation of the season’s work, the chicks
should come from a flock that has
proved Itself capable of heavy, profit-
able egg production during those
months of the year when eggs bring
the best prices,

“Having carefully selected the
chicks, the next essentlal step is to
bhave and malntain adequate brooder
equipment for them. Before the chicks
arrive, brooder houses should be put
In order by removing, cleaning, and
disinfecting all movable equipment—
roosts, nesting, boxes, feed hoppers.
Then with broom and hoe a good sur-
face cleaning 1inside the brooders
should be administered. A thorough
scrubbing with lye and water Is next
in order. After that the ceiling, walls,
and floor should be disinfected by
drenching with a solution of 1-6 pint
of Purina cresofec In a gallon of water,
followed by a thorough airing of all
equipment,

Correct Brooder Temperature
Dependable heating facilities must

be available so that the brooder houses
can be kept at even temperature at all
times, free of draft, but with good ven-
tilation. A temperature of from 900*
to 95 at back level 18 recommended
when the chicks go In, This should be
gradually reduced the first two or three
weeks unti] the temperature stands at
80* to 85* after three weeks: then con-
tinued gradual reduction {s advised
until by the time the chicks are six
weeks old the temperature is from 60°
to 85°. Litter, if used, may be a good
grade of peat moss, or shavings or
clean cut straw from which the chafty
part has been removed. Or the
brooder house may be equipped with
a false floor so the chicks themselyes
stand on half-lnch mesh hall screen
wire Instead of a litter. When a litter
Is used it Is wise to cover It with news.
papers or burlap bags for a few days,
until the chicks have learned what
food 1g and where to find it,

Overcrowding of chicks should post-
tively be avolded. Suffocation, general
unthriftiness, and disease are lable to
take a heavy toll whem too many chicks
are crowded into the brooders. Not

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IMPROVE MODERN DISHES

Housewife, Today, Knows Value of Spices
Which Men of Old Fought Wars For

PICES, today, are taken for

granted. Neatly arrayed, la-
beled, and within easy reach, they
occupy as essential a space in our
modern kitchen, as does the salt,
or the Kkitchen range. No cook
can do without them. Yet, because
they are so intimate a part of our
culinary life, they are out of mind
until we reach for them.

In olden times, wars were
fought over spices. New countries
and new trade routes were discov-
ered because of them. Tributes to
Solomon and other mighty mon-
archs were paid with them.

These peaceful little spices, so
neatly filed away in our kitchens
were once vivid with deeds of
bloodshed. History records entire
native populations being massa-
cred by the Portuguese and the
Dutch in order that they might
maintain their control over spices,
and prevent the natives from sell-
ing to other countries.

History and Botany

Why, one asks, did spices take
€0 important a part in the making
of history? Chiefly because of the
fact that food in those early days
was often so poor, because of lim-
ited transportation and means of
storing, that it was only by highly
seasoning the food that it could
be eaten. Also, because spices
were considered indispensable in-
eredients in the sacred oil of the
tabernacles — and therefore no
matter how rare, or bow hazard-
cus Lo procure, spices must be had
in order to keep the altar fires
burning.

Botanically, as well as histori-
cally, spices offer a most interest-
ing study. Did it ever occur to you
that the many kinds of spices
which you keep in your kitchen,
represent the various portions of
their respective plants?

Ginger is the rootstock of its
plant; cinnamon is tha inner bark

of another plant; cloves are the
flower-buds; nutmegs are the
seeds; black peppercorns are the
whole fruits; and sage, thyme
and other herbs make up the ey
tire upper parts of certain plants,
Their aroma and their valye as
spices are contained mainly in
their essential oils.

Kitchen Secrets

The housewife or the cook, who
reaches for the spice cabinet, only
for baking or for some few other
uses, is cheating herself of ingre
dients which would transtorm her
menus from the commonplace to
the intriguing. For it is these
spices which make all of the (it
terence between an uninteresting
dish and one which is unusual and
delicious.

When you bake a ham, for exam
ple, do you take it from the oven
when it is partly cooked, crust ft
with brown sugar and stud it with
cloves? If you do, the sweet and
the spice permeate the tender tis
sues so that when you slice it
smoking hot, and serve it with ap-
ple sauce or with pears which
have been cooked with cinnamou,
you have a meat dish which men
of old would have waged war in
order to eat.

Do you add cinnamon and a
dash of nutmeg to your apple pies
s0 that they emerge from the oven,
flaky, sweet, tart and spicy, with
a fragrance which tells the world
that vou've baked apple pie that
is apple pie?

If you wonder what makes those
gay little German cookies which
are frosted with red and green
sugar, so brittle and hard to bite,
but so easy to eat, something en-
tirely different from any other lit-
tle cookies in the world—its
anise,
