Broome spent most of his life in
ranchiog in these seven counties.
The winning calf will be selected
from the top calves in each class
from the respective counties as
placed at the time of the regular
judging.

Mr. Broome was one of the orig:
inal sponsors of 4-H Club and voca-
tional agriculture in Tom Green
County and took part in the pro-
motion of the participation of youth
in the ranching business uutil his
desth., He was chairman of the
San Angelo Fat Stock Show from
the time of its inception until his
death Oct. 7, 1934.—San Angelo
Standard.

At the time of his death, C. A
Broome owned and operated a large
ranch 12 miles east of Sterling City,
on the North Concho River.
