Thousands of children aod adalts 
die every year from diseases carried 
by the fly. Typhoid fever, tubercu­
losis, summer complaint, cholera, 
intestinal diseases, and frequently 
death follow closely in the trail of 
the common bouse fly.

Control of the fly menace comes 
at the top of the list of necessary 
public health measures which 
should be applied by every city and 
individual in the State," urges Dr. 
Geo. W. Cox. State Health Officer.

“Most effective measure for con­
trol is to prevent breeding," he said. 
"Flies breed iu filth, and about eight 
days arc required to complete a life 
cycle. During her lifetime of several 
months one housefly lays from 600 
to 1.000 eggs. Thus it can easily be 
seen that in a season, which usually 
begins in the spring of the year, the 
descendants from one fly number 
countless thousands.

“To eliminate flies, breeding 
places must be destroyed. Manure 
piles, garbage, aod other organic 
filth furnish the requirements of 
warmth, moisture, and food neces­
sary for the propagation of the fly. 
The flies should be kept from cob- 
tact with food or drink or utensils in 
which such food and drink are pre­
pared and served. Likewise, they 
should be kept from access to privy 
vaults where they pick up the in­
fections which they later spread to 
humans by contact with food and 
drink and by unwashed bands and 
utensils. Sec that your windows, 
doors, and porches are screened 
so that the stray fly from careless 
neighbor will not molest your fam­
ily. Also, see that your grocer keeps 
bis meat, vegetables, aod fruits free 
from flies.

'Organized health measures to 
destroy the breediog places, control 
of flies' access to your home aod 
food, and established standards ef 
cleanliness in your community will 
eliminate the fly. The number of 
flies is an index to the cleanliness 
of any commuoiiy, aod they can be 
entirely eliminated."

Trappers employed by the Texas 
Game Department reduced the coy­
ote family in the Lone Star State 
by 6 391 during the last ninety days 
and will continue their predator con 
irol work at least another 3U days, 
the executive secretary of the Game 
Commission announces.

Trapping of coyotes is carried on 
io regions where it is believed the 
coyotes are so numerous that they 
are doing considerable damage to 
game. It is recognized that it is 
practically impossible to completely 
eradicate coyotes, but the work the 
Department is doing along those 
lines helps keep the predators un­
der control.

Coyotes are trapped by the Game 
Department at an extremely low 
cost. It amounts to 50 cents per 
animal plus the slight cost of the 
traps.

\ d East Texas resident recently 
fiunditw as rather costly to de­
liberately run down a deer. He 
was fined $21 aod costs io court 
and it was also neccessarv for him 
to pay $19.50 for repairs to bis au- 
tocnobile.
