SIX WAYS SOIL
CONSERVATION
WILL HELP END
THE WAR

The six foundation blocks of the
soil conservation war program-—six
ways in which the conservation of
land resources are shortening the
days of Hitler and Hirohito—are
outlined in a message from Dr. HH,
Beonett, chief of the Department of
Agriculture Soil Conservation Ser-
vice of Washington, D.C., to the
farmers and ranchers of the North
Concho River Soil Conservation
District.

“Conservation on this side of the
ocean means salvation for those on
the other side,” declared Dr. Ben-
nett, whose 39 years of work with
soils of the United States haye
caused him to be recognized as the
world’'s No. 1 authority on soil con-
servation and it benefits. Here are
the six ways in which cobservation
of soil and water are hastening the
day of Allied victory, according to
Dr. Bennpett:

“First, conservation of soil and
water means greater yields from our
cropland, pasture, forest and ranges.

“Second, conseryetion mears put-

ting every acre of land to work on
the production job it is the best
suited to perform. Differect lands
are suited to different kinds of pro-
duction. Conservation means pro-
ducing crops ou the land where the
most satisfactory results can be ob-
tained.
“Third, conservation means the
elimination of waste in farming—
the elimination of wasted soil, weter,
fertilizer, seed, or of any other ele-
ment of productive capacity.

“Fourth, conservation means in-
creasing the area of tillable land —
by control of erosion, by drainage,
by irrigatioa, or by other conserva-
tion practices.

“Fifth, conservation means assur-
ance that crope will be produced ia
spite of drouth, rainstorms, wind,
and snow—as far as it is possible to
protect crops from unusual weather
cunditions.

"Sixth, conservation means as-
surance that the agricultural plant
will not break down in the middle
of the war. Conservation is the only
assurance that we will be able to
produce at top speed, year in and
year out, as long as our critical
needs may last.”

Dr. Bennoett praised the ranchers
of the North Concho River Soil Con-
seryation District for the conserva-
tion work they have already done,
and the work they are carrying out
in cooperation with the district and
the various agencies of the United
States Department of Agriculture,

“Every conservation measure
properly planned and established,
every ounce of goil fertility stored.
and every drop of water comnserved
has better prepared American Jands
to grow safely and in great quantie
ties the foods and feeds and fibers
and vegetable oils we must have to
win the war in the shortest time
possible,” the Soil Conservation Ser-
vice official declared.

Lee R. Reed, Zach Jones, S, C,
Currie, Fowler McEatire, and J. R.
Mims. Applications may also be
left at the Soil Conservation Seryice
office in Sterling City.

Coke County Gets
Oil Well

Oil in paying quanties was struck
last week in a test three miles
southwest of Blackwell in Coke

County.

The well is 3818 feet deep end
made 58 barrels of high grade oil
per hour in a4’c hour swabbing
test last Sunday. A conservative
estimat rates the well at 150 to 200
barrels.

Engineers put two cars of the
same make and equipment exactly
alike, on a 1,000 mile trip. One was
driven at 25 miles an hour and the
other at 65 miles an hour.

At the end of the trip, it was
found that the 85-mile-an-hour car
had used 60 per cent more gasoline
800 per cent more oil and 700 per
cent more wear on the tires,

It was shown that a tire will last
700 times as long driven at 25 miles
an hour than when driven at 65
miles an hour. The risk of a wreck
is increased in proportion.

resulting serious injury.”

Parents and school teachers
should stress that it is perilous to
bit blasting caps with a hammer or
other instrument, tha’ it is equally
hazardous to throw them into fires
Dr. Cox stated. Children should be
warned not to touch blasting caps.
1f they should come upon a stray
one they should report it promptly
to some one in authority or to their
parents, so that proper steps can be
teken to remove this potential dan-
ger to life and limb.

With the dangerous character of
blasting caps sufficiently emphasiz-
ed, and children trained pot to touch
them. the hazards now associated
with them cep be practically elim-
inated, Dr Cox said.
