4. P lace uncooked m eat (un­
w rapped) under freezing unit.

5. Allow foods to cool before stor­
ing and m ake sure they are cov­
ered.

6. Watch leftovers and use them 
attractively.

7. Place foods to allow for free 
circulation of air throughout re ­
frigerator.

8. Keep bottles and cans at room 
tem peratu re until ready for chilling 
and serving.

9. Open and close doors as quick­
ly as possible to preserve cold.

10. Clean refrigerator by wiping 
with a dam p cloth often. Wash with 
a weak solution of baking soda.

11. Use ice trays for frozen sal­
ads, ice cream s, mousses, and for 
colored and flavored ice cubes.

12. Defrost regularly according 
to m anufactu rer’s instructions.

W.L. Foster, Here Since 1881

W.L. Foster, 86, has been here 
longer than any one else now liv­
ing here. He came here back in 
1881, when this was part of Tom 
Green County. He’s ranched all 
these years and liked it.

This pioneer Sterling Countian 
helped organize the county and 
was the Hrst commissioner from 
precinct 2. He’s been president 
of the First National Bank since 
its organization in 1910. A relig­
ious man, .Mr. Foster has been 
chairman of the board of Stew ards 
of the First .Methodist Church for 
“more than 20 years.’’

This year “Uncle Willie’’ sold 
his land and livestock to his heirs. 
He retained only his 14-section 
ranch in .Mitchell County, selling 
70 sections.

Born in Navarro County, .Mr. 
Foster moved to Ellis County and 
on to Coleman in 1876 and then 
to Sterling in 1881, at which time 
he was 23 years old.

He married .Miss .Mary Eliza­
beth Allen in Ennis, January 6, 
1886. They have four living child­
ren, .Miss Ethel Foster, Roy Fos­
ter, Lester Foster and Mrs. H. L. 
Hildebrand, all of Sterling. Two 
children have died-Allen Foster 
and Mrs. F.S. Price.

From 1900 until last year all 
the children, granchildren, etc.
