State of Texas must be re-recorded
before October 1,

1945. Two years
was given that soldiers
would be able to make provisions
to have this done.

All livestock owners are cautioned
to re-record their marks and
brands before the deadline, October
[, 1945. The legal owner of a
brand or mark has a preferential
right to record such brand or mark
if it is done before October 1, 1945.
If such preferential right is not ex-
ercised before October 1, 1945, the
right to re-record that brand is for-
feited and such brand shall be sub-
ect to registration by any person
ind the first person to record the|
brand or mark after October l,!
1945, shall be the owner of the
brand.

The 1945 Legislature amended |
| the 1943 brand bill and provided |
lth.nt the words brand or mark as
|used in the 1943 brand law shall be
changed to brands or marks thus
clearing up considerable misunder- |
standing about whether or not a|
person could record more than one |
brand.
