I The last session of the legisla­
ture made such an election possi­
ble by a new law. Some counties 
in the past had transferred money 
from one fund to another when 
needed-even though it was illegal. 
Now it may be done according to 
law, and such is not a tax raise or 
lowering on the w hole-just setting 
or re-allocating the various funds.

The first part of the constitu­
tional amendments is one to grant 
members o f the U. S. Armed For­
ces to vote without paying a poll 
tax. In the past it was unconsti­
tutional for a member of such 
forces to vote.

The second amendment would 
raise the pay of the legislators to 
$10 a day all during any session. 
Now they get $10 a day for 120 
days and then $5 a day if they 
run over the prescribed 120 days.

The third amendment would in­
crease the Texas Supreme Court 
from three to nine members. The 
three judges now have six com­
missioners to help them, all draw­
ing the same pay. Such passage 
would give the six commissioners 
the same status as the three judges.

The fourth amendment changes 
the old age, needy blind and de-

sider not only a decidedly forward 
step in Texas jurisprudence but a 
necessary one, in order to secure a 
satisfactory tribunal for the fina* 
decision of Texas cases. The amend­
ment does not increase the cost of 
the Supreme Court nor the num­
ber o f judges constituting it. It 
simply enlarges the powers o f the 
present Commissioners and gives 
them a vote in the decision of 
every case. Under the present set­
up any two judges o f the Supreme 
Court can set aside the action of 
any three judges o f our several 
Courts o f Civil Appeals as well as 
decide a case adversely to the opin­
ion not only of the other Supreme 
Court judge but the six Commis­
sioners named to aid the court in 
disposing o f its large docket by 
the Legislature. Under the nine 
judge court litigants will have the 
benefit o f the combined opinion of 
nine competent judges, five of 
whom must concur before any de­
cision is rendered.

There are only three states, 
Arizona, Nevada and Wyoming, 
which still have the three judge 
Supreme Court, and all three have 
much less population than Texas. 
Under the amendment the present 
Supreme Court and the six judges 
of the judicial commission will 
constitute the new nine judge 
court, all o f whom will be subject 
to election by the people at future 
times and all o f whom are men of 
wide judicial experience and resi­
dents o f widely different sections 
of the state as a whole. Vote at 
Election August 25, 1945.
