During 
this tune the worm has not only 
had a good lesson in the anatomy of 
a COW', but has grown into a size­
able little larvae Suppose the egg 
was laid in March, now nine months 
later it is November.

After the worm, of larvae, reach­
es the back, the cow’s flesh forms 
a pocket around the grub. The 
cow doesn't do this as a polite ac­
comodation for the worm, but she 
a just doing what comes natural­
ly. The grub stays here for about 
five or SIX weeks. During this 
time It has an outlet to the world 
outside in the form of a hole 
through the hide. Apparently it 
knows nothing of the mess the 
World IS in. so it molts a couple of 
times and comes on out through the 
hole in the hile.

SWING OF SOUTHWEST 
FARM  MARKETS
By United States Department of 

Agriculture

1 (USDA)— Spots of strength and 
weakness chei l;eied southwest farm 
markets last week in very uneven 
trends, according to the Production 
and Marketing Administration, U 
S. Department of Agriculture.

Wheat and oats registered rather 
sharp advances for the week. Corn 
hardly recovered early losse.s as 
contmuedd favorable weather aided 
crop prospects. Sorghums fluctuat­
ed widely but dosed Friday un­
changed from a week earlier, at 
aiound $3.65 p**r hundredweight 
Wheat stood at S3 02'a per bushel 
base grade.

Slight advance in rough rice pri­
ces reflected more active foreign 
demand for milled rice. .Millfeeds 
and oilseed meals declined during 
the week, as most other feeds gain­
ed. Huy moved more freely at 
slightly higher prices for good 
quality. Peanuts found slow de­
mand, as harvesting b<*came more 
general. Fine Texas wools were 
getting scarce, but aeviage staple 
1946 lots sold at $1 18 to $1 20 clean

basis.
Spot cotton prices increased dur­

ing the week ,as harvesting went 
forward at full pace. Prices jjcored 
net advances of $2 to $3 per bale

Eggs continued to sell at firm 
pi ices last week, while poultry 
showed slight weakness at some 
places. Most heavy hens brought 
2- to 24 cents per pound at Fort 
Worth. 28 at Dallas. 22 to 26 at 
Denver, and 31 to 33 at New Or­
leans. Fort Worth and Dallas paid 
around 55 cents per dozen for best 
candled eggs, and New Orleans 
gave 56 for fresh No. 3 Extras. 
Denver took best current receipts 
at 43 to 47.

Cauliflower weakened at Colora­
do shipping points during the per­
iod, but potatoes and onions sold 
steady to firm. Some fall vegetables 
gained strength as frost season 
diew near. Cabbage, carfots, cu-1 
cumbers and onions sold higher at i 
St. Louis and Kansas City. Many. 
porduets took on a firmer tone at • 
Fort \Vorth. Demand slackened for 
sweet potatoes, but prices changed 
little in Louisiana.

Cattle varied some during the 
week, but closed mostly steady to 
strong, with Texas cows and calves 
the principal exceptions. .Medium 
and goodd cows sold generally from

common and medium kinds ranged 
largely from $12 to $14. and can- 
ners and cutters from $8.50 to $11.

Canner and cutter cows 
brought $9.20 to $12.50 at Oklahoma 
City and Wichita, and $11 to $13.50 
at Denver.

1 ixiay, pigs often weigh 200 to 250 pounds at six 
m.'.nllrs or less. Straigl.t line and cross-bred breeding 
rxp'.Tinicnts seek even more efficient hogs to make 
“ eiglit in thesameshort time, but produce more meat.

In l.iml)-*, development is directed toward “ dual- 
l>'-irpo.so”  hreetls. Certain breeds have been Ix'st for 
>*ool but not best for meat. Others produced the 
meat but were lacking in wool. Re.searchcrs have 
made progress on bre^s o f Iambs to produce both 
meat ,'uid goc*d wool economically.

A first step in the improvement of any animals or 
any ’neru is to use proven sires on dams of known pro- 
durtiiv (ihilily. The eye alone is not enough. To know 
p-or'uclion rriords and ancestry is vital. Bull grading 
P'ogr.iins oiler greater certainty in choosing a sire, 
y-vighing young animals at weaning time and mark­
ing ih' in is Important, e.sjrecially in the selection of 
gilts. .K “ tou'ih system”  o f sheep grading is proving 
bc’ pful ill Culling large bands in little time.

On any matter pertaining to livestock breeds or 
brryjding, Swift & Company has no favorites.

“ Should I specialize in some crop or en- 
terprist', or should I diversify my oper­
ations?”  Many farmers and ranchers 
have to find the answer to this question.
For instance, in the state of VV’ashington 
there are 63 distinct types o f farming in this one state 
alone. And they should consider that the types of prod­
ucts which come from farms in different areas of the 
United States are not accidental. They are caused by 
the inter-action of physical and economic factors. The 
operation of thest? two forces has lx>en hastened by 
mechanization, development of better crop varieties, 
breeds and disease-resistant strains.

Specialization, of course, leads to increast»d etficiency 
in the use o f labor, equipment, capital and buildings.

Herman Garlington, coope'rator 
with the North Concho Soil Con­
servation District, received the first 
carload of superphosphate to be 
shipped to this district last week 
The 40 tons were distributed to 
nine ranchers and farmers to be 
used on land planted to hairy 
vetch, alfalfa, irrigated pasture 
grasses and legumes, and experi­
mentally on native range grasses. 
A soils analysis of a deep soil area 
on H. G. Garlington’s cultivated 
field showed a need of 150 pounds 
of 2091 superphosphate per acre. 
Garlington is applying this phos­
phorus with a legume crop, hairy 
vetch, in order to get the advantage 
of added nitrogen from the crop 
fertilized with phosphorous. The 
more vigorous growth of the vetch 
secured by adding phosphorous will 
in turn suppoit more nitrogen col­
lecting bacteria for the accumula­
tion and storage of nitrogen.

The superphosphate was distrib­
uted as follows: Claude Collins, Jr., 
10 tons; Mrs. Nona Grosshans, 9 
tons; Nick Reed. 6 tons, H. G. Gar­
lington. 5 tons; Marshall Cook. 3 
tons; Steve Currie, 3 tons; W ,M 

, Turner, 2 tons; Harold McCabe, 1 
ton and Lee Reed. 1 ton.

! Collins will apply his allotment 
to range land for expc-rimental 
purposes. Currie. Cook, and Nick 
Reed will apply theirs to irrigated 
pastures. Mrs. Grosshans will apply 
her 9 tons to alfalfa.

Marshall Cook’s Angus calves 
weighed 513 pounds when mar­
keted last week. By balancing his 
livestock with the production of 
his range grasses as a part of his 
conservation program. Cook was 
able to produce heavy calves the 
first year.

Harold Jensen, range conserva­
tionist. assisted the 4-H Club boys 
and County .Agent Frierson in the 
study of native range grasses Tues- 
dady morning. Fifteen to twenty 
of the more common grasses were 
studied and identified in the field
