This is a good example, too, of
Ihuw unreliable our screening sys-
tem is. And now, if the new bill is
also passed by the Senate, a bigger
influx than ever will be admitted
and that means even less regard
will be given in the future to pro-
per screening and refusal to ad-
mit undesirables.

Rep. Ed Gossett of Wichita Falls
led the fight against the new bill.
He pointed out that there are now
14 million people in our occupied
zones, who were uprooted in Po-
land, Czechoslovakia, the Baltic
States, etc. and after the war
dumped into Germany. Much of
this was done under the Pottsdam
agreement. Those people are of
German ethnic origin and the vast

majority of them were farmers.
Yet none of them are admissable
under the DP law.

There are now about 500,000 peo-
ple in the DP camps in Europe. It
has been pointed out that Austra-
lia and South Americann countries
want desirable immigrants. But the
trouble is most of the people in
the camps don’'t want to go any
place except the United States.
This new influx of poorly screen-
ed immigrants will aggravate out
housing problems and contribute to
unemployment and while many of
them are probably good people, we
have good reason to believe many
of the others will be of the trouble
maker type.

Adding to this problem is our
rapidly expanding population. The
Census Bureau reported the other
day that since the last census in
1940 the total has jumped up
20,000,000! And they are estimating
that by the year 2,000 the United
States will have 200 million people.
If those who are clamoring for
a break-down of our immigration
restrictions based upon the quota
system, continue to be successful,
this number will be corresponding-
ly higher.

It's high time the American peo-
ple open their eyes to what's going
on and insist upon preserving the
integrity of our traditional immi-
gration policy based upon the quo-
ta system.

Extension of community health
programs to rn—v- dental care a-
vailable to all children is being

urged by the American Dental As-
sociation
Dental

discases, particularly
tooth decay, are

afflicting more than
nine of each ten children. Yet, lead-
ing dental authorities ¢ stimate, only
about one-third of the nation’s chil-
dren are receiving proper dental at-
tention.

Dentists are agreed lh at the only
ffective method of combating dental
diseases 1s to >'.art with children;
to control and prevent dental de-
fects before they become
problems later in life.

For that reason, the American
Dental Association is opposing esta-
blishment of a national system of
compulsory health insurance in this
country. Children would get less
attention.

Association officials point to the
present compulsory health insur-
ance system in Great Britain. There,
a sound system for providing dental
care for school children is falling
to pieces because the government
program concentrates major atten-
tion on a repair program for adults.
The same would be true here, den-
tists say, pointing out that any
system which destroys the emphasis
on the prevention and control of
of dental disease in children is not
a good system.
