HEALTH TALKS

Making fruit cakes and Christ-
mas goodies, wrapping packages,
opening a wedge through shopping
crowds, and shaking hands with
friends and relatives in holiday
goodwill all bring those hands of
yours into constant motion at this
busiest time of the year. So much
activity of the hands, in fact,
make you wish you had a couple
of extra ones.

Those hands you have are mighty
wonderful things, however. The
hands, the erect posture and the
reasoning brain are the three
things that make the difference be-
tween man and beast. And the brain
devotes the largest part of its area
concerned with motion to the func-
tion of the hands, the most exposed
part of the body and the most high-
ly developed for motion. Hands
are the eyes of the blind and the
ear and voice of the deaf and mute.

Since the hands must be so flex-
ible to perform all the many func-
tions demanded of them, they have
very little fat to offer them protec-
tion. This makes them so suscep-
tible to infections, wounds and de-
formities that even the most triv-
ial injuries to the hands should re-
ceive immediate medical attention.
Thorough cleansing and bandaging
of slight cuts or scrapes will go far
toward preventing infections and
any more serious injury to the
hands may require professional
medical advice in order to keep the
healing from interfering with the
efficient mechanism of those organs.

One of the first winter cares of
the hands is to keep the natural
oils that serve as lubricants from
drying" out; outdoor cold and in-
door heat have a tendency to rob
the hands of those natural oils.
making them rough and red which
not only robs them of their beauty
but also of their peak of efficiency.
A bland hand cream or softener
will usually overcome those diffi-
culties.

Fingernail biting is not confined
to winter or to small children. It is
not a pretty habit, however, either
from the looks of the biter or the
looks of the hands. And if the
hands are busy enough, the nails
can't be chewed upon.

The doctors consider nail chew-
ing as a nervous habit due to fear
or anxicety. The child who chews
nails while listening to the radio
or watching a movie is probably
getting too much blood and thun-
der in his entertainment diet and
a little milder form of amusement,
preferably one that brings the
hands into use, may do away with
the chewing.

Anxiety about school often leads
to nailchewing in the first grade.
which may last up until about the
sixth grade if the child doesn't feel
at home at school before then. If
a child doesn’t bite his nails be-
fore he's 12 years old, he’s not likely
to ever pick it up; but those who

- start the habit as youngsters may

return to it in later life even though
they have broken the habit once.
Sometimes the nails are evidence
of other ailments besides nervous-
ness. When your doctor looks at
your fingernails he may find a sig-
nal of a number of different dis-
eases or potential diseases elsewhere
in your body. A short time ago the
medical profession was stumped
over an ‘“epidemic” of fingernails
that turned dark in spots and hurt
bad before separating from

the quick. They investigated to see
if it were caused by a fungus like
ringworm which often has similiar
symptoms or a number of other dis-
