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THE OUTLOOK for a new

Mex-
ican labor agreement, and what it
may have in it if one is worked out,
remains unce:tain. The present
agreement expires on February 11.

Last week a Special Farm Labor
Advisory Committee to the Farm
Placement Service, met in Wash-
ington to study the problem and
make recommendations concerning
the terms of a new agreement, if
one 1s made.

On that committee are two Tex-
ans—Kirkland of Pecos and Sam
Reed of Haskell County. Upon invi-
tation, Ernest Williams and Willie
B. Wilson, of San Angelo, attended

the meetings and presented thc;
view of sheep, goat, and cattle
raisers.

They insisted that any new agree-
ment include ranch as well as farm
labor; that the contracts be simpli-
fied, with more choice by employ-
ers in selecting experienced men,
and more latitude be given in fir-
ing incompetents. It was urged,
among other things, that work con-
tracts be lengthened and that wages,
etc. be no higher for ranch work
than for farm work.

I joined the Texans
that these and other

in urging
views be in-

cluded in recommendations to those |

who do the negotisting for our Go-
vernment.

IN THE MEANTIME, on Capitol
Hill the House Judiciary Committee
was busy drafting amendments to
the present immigration laws with
the view of meeting President's de-
mand for tighter anti-wetback laws.

Early in January at my suggestion
a member of the press asked Mr.
Truman what his attitude was re-
garding the renewal of a labor
agreement to replace the present
one when it expires. The President
said that he had promised the Pres-
ident of Mexico—at the latter's in-
cistence—that drastic laws would
be enacted controlling the working
f so-called wet-biacks in this coun-
try before any new agreement is
negotiated, and that he would in-
sist upon that being done.

When asked for my comments on
that development, I stated that ir
my judgment the matter of what
immigration laws are enacted ir
this country should be decided by
the Congress—not by the President
of Mexico. I pointed out that there':
a simple solution to the so-calle
wet-back problem; simply work
out a sensible and workable labo
agreement, free of so much red tape
and discrimination against emplov-
rs, so Mexican workers can b
wrocessed to work on our farms an”
~anches where adequate domesti
labor is not available. If that is don-
there will be little reason or incen
tive for the Mexican nationals t«
‘eek employment on this side o
the Rio Grande without first being
norcessed.

OUR FEAR is that certain pro
osed amendments before the Ju
'iciary Committee will be violativ:
f fundamental protection to ou
‘armers and ranchmen against un
reaconable <earches of their nrem
ises. In other words, the proposal
that Immigration officers have free
access to premises without first
obtaining search or arrest warrant:
would be a dangerous invasion o'
personal rights of people, and woul”
undoubtedly cduse much dissensior
and possible trouble. Such search
es cannot now be done, withou!
warrants, with respect to narcotic:
stolen property, etc; so why give
Immigration officers such blanke’
rights with respect to search for
wetbacks?

We need laws against illegal a)
iens, but such laws should apply
over all the nation and should rec
ognize the richts of the people a
against invasion of their premise
by officers, with or without reason
If they have goord reason, they can
obtain authorit” from Magistrate
to make any necessary searches fo:
proper arrests.

On the Judiciary Committee, now
studying this phase of the pronos-
ed legilation is Congressman Wilson
of Dallas and Pickett of Palestine.
They are both fighting for reason-
able laws that will be adequate but

A Thrifty Nifty

What could
fit that descrip-
tion better than
Baked Oyster
and Noodle Cas-
serole! It is a
one -dish meal

Baked Oyster and Noodle Casserole

1 pint Sealshipt Oysters; 4 table-
spoons butter or margarine; 14 tea-
spoon salt; dash of pepper; 1% tea-
spoon paprika; 1% cups oyster
liquid and rich milk; 2 tablespoons
flour; 2 cups broken noodles, un-
cooked; 1 tablespoon butter or mar-
garine; 1% cup buttered bread
crumbs,

Saute oysters in 4 tablespoons
butter very gently until edges begin
to curl; add seasonings. Drain,
reserving liquid; add rich milk to
make 1% cups. Add gradually to
flour in saucepan, stirring well;
then cook until thickened, stirring
constantly. Cook noodles in large
amount of boiling salted water un-
til tender; drain and add 1 table-
spoon butter. Arrange % of noodles
in buttered casserole; arrange oy-
sters on noodles and cover with
remaining noodles. Pour sauce
over contents of dish and top with
buttered crumbs. Bake in hot oven
(450° F.) 15 minutes. Serve at
once. Makes 6 servings.

Served
as a midnight snack with steam-
ing cocoa, or as dessert, these
cookies will be a treat for those all
year 'round holiday appetites.

Chocolate Chip Jumbles

2 cups sifted flour; 14 teaspoon
soda; 3; teaspoon double-acting
baking powder; 12 teaspoon salt;
1% cup butter; 1 cup sugar; 1 tea-
spoon vanilla; 2 eggs, unbeaten;
24 cup sour cream; 24 cup chopped
pecan meats; 1 package chocolate
chips.

Sift flour once, measure, add
soda, baking powder, and salt, and
sift again. Cream bntter, add
sugar gradually and cream together
until light and fluffy. Add vanilla
and blend well. Add eggs and mix
thoroughly. Then add sour cream,
stirring until smooth. Add flour
mixture, blending well. Stir in nut
meats and chocolate chips. Drop
from teaspoon on ungreased baking
sheet. Bake in hot oven (425° F.)
10 to 12 minutes, or until done
Makes 4% dozen cookies,
