Important as these advances 
are, at best thev only cure—they 
do not prevent. The real challenge

to medicine is to build up the 
human maclrne that b gins to 
wear down as old age a ivances. 
Vigor must be improvei! tissues 
revitalized, outlook bi ghtened 
and strength regained, 1 .st vital 
organs fail in their functions.

Two types of agents—vitamins 
ami hormones — offer the best 
chance of building up energy and 
resistance. Male and fen.ale hor­
mones—androgens an*l estrogens 
—have b.?en used with consider­
able success in biightering the 
outlook and increasing tiie vigor 
of old men and wome;i. Often 
they are used interchangeably to 
fight a speci.fic misfun-tion or 
waning strength. They h vo even 
been combined into a sin .. drug, 
as ill the case of Combandrin, to 
revitalize tired tissue and improve 
general well-being of male and 
female alike.

Vitamins, too, are playing a 
more im.portant role in old-age 
therapy. Tests on animals have 
show-n that vitamin A increased 
life sp.an 10%, and that B com­
plex vitamins lengthened life 10- 
25Vc. If the outlook for over-65s 
looks better today than before it 
is due in large part to the gains 
made in hormone and vitamin 
therapy.

NOTICE, POSTAL PATRONS
As always in the past, post office 

I box rents must be collected on or 
' before the beginning of a quarter. 
Collections shall be made on or be­
fore the beginning of a quarter for 
the entire quarter or in advance 
for the current fiscal year. Box pa­
trons and agencies of the Federal 
Government are permitted now to 
pay rental on post office boxes in 
auvance for not more than one full 
fiscal year, July 1 to June 30. next.

Written greetings of the season 
and names, numbers or symbols, 
for the purpo.se of do .cription, may 
be enclose.! with third or fourth 
class mail (parcel post). Books may 
bear simple de icatory inscriptions 
not of a personal natu:e.

letter postage.

Do not enclose letters in parcels, 
as doing so would subject entire 
parcel to letter postage. Communi­
cations prepaid at the first-class 
rate may be sent with parcels pre­
paid at the third-or fourth-class 
rate by securely attaching the en­
velopes containing the letters or 
other written mutter to the outsi.Ie 
of parcels.

SEALS: Chri tmas seals and

GREETING CARDS: It is always 

best to send gieeting cards by first 
'lass mail, and get all the advan­
tages this service affords.

Unsealed Christmas greetings may 
he sent as third-class mail without 
anauthorize 1 writings enclosed at 
2 cents po tage, if weight not over 
2 ounces. However, a minimum 
charge of 3 cents is applicable to 
ruch cards wl^ich measure less than 
4 inches long or 2*4 iribhes wide.

Patrons having a number of cards 
arc urged to tie them in bundles 
with addresses all faced one way 
before mailing so as to facilitate 
their handling in the post office.

Greeting cards bearing particles 
of glass, metal, mica, tinsel and 
other similiar substances for decor­
ative purposes which are likely to 
rub off and injure postal employees 
or damage canceling machines must 
be enclosed tightly sealed envelopes 
with postage prepaid at the first- 
class rate in order that such cards 
mav be accepted for mailing.

SPECIAL SERVICES: For those 
mailers who may wish to expedite 
handling and delivery of cards and 
gifts, there are the air mail, spec­
ial delivery and special handling 
services.

Christmas gifts should be regist­
ered or insured. Parcels containing 
small articles of considerable value 
>uth as’ watches and other articles 
of jewelry, should always be regis­
tered. If desired, mailers may ob­
tain return receipts for registered 
an:l numbered insured articles.

Please know that the employees 
it your local post office are most 
desirous of helping you in any­
way possible in mailing your cards 
and parcels during the Christmas 
season.
