Wandering up and down 
or across the road at 
many are struck and killed 
by cars and trucks. Also, 
few nights pass without the 
delicpte aroma of the sachet 
kitty” being wafted by tne 
winds.

These animals are earners 
of rabies and many other dis- 
ease.s. The skunk is the res­
ervoir of rabies: when it is

'stamped out in all other forms 
;Of animal life, they still car - 
ry it and are responsible for 
the spread.

The Game Management As­
sociation will soon set up the 
plans for control work during 
the winter months to combat 
these varmints. The rabies 
vaccination program will take 
place in the next few weeks 
as soon as arrangements can 
be worked out with the vet­
erinarian.

Last week the Texas County- 
Agricultural Agents Associa­
tion held their annual state 
meeting in Lubbock. The 
Lubbock Chamber of Com- 
mece and all Lubbock worked 
hard to make this meeting a 
uccDss by offering all the fa­
cilities in the area for the 
meeting Friday and Satur­
day.
I On Friday afternoon, a tour 
of the Lewter Feedlots and 
the Plains Coop Cotton Oil 
Oil Mill and the Frank Gray- 
irrigated farms was held. 
We.-ither was not too cooper­
ative since it was cold and 
rainy and it was nearly im­
possible to leave the busses. 
But we were able to see most 
of the operations of the plac­
es. We did leave the busses at 
Lewter’s to go through the 
mill where the feed is mixed, 

i Lowter feeds 25,000 head of 
cattle at a time for-about 120 
.to 150 days. Total annual out- 
Iput of the lot is 75,000 head. 
No hand labor is used in mex- 
ing the feed; the entire opera­
tion is a pushbutton affair 
with one man at a huge panel 
controlling the switches that 
weigh each ingredient for the 
mixer. From the mixer it 
goes into trucks which augur 
the feed into the troughs, 
again with no hand Tabor ex­
cept a driver in the truck.

The Gray farm comprises 
2,000 acres of land watered 
with the output of the Lub­
bock sewer plant. Each day 
ifrom 7 million to 10 million 
.gallons of water are received 
|at the farm. Since the water 
imust be used, there is a prob­
lem of what to do with it 
sometimes. Storage on the 
;farm will hold only 130 mil- 
ilion gallons so it must be 
kept on the move. At times 
Mr. Gray must water carlesr 
[weeds to get rid of the water: 
however when turned under 
[the.se weeds furnish lots of 
organic matter. Main crops on 
the farm are grain sorghum 
and cotton.
