It was his birth­
day and he gained freedom 
from the State Penitentiary in 
Huntsville where he serv^  a 
term on a forgery conviction 
from Lamb County.

From Huntsville Thursday, 
Grady rode with a Coleman 
deputy sheriff to Coleman, 
Asst Dist. Atty. Jack Sessom 
said in San Angelo. At Cole­
man, Grady purchased a bus 
ticket to Midland where he 
has relatives, but got off the 
bus at San Angelo around 
7:15 p.m. Thursday.

Ho was traced as being in 
various taverns in San Angelo 
until midnight Thursday.

The ex-convict was identi­
fied by his brother who lives 
in Midland. Burial was in Wil­
low, Oklahoma Monday.

Sheriff Bill Green and Tex- 
is Ranger John Wood of Mid­
land are in charge of the in­
vestigation.

The fate of Federal lamb 
grading remains in doubht 
following four days of public 
hearings last week before the 
Hou:;e Committee on Agricul- 
tur.3 Suspension of the grad­
ing program had been ordered 
by Secretary of Agriculture 
Bienson to be effective on Jan­
uary 4, but at the request ot 
the committee, the action was 
suspended until a public hear­
ing could be held.

I have joined in urging the 
suspension of further grading 
be made effective immediately. 
At the hearings, all of which 
I attended, a very strong case 
was made* out against the 
grading system. Most all the 
grower organizations over the 
country and also most of the 
Iamb feeders oppose the grad­
ing.

Not to be confused with 
Federal inspection of meats, 
which is a good thing and will 
be continued, this lamb grad­
ing is most difficult to admin­
ister. It forced feeders to ov- 
er-fatten lambs in order to 
meet certain grade standards. 
And the public does not want 
to buy overfat lambs.

The result of all of this is 
that both the grower and con­

sumer is penalized. Lamb 
grades and types vary so much 
in various parts of the coun­
try that it is doubtful that ev­
en with realistic changes in 
the present grade standards a 

'workable grading program 
lean be devised.
I I have joined the Iamb 
growers in urging that all 
grading be suspended for a 
year and see how the market­
ing functions without the in- 
jterfcrence of artificial and un- 
' realistic grading.

A n gy  Glenn F iles For 
State Legislature

Big Spring—Angy Glenn, a 
resident of Big Spring for 
many year and long-time em - 
ployee of the Cosden Petrol­
eum Corporation, has an­
nounced his candidacy for 
legislative representative from 
the 101st District.

Gltnn seeks the place be­
ing vacated by Obie Bristow, 
who is retiring after four 
terms. The 101st District in­
cludes Howard, Martin, Glass­
cock, Sterling, Irion and Rea­
gan Counties.

Glenn pointed to a back­
ground of farm-ranch, small 
business and credit exper­
ience as qualifications “which 
I hope will help me under­
stand the needs and desires 
of the people of this district 
and all Texas." This is his 
first venture into politics.

A native Texan born in 
Mineral Wells, he moved with 
his parents to Stephens Coun­
ty when he was a youngster, 
and had his public schooling 
in Breckenridge. is father op­
erated farm-ranch property 
near Breckenridge. Glenn’s 
88-ycar-old mother still re­
sides there, and he has an in­
terest in the operation.
Early Career

Glenn attended Cisco Junior 
College and also took corres­
pondence work in mechanical 
engineering. For more than 15 
years he was associated with 
the old Magnolia Petroleum 
Company, for a time in the 
refining work, later in mar­
keting. He became Magnolia’s 
bulk agent in Winters, later 
in Sweetwater.

He disposed of those inter­
ests and came to Big Spring 
in 1938, joining Cosden on 
.Tune 1, 1939. He represented 
the Company over West ’Tex­
as a number of years in a 
sales capacity, then was ad­
vanced to credit manager in 
1952, a position he still holds. 
Glenn is looking toward re­
tirement from Cosden in 1961, 
and said he would be able to 
give the legislative job what­
ever time it takes.
Platform Given

“ I regard the legislative 
post as a distinct honor, and 
of the people of this district 
see fit to bestow this honor 
upon me, I pledge that they 
can count on my most cons­
cientious effort, I will be 
ready and willing to listen to 
people from whom I can get 
help, counsel and advice. 1 
would want to make friends 
with other members of the 
Legislature and try to work 
with them.

“It would be presumptions 
of me to make promises on 
various specific issues, when 
I have not given these full 
study. My platform simply is 
that I will try to use moder­
ate and sound judgment, to 
out the welfare of our state 
first, and to vote for and ad­
vocate those things which are 
helpful to the most people 
I’ve got no axe to grind, no 
special interest to serve. I 
would just like to make a 
good, honest, hard-working 
legislator."

He was mar­
ried on Easter 1917 to Miss 
Margaret Elizabeth Cox of 
Brckenridge and they live at 
108 Jefferson. ’They have two 
daughters.
